
 

DID YOU KNOW?….We will be 

going off of Set Sewer and back 

to usage based sewer charges.  

This change will reflect on your 

December water bill (November 

usage).   

This means for the months of 

November-April, your sewer fees 

are calculated on the ACTUAL 

gallons of water used.   

For the months of May-October, 

the sewer charges are calculated 

based on an average of gallons 

used for the months of Decem-

ber-March.

As a reminder, in January 2012 a 

utility rate increase will occur.  

The cost for a minimum water 

bill; anything up to 2,500 gallons 

will cost $40.88 (Water $18.13/

Sewer $22.75).

Speaking of dogs and cats, 

make sure youôre securely 

latching your fences and 

doors and that windows are 

firmly shut. You may not 

have heard but in a recent 

meeting, the city council 

voted to increase the 

amount charged for the 

impoundment of dogs and 

cats. This has stemmed 

from the ever increasing 

costs of catching, transport-

ing, and caring of the ani-

mals. The new fees are $50 

for impounding your dog or 

cat, an additional $40 if the 

animal is chemically cap-

tured, in addition to a $15 

per day care fee. To avoid 

this unwanted expenditure, 

please observe the local 

leash laws and make sure 

your dog or cat is fenced in 

properly or kept in the 

house when you are away.  

With winter coming up 

quickly, please be aware of 

the local snow guidelines. 

Residents that live on a 

primary snow route will 

need to have their cars off 

of the street if snow accu-

mulations total three 

inches or more. You donôt 

want to have your car 

towed and/or blocked in 

by plowed snow. Also, 

after a snow or ice event 

you have 12 hours either 

from the end of the storm 

or 12 hours from sunrise of 

a night time snow to clear 

your sidewalks.

The railbed rehabilitation pro-

ject which has been under con-

sideration for almost six or 

seven years finally began in 

earnest on the 18 th  of October 

when crews    from     Goodman  

Construction began moving dirt 

and grading for the bike and 

pedestrian path on the east end 

of the old railbed in the southeast 

part of the City Park.  When 

completed the project will pro-

vide a 2,100 foot long 10õ wide 

shared use path for pedestrians 

and bicyclists stretching from 

Broadway to 10 th  Street along the 

old UPRR mainline corridor. It 

is scheduled to be completed by 

May 25 th , 2012 in time for the car 

show and BBQ events in June.  

The contractor expects to reach 

Elm St. this fall and complete the 

last block between Elm and 

Broadway in the Spring.  The 

bike/ped path will have lighting 

installed so that the path will be 

usable during night and daylight 

hours.  The Helvering Center 

parking lot will be paved and 

parking will be provided for 

north and south bound traffic on 

7th  Street between Broadway and 

Elm. The project is funded in 

part by $300,000 of KDOT 

Transportation Enhancement 

funds.   

The demolition of Simmonõs 

Auditorium has been delayed 

until after the first of the 

year.  The council received 

one bid for asbestos removal 

and demolition and rejected 

that bid, feeling that more 

competitive bidding was 

needed to reflect a fair price 

for the  demolition.  The   

council will wait approxi-

mately sixty days until the 

project is re -bid.   

Railbed Project  

Simmonõs Demo 

                                                          Broadway/4th & 11TH Road  

is completed and the only     

remaining portion is pavement 

markings to delineate turning 

lanes.  The new entrance on the 

south side improves the traffic 

flow for residents who live south 

of the area and for the          

commercial traffic that goes in 

and out of the intersection on a 

daily basis.  

The improvement project to 

convert the 400 block of Broad-

way and the N. 100 block of 4 th  to 

concrete is essentially complete.  

The old brick pavement was 

removed, a new 10ó water line 

was extended across the north 

side of Broadway, off -street 

parking was added and the con-

crete was colored red to match 

the existing brick in adjoining 

sections of 4 th  and Broadway.
