Operation Level class and took a test for the course.

Kentds crew takes care of
facilities both above and below ground for the City of
Marysville. In addition, they maintain the city -owned
street lighting downtown and the three intersections w ith
signals. Highlights f or the month of December  and for the
year ending Dec. 31 st are provided below as a recap.

For the month of December the Water & Sewer
Department used a total of 56 hrs. for annual leave and 4 6 hrs. for sick leave. Two of the weeks
were shortened because of the Holidays , using 12 hours each 2 weeksinarow . The table
below is a recap of the total leave hours in all four categories that was used during the year.

Routine checks are made on the wells as close to the 1 st and 15 t as possible. Readings

are taken from the hour meters and flow meters and wells are checked for potential
problems.

There were 20 delinquent shutoffs in December.

Collected water meter readi  ngs and repaired any problems the report identified.

Had several calls for frozen meters which usually happens after a snow because lids
sometimes get pushed off when blading is being done.

Fixed a water leak on N. 5 th St. at the alley entrance between Car  olina and Alston
Streets.

Had to take the backhoe to the new well (as of yet not in operation) and get the snow
out of the way so thatthe  pump could be replaced by the contractor.

Installed a water meter pit at 311 N. 6 th St,

Went around during the day sh  ift and cleaned the snow away from the Fire Hydrants
which seem to be a good place to pile snow.

An air relief valve on the sewer force main going to the lagoons failed and was

discharging sewage onto the ground. The crew got it stopped th at night and the parts

to fix it were ordered and received. The bypass report form was filled out and sent to
KDHE.

U There were 14 utility locates to mark including department tickets. There were also 46
City Hall work tickets, 20 of which were the 20 delinquent shutoffs.

U Helped the Street Department with snow removal several times during the month,
leaving two or three of the crew to cover during the regular work day.

U  Took the backhoe out several times and cleaned the entrances to the wells and the
lagoons. Also had to keep opening up the lift stations.

U Had a possible sinkhole show up by a manhole at 8 th and Alston. The hole was packed
with rock for now to see if it keeps sinking away.

U Did some safety work on the bucket truck that was badly needed. A new strobe light
was installed for night illumination and a new bucket was installed to replace the one
that was badly cracked. The directional arrow on the back of the truck still needs to be
replaced.

U Did some work inside the water plan t getting rid of a pile of junk in the back room that
had accumulated since the shop was put into operation in 1989.

0O Worked on some overhead Christmas | ights
second year and some of the wiring went bad, possibly due to snow .

U Cleaned and rearranged the tool crib at the shop which has a tendency to get a little
dirty from the pumps and hoses that are kept in there.

U Worked on the heating ductwork at the shop trying to make it more efficient.

U Conducted weekly vehicle chec ks. Vehicles are inspected every Monday morning and
recorded on a check list and log book for the vehicles. Every three months, the oil and
filters are changed and this was done in December.

The impact of the two snow storms in December required only 18 hours of overtime by the

water/sewer department crew. The cost of the overtime was $260.28.

POLICE DEPARTMENT

The following information is taken
from an in -depth report submitted by Chief
Ackerman that included a report for the
period Jan. 2009to Dec. 2009. The
information has been condensed for the
reader and summarizes year to date data.
There have been a total of 618 reported
incidents for the stated time period. The
numbers stated below do not reflect
convictions, plea agreements, dismissals, or
other court related actions or traffic
citations. The top ten categories are:

1. Non -injury accidents topped the li st with
132 incidents.

2. Theft of property ranked second on the

list with 47 incidents.

3. Third on the list is Driving Under the Influence 40.

4. Fourth is Criminal Damage at 41.

5. Coming in at fifth place was Disorderly Conduct with 34 cases.

6. Min ors in Consumption of Alcohol captured 6th place with a total of 24 incidents.

7. Injury Accidents was number seven with a total of 16 incidents.

8. Eighth place was occupied by another two  -way tie between 14 Burglary incidents and 14
Warrant Arrests.

9. A total of 11 Harassment incidents (telephone, misc.) were reported that fell into ninth place.

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10. Tenth place was distinctly occupied by a four way tie between Drug Related Search
Warrants, Possession of Drug Paraphernalia, Obstruction of the Legal P rocess or Official Duty
and Check Fraud/Scam with 9 each.
