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Regular Meeting
City Hall, Marysville, Kansas-January 12, 2009

Members of the governing body of the City of Marysville were called to order in regular session at 7:00 p.m. on the date and place noted above with Mayor Bernie Krug in the chair.

After the Pledge of Allegiance, roll call was answered by the following council members:  Ackerman, O’Neal, Schwindamann, Phillips, Throm, Shipman, Peschel and Price.  A quorum was present.

Minutes of the December 22, 2008/December 30, 2008 meeting were approved as written after a motion by CM Throm, second by CM Schwindamann, and unanimous voice vote.

VISITORS:

1. BRYNDON MEINHARDT, KANEQUIP (SKID LOADER/WATER DEPARTMENT).  Presented information to the council in regards to the annual skid loader trade in.  This year, Kan Equip is agreeing to trade the Bobcat skid loader for $2,500.  and they will switch out the controls, etc.  Supervisor Bargman is requesting to switch the loader to a New Holland version.  It has a bigger cab and lower gravity when in use.  The cost for the New Holland is $4,000. plus $929. for attachments only for the first year.  Council discussed the advantages and disadvantages of trading to the New Holland.  CM Price moved to trade the Bobcat for $2,500.  CM Peschel seconded.  Motion carried by voice vote, with CM Ackerman and CM Schwindamann opposed.
2. BRYNDON MEINHARDT, KANEQUIP (TRENCHER/WATER DEPARTMENT).  Informed the council that Supervisor Bargman has requested a proposal for the purchase of a new trencher.  The equipment rents for $125.00 per day.  CM Price inquired as to how often it will be used.  Supervisor Bargman said two or three times per year.  Council consensus was not to purchase a new trencher, to rent it when needed.
3. BRYNDON MEINHARDT, KANEQUIP (SAW/WATER DEPARTMENT).  Provided information for three different saws.  The model TS420 regular duty with a cost of $899.00.  A TS460 at a cost of $989.00, and a TS700 for $999.00 both are commercial grade.  Supervisor Bargman said the one they use now is very heavy when they are in the hole working on water/sewer lines.  CM Price moved to purchase the TS700 from KanEquip in the amount of $999.00, CM Throm seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
4. STOP SIGN REQUEST, 2ND AND JENKINS.  CC Price said a request came in from Pat Ellenbecker (not in attendance), for a stop sign at 2nd Street and Jenkins. CM Price commented that Union Pacific Railroad should be responsible for placing signs leaving their facility, not the city.
5. MARYSVILLE SPORT AND RECREATION, ANNUAL REPORT/WAGES.  Brian Fragel informed the council of the different programs and participation in Marysville Sport and Recreation activities.  In 2006, there were 787 participants and now there are 1,058 not including tournaments.  Brian asked about a cost of living increase for Marysville Sport and Recreation.  CM Schwindamann moved to table the request.  CM Peschel seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
6. BETTY BELL, TREE BOARD, DONATION OF TREES.  Betty addressed the council and informed them that Mr. Holtz is making a donation of 150 Olympic Oak trees, which are scheduled for delivery this spring.  The trees will be delivered in one trip, and will be approximately 16” high.  The Tree Board discussed different concerns and ideas to keep the trees from being damaged.  Council discussed housing the trees at the Lagoon site for irrigation purposes until they are 3-4 years old.  No decisions were made.  The Tree Board will continue to discuss this at their meetings.
CONSENT AGENDA.  The Consent Agenda was presented for consideration.  CM Price inquired if the payment included to Tiemann Construction was final.  CA Shain advised it was.  CM Ackerman moved, CM Schwindamann seconded, to approve the Consent Agenda.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.  The Consent Agenda consisted of the following:

· Investment of Idle Funds-$2,600,000 for 28 days. $1,200,000. for 91 days.
· City Clerk’s Report for December showed $25,023.98 collected in receipts with a like amount being deposited with the City Treasurer.
· Municipal Judge’s Report for December showed $7,741.00 being deposited with the City Treasurer and $429.00 being forwarded to the State Treasurer and Judicial Branch Education, court costs and law enforcement training.
· Revenue/Expenditure Budget Reports through December 2008 showed adjusted accumulated revenues in the General Fund of $2,466,408 or 113% of budget; Water Revenue Fund, $984,180 or 43% of budget; and Sewer Revenue Fund, $1,122,302 or 113% of budget.  Adjusted statement of expenditures in the General Fund totaled $1,910,992 or 87% of budget; Water Revenue Fund, $702,815 or 31% of budget; and Sewer Revenue Fund, $688,742 or 69% of budget. 
· Payment Request from Tiemann Construction for the final payment of the sidewalk projects in the amount of $9,044.61.
CM Schwindamann asked Mayor Krug to dispense the regular order of business and proceed to #4f:

Standing Committee Reports: Administration/Finance-Wages 2009.
1. WAGES 2009.  A recommendation from CA Shain and the Administration/Finance Committee is not to increase employee wages for 2009.  CM Schwindamann asked for an explanation, and spoke about specific items in the budget for 2009 that can be used to support an increase in wages.  CA Shain went over the figures and his concern with the General Fund declining over the years.  He spoke about the transfer from the Sales Tax Fund and the reimbursement from FEMA for storm damage that made a difference to the General Fund this year. CM Schwindamann asked about items that are budgeted and never used.  He spoke of street lights, tennis court lights, Christmas decorations, and a Sewer truck that will not be purchased.  He said he feels the city can afford to give raises.  The Mayor and Council discussed in length saving money in other places as opposed to cutting salaries.  CM Price voiced his position on taking care of our employees.  CM O’Neal talked about the Administration/Finance Committees decision being based more or less on what has happened in the past.  CM Price talked about money that has been lost from the State, and reduction of the Mill Levy that didn’t happen.  He said we all know we are looking at more tax, but we need to take care of our people.  CM Schwindamann said if we cannot afford to give employees raises, then we should not be doing more projects.  CM Phillips commented that since 2004 wages have increased by 25%, which has been well spent and a good investment.  After more discussion, Council consensus is to let the Administration/Finance Committee reconsider their recommendation, and have a decision for the next council meeting January 26, 2009.
STAFF REPORTS:

CITY ADMINISTRATOR:

1. BUDGET BALANCES.  Attached spreadsheets showing the ending balances for all funds.  The General Fund is expected to finish with a positive balance if $12,612.  Water Revenue Fund finished in the red for the month of December, with a surplus of $47,106 for the year.  Sewer Revenue Fund also finished with a positive surplus of $93,172.  Rick said he is working on a detailed analysis for the 2008 budget for presentation in late January or early February.
2. FAA TAXIWAY PROJECT, BIDDING PHASE SERVICES.  Reported a proposed contract from Olsson Associates for bidding services for the airport taxiway project is attached.  The fee is $7,500. for the services, which is grant eligible.  The city portion would be $375. after receiving FAA reimbursement.  The grant would also cover the grading for the taxiway.  The estimated costs for grading is $50,000. which means $6,000. to $8,000 for the city.  CM Schwindamann moved to table signing the contract with Olsson Associates for bidding services.  CM Ackerman seconded.  CM Price said if we don’t do the projects now, the funds could be lost.  Motion carried by 5-3 roll call vote with CM Phillips, CM Shipman and CM Price opposed to tabling this.
3. KLINK Project.  The bid date for the KLINK overlay is set for 1:00 p.m. on January 27th in the public room.  Three firms have asked for plans: Konza Construction Co.(Junction City), Bettis Asphalt & Construction (Topeka) and Hall Brothers.  The construction estimates are $863,458.
4. LAKEVIEW MASTER PLAN.  The kick-off meeting with Olsson Associates is set for 2:00 p.m. on Wednesday, January 14, 2008 in the public room.  This meeting will review and set a timeline for different tasks.
5. JOB SITE UPDATES.  Supervisor Bargman provided an update on 10th & Oak Project which a storm sewer was hit by a boring machine.  The second is the sanitary sewer at 7th and Calhoun, and the third is the location of an old manhole at 8th and North.
6. WALNUT STREET PROJECT.  Advised he asked Tony Duever (Cohorst) to investigate a situation on the Walnut Street Project where the valley gutter on the north side of the intersection was evidently not poured as thick as the specifications required.  His recommendations are in an attached e-mail.  The pay could be reduced by 25%, the city could get a second year warranty on this portion only, or Tiemann Construction could remove that specific section and replace it further delaying the opening of the street.  CM Throm doesn’t feel the sidewalk projects will stand up and gave specific reasoning.  CM Phillips discussed the cemetery streets holding water, CM Throm said he feels Tiemann Construction needs to take it all out and do the work again.  CM Schwindamann moved to reduce the payment by 25%, and include a two year warranty.  CM Throm seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
7. FAA E-MAIL RE-STIMULUS SPENDING.  An e-mail is attached from Jeff Deitering with some advanced information about the possible stimulus package.  Rick corresponded with Diane Hofer and she suggested paving and lighting of the taxiway in 2010.  Nothing can be decided until the taxiway project is off the table.
8. SEVENTH STREET PROJECT.  CA Shain said he has the bid documents and plans for the 7th Street Project.  This consists of sidewalk, curb and gutter with exception to the viewing sidewalk which has already been complete.  Substantial completion would be May 1, 2009 before the dedication of the Murals.  The sprinkler system may need to be re-attached in certain places.  After discussion, CM O’Neal moved to finish the sidewalk, curb and guttering.  CM Shipman seconded.  Motion carried by 6-2 voice vote, with CM Schwindamann and CM Ackerman opposed.
PUBLIC WORKS DIRECTOR:

1. DUMP CLOSING.  Advised the use at the dump has been minimal.  CM Schwindamann moved to close the dump.  CM Price inquired as to when Spring clean-up.  CC Price informed it’s the third week in April.  After discussion, CM Schwindamann moved to close the dump from January 19th to re-open March 28th.  CM Price seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
2. SEVENTH STREET & CALHOUN.  CM Shipman asked if the citizens have been contacted about the sewer line in this area.  CA Shain said he is speaking to City Attorney McNish in regards to this situation.
CITY CLERK:
1. EXTENSION OF LEASE, 904 WALNUT.  Informed the council that the lease agreement for 904 Walnut expires on January 15, 2009.  It is recommended to extend the agreement on a month to month basis with the rent remaining at $350.  CM Schwindamann moved, CM Ackerman seconded to extend the agreement.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
STANDING COMMITTEE REPORTS:
STREET:

1. SALT.  CM Throm questioned the delivery of salt.  PWD Mueller confirmed we did get it.
WATER & WASTEWATER:
1. EIGHT AND NORTH STREET.  Supervisor Bargman discussed a situation with a manhole at 8th and North Street.  He explained it is 18ft deep and he cannot use the Backhoe to dig.  Kent went into detail on how the sewer line runs in the area.  He also said they have run the camera in the area and are cleaning it out on a daily basis.  Council discussed at length different options to correcting this problem.  Council consensus is to contact Dave Koch (Koch Excavating) for digging, fixing the trouble spot now, and raise the other line in the area so the manholes are level at a later date.
2. VOTING DELEGATE, KRWA WATER CONFERENCE.  A voting delegate is required for the Annual Kansas Rural Water Association Conference to be held in Wichita, Kansas on March 23-26th.  Rick is going to be a moderator at the Conference.  Mayor Krug appointed CA Shain as the voting delegate.
PARKS & RECREATION:

1. COMPLIMENTS, MARYSVILLE SPORT & RECREATION.  Mayor Krug said he would like to compliment Brian Fragel as Parks and Recreation Coordinator.  He said his programs have provided a good economic stimulus to the economy in many ways, and he wants that to go much noticed by the council.
NEW BUSINESS:
1. LIQUOR REQUEST, MCAC.  A request for a Chamber Mixer to be held at the Art Center on January 28, 2009 from Marshall County Arts Cooperative has been received.  CM Schwindamann moved, CM O’Neal seconded to approve the request.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
2. RESOLUTION 2009-01, GAAP WAIVER.  A resolution was presented waiving the requirements of the law to operate on a basis of cash receipts and disbursements as adjusted to show compliance with the cash basis and budget laws of the state.  CM Throm moved, CM Schwindamann seconded to approve resolution 2009-01.  Motion carried unanimously.
3. KOESTER BLOCK APARTMENT.  Michelle Heinen has submitted a written notice she will be moving from the Koester Block Apartment by the end of January.  CM Throm moved, CM Shipman seconded to approve the notice and advertise for re-rental.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
CM Price exited the council chambers at 8:25 p.m.

APPROPRIATIONS ORDINANCE NO. 3445

1. Claims against the funds of the city were submitted for council consideration as follows:  General Fund, $33,907.84; Water Revenue Fund, $3,272.79; Sewage Revenue, $1,226.02; Airport Revolving, $37.50; Water Deposits, $680.00; Special Law Enforcement, $632.74; Koester Block Maintenance, $124.95; Transient Guest Tax, $2,500.00; and Sales Tax Improvements, $54,099.28; making a total of $96,481.12.
2. An Appropriations Ordinance was introduced and considered to honor claims against the funds of the City as audited by the Finance Committee.  CM Throm moved, CM Shipman seconded to approve the Appropriations Ordinance.  Motion carried by 7-0 roll call vote.  City Clerk Price assigned the Ordinance No. 3445.
CM Price returned to the council chambers at 8:27 p.m.

ROUNDTABLE DISCUSSION:

1. WAGES 2009.  CM O’Neal said from the Administration/Finance Committee, it’s going to be tough to get to where everyone wants to be.  He said one of the things they have really worked hard on is historically the way they have figured increases in the past.  If they continue to do that, the General Fund will not accept it.  He said he would like to work with the Supervisors and get input on what direction they would like to go.  CM Schwindamann said he appreciates the Administration/Finance Committees work on this, and he commented that employees also need to watch their spending.
2. WALNUT STREET PROJECT.  CM Schwindamann said he was not happy with the work the contract has done thus far on the project.  He thanked CM Peschel for walking him through the details; he can now see better how this will turn out.
3. FILING DEADLINE.  CC Price informed the council the deadline for filing for office (Mayor/Council) is January 27, 2009 at noon.  Mayor Krug said he will be filing.  CM Shipman expressed that he would not be running for office again.
4. CABLE TELEVISION.  CM Price spoke about the television change from Charter Communications to Blue Valley Tele-Communications.  He said he was told that citizens are not being given options for basic service, digital, technical support and the cost is $49.00 from $19.00.  He discussed the mandates from the Federal Government as far as changing to digital.  He also inquired about e-mail.  He asked City Attorney McNish to look into this.
5. MARYSVILLE READY MIX, WATER LEAK.  CM Peschel inquired if something has been done for Marysville Ready Mix’s water bill.  He said the billing showed they used 66,000 gallons in one month.  CA Shain advised the Water Committee would have to review that.
6. STREET SWEEPER.  CM Throm commented that he was glad to see the street sweeper out getting the salt and sand off the streets.
There being no further business, at 8:31 p.m. a motion was made by CM O’Neal, seconded by CM Ackerman to adjourn.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
