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 Regular Meeting
City Hall, Marysville Kansas-January 25, 2010
Members of the Governing Body of the City of Marysville were called to order in regular session at 7:00 p.m. on the date and place noted above with Mayor Krug in the chair.
After the Pledge of Allegiance, roll call was answered by the following council members:  Phillipi, Schwindamann, Phillips, Throm, Shipman, Peschel and Price.  Absent: Cohorst.  A quorum was present.

Minutes of the January 11th meeting were presented for approval.  CM Throm said the members absent should be corrected to reflect CM Phillipi, CM Schwindamann and CM Price.  CM Schwindamann then moved, CM Phillipi seconded to approve the minutes as written with the correction.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.

VISITORS:

1. TONY DUEVER, 11th ROAD UPDATE.  Tony provided cost estimates for completion of 11th Road intersection.  The lower cost estimate is $311,263.50 and the higher estimate is $399,148.50.  Council discussed turning radius, clean outs, elevation changes, water lines, bids, KDOT, timeframes and future development.  Council also discussed bidding this project together with the Airport Project, to possibly get a better bid.  Funding will come entirely from sales tax.  CM Phillipi moved to proceed with the engineering, and completing this project.  CM Phillips seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
2. TONY DUEVER-GUARDRAIL, 9TH AND CAROLINA.  The guardrail at 9th and Carolina Street was crushed in a motor vehicle accident.  Tony advised the council that since the road is at a lower speed the requirements for replacement are up to the designer and owner.  CM Price moved to repair the guardrail back to normal.  CM Throm seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.  The Street Department doesn’t have the technology to repair the guardrail.     

3. CURTIS HAWKINSON, COMMUNITY MEMORIAL HEALTHCARE-NEW FACILITY.  Curtis referenced a site plan handout.  He said since the original site plan was submitted, the hospital is adding approximately 900 sq ft on the northwest corner and 1,682 sq ft on the northeast corner.  He is asking for a waiver of the building permit in the amount of $384.75.  CM Peschel moved to accept the request, making a donation to the Hospital from the Industrial Fund in the amount of $384.75; in return, accepting payment for the building permit.  CM Shipman seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
CONSENT AGENDA. The Consent Agenda was presented for consideration.  Lengthy discussion took place on the request from Travel and Tourism for Fast Draw funds in the amount of $500.  CM Phillips commented that the registration fees should be covering awards and prizes, not city funds.  CA Shain spoke of Travel and Tourism budgeting.  CM Price talked about the Tourism Committee drawing citizens to town for different events and the Committee being established for that specific purpose.  Main Street Director Bob Carlson commented on the Committee working in conjunction with the State as to how the funds are spent.  CM Schwindamann moved to approve the consent agenda.  CM Shipman seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.  The Consent Agenda consisted of the following.
· Investment of Idle Funds.
· North Central Regional Planning Commission, $500.

· Fast Draw Funds Request, $500.

· Tourism Funds-800 phone line, $20.67.

· Tourism Funds-$6,000 ($1,500 quarterly installments).

· Utility Bills-Tourism, $2,000 ($1,000 now/$1,000 August).

STAFF REPORTS:

CITY ADMINISTRATOR:

1. ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT MEETING.  Reported that he and CM Peschel met with Economic Developers George and Juanita McCune and County Commissioner Mick Keating to discuss the possibility of a joint effort in regards to Economic Development.  The first step of the joint effort is to establish a Steering Committee, which will consist of two Councilmembers and the Mayor.  The Committee will establish by-laws and will be a 501c3 organization.  The County voted unanimously to move forward with establishing a Steering Committee.  Council addressed concerns in regards to other cities within the county being notified, and this looking like a Marysville City project.  CM Phillipi made a motion to move forward with the Steering Committee.  CM Shipman seconded.  Motion carried by 6-1 voice vote, with CM Price voting no.  Consensus was CM Peschel, CM Schwindamann and Mayor Krug will participate.
2. AIRPORT IMPROVEMENTS.  The kickoff meeting for the airport has been rescheduled for January 26th.  Heather Olson, Olsson Associates has been in contact with Ebert Construction and the FAA about resolving the problem with the concrete that was poured on the south turnaround.  Ebert has chosen not to replace the concrete and therefore will not be paid for that bid item.  No change order is necessary. 
CITY CLERK:
1. LIFE INSURANCE RENEWAL.  The rate for the life insurance policy with Advance Insurance is staying the same at .22/$1,000 of coverage.  This insurance for full time employees is paid 100% by the City.  CM Schwindamann moved, CM Shipman seconded to approve renewal of the policy from April 1, 2010 through April 1, 2011.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
2. GRAVE OPENINGS-B&W ELECTRIC.  The cost for grave openings will increase from $200 to $225.  CM Shipman moved, CM Throm seconded to approve the increase and the agreement with B&W Electric for grave openings.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
3. TRAINING REQUEST, SHELLY POLSON.  A one day seminar on Payroll Law will be held in Topeka on March 25th.  Registration cost is $199.  A mileage fee will also be required.  CC Price asked that Shelly Polson be approved to attend the seminar.  CM Schwindamann moved, CM Throm seconded to approve the request.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
4. FIREWORKS.  Asked for feedback on a fireworks display for this year.  CM Price asked that the Travel and Tourism Committee inquire about donations.  CA Shain said we are one of the only cities that pay for fireworks from tourism funds.
STANDING COMMITTEE REPORTS:

STREET:
1. POT HOLE PATCH MACHINE.  CA Shain reported the machine for patching pot holes is being picked up from Tribune, Kansas tomorrow.  Two employees will be driving to Tribune and schedules have been adjusted as not to accumulate overtime.
2. HOSPITAL STREETS.  Mayor Krug inquired about the muddy roads at the hospital due to the construction.  CM Phillips said it is better since the hospital swept.
WATER & WASTEWATER:
1. OLD SEWER CAMERA.  CM Schwindamann asked if the City of Lyons has picked up the old sewer camera.  He said we could drop the camera off to them on the way to Tribune, Kansas.
2. SEWER LINE UNDER HOSPITAL.  CM Schwindamann inquired if any plans have taken place in regards to the sewer line for the hospital.  CA Shain said he will follow up.  
POLICE AND FIRE:
1. PROMOTION, JERRY BIRDSLEY.  Police Chief Ackerman asked to promote Jerry Birdsley from Corporal to Sergeant to assist when he is not available.    This includes an increase in wage of .08 per hour.  CM Price moved to approve the promotion and wage increase.  CM Phillipi seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
2. HIRING PART TIME OFFICER, JOE LIENEMANN.  Police Chief Ackerman requested to hire Joe Lienemann as a part time officer at $10.92 per hour.  He will work approximately 40-50 hours per year as a range master.  He is certified.  Council discussed the future of the firing range.  CM Phillipi asked about hiring Joe as contract employee.  PC Ackerman said the State (KLTC) only recognizes full or part time officers.  He said if Joe is working more than 40-50 hours per year he will report back to the council.  CM Price moved, CM Phillipi seconded to approve hiring Joe Lienemann as a part time officer at $10.92 per hour.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
3. POLICE TRUCK.  Police Chief Ackerman reported the last of the Ford trucks is due to roll out to one of the other City Departments.  This truck that has had numerous repairs, including eight coil packs.  Consensus is to trade the truck in, and seek bids as in the past for a new truck.
NEW BUSINESS:
1.   DON BALLMAN, EXTENSION OF LEASE AGREEMENT (AIRPORT HAY GROUND).  CC Price reported Don Ballman being interested in extending his agreement for Airport Hay Ground.  Since the Airport is under construction we are not seeking bids this year.  CM Throm moved, CM Phillipi seconded to approve the extension.  Motion carried unanimously.  
CITY ATTORNEY:

EXECUTIVE SESSION.  At 8:15 p.m., CM Throm moved to meet in executive session with CA Shain as requested by CA McNish for five (15) minutes to discuss litigation.  A five (5) minute break will be taken prior to executive session.  CM Shipman seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.  At 8:35 p.m., council reconvened.  CA McNish reported council met in executive session including CA Shain to discuss litigation.  During that time no decisions or action was taken.  Council is returning back to open session.  
APPROPRIATIONS ORDINANCE NO. 3471

1.   Claims against the fund of the city were submitted for council consideration as follows:  General Fund, $98,090.55; Water Revenue Fund, $65,053.52; Sewage Revenue, $41,561.27; Street & Highway, $10,056.00; Library Revolving, $5,607.06; Library, $94,822.24; Library Employee Benefit, $12,695.92; Koester Block Maintenance, $1,127.17; Employee Benefit, $21,251.79; Transient Guest Tax, $52.91; and Sales Tax Improvements, $30,790.68; making a total of $381,109.11.
2.   An Appropriations Ordinance was introduced and considered to honor claims against the funds of the City as audited by the Finance Committee.  CM Throm moved, CM Phillipi seconded to approve the Appropriations Ordinance.  Motion carried by 7-0 roll call vote.  CC Price assigned the Ordinance No. 3471.
ROUNDTABLE DISCUSSION:

1.  11TH STREET CONCRETE.  CM Throm inquired about the concrete on 11th Street deteriorating.  PWD Mueller said he met with KDOT to try to get some ideas.  There may be an ameba enzyme or bacteria eating the chemicals out of the concrete, causing the deterioration.  This is not a confined area, it is happening to numerous areas around the city.
2.  MARYSVILLE ADVOCATE, UPDATE OPEN MEETINGS.  A reminder about open meetings was distributed by the Marysville Advocate.
3.  AIRPORT MEETING.  CA Shain again reminded everyone of the Airport meeting tomorrow at 9:30 a.m.

4.  TRAVEL AND TOURISM FUNDS.  Mayor Krug asked if funds are being requested from the Travel and Tourism Committee, they make the requests in person.
5.  ANNUAL LEAGUE CONFERENCE/KRWA CONFERENCE.  CC Price informed those who wish to attend the Annual League of Kansas Municipalities event held October 9th-12th in Overland Park let her know so hotel rooms can be reserved.  Also the Kansas Rural Water Conference will be held at the end of March.

6.  SIGNAL LIGHTS.  CM Schwindamann commented on how bright the LED traffic signals are now.

7.  GRANT FOR FIRE STATION.  CM Schwindamann inquired if an answer was given in regards to the Grant for a Fire Station.  CA Shain reported the information will not be given until September.

8.  SNOW REMOVAL COSTS/FUEL COSTS.  CM Phillipi asked to have the hours and wages for snow removal costs.  CA Shain said he is going to detail that in the monthly report for December.  Council also discussed the fuel costs associated with the new loader.  CM Price said this could have a significant impact on the budget if it is burning that much more fuel.  PWD Mueller said he would look into it.

9.  SWIMMING POOL MANAGER.  CM Phillipi said it is time to hire a Pool Manager for the summer.  CM Price commented about finding out when the school year will begin.  CA Shain said he would follow up.

10. OVERTIME HOURS.  CM Phillipi inquired about overtime hours.  He said we need to start watching expenses.  CM Peschel said he like to see an overtime hours report at the next meeting.
