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Regular Meeting
City Hall, Marysville Kansas, January 26, 2009

Members of the governing body of the City of Marysville were called to order in regular session at 7:00 p.m. on the date and place noted above with Mayor Krug in the chair.
After the Pledge of Allegiance, roll call was answered by the following council members: Ackerman, Schwindamann, Phillips, Throm, Shipman, Peschel and Price.  Absent: O’Neal.  A quorum was present.

Minutes of the January 12th meeting were approved as written after a motion by CM Shipman, second by CM Throm and unanimous voice vote.

VISITORS:

1. GEORGE & JUANITA MCCUNE, HOUSING STUDY.  George McCune, Marshall County Economic Developer, said he needs a solid commitment from the council in regards to housing in the community.  The next step is a housing study which will cost $1,571.50 for Marysville.  The study would determine a five year housing need, and demand potential provided by Hanna-Keelan Associates.  CM Price moved to pay for the study from the Industrial Fund in the amount of $1,571.50; contingent upon getting financing from all other entities within the County.  CM Peschel seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
2. CABLE TELEVISION, BLUE VALLEY TELE-COMMUNICATIONS.  Dennis Doyle and Angie Armstrong provided information on the new line up for their cable television acquired from Charter Communications.  They answered detailed questions from the council in regards to costs, channels, boxes, digital vs. high definition, movie channels and more.  All customers who currently have basic service will be grandfathered in for basic service with Blue Valley.  Angie encouraged customers who have questions to bring their current billing to Blue Valley for assistance.
CONSENT AGENDA.  The Consent Agenda was presented for consideration.  CA Shain said the Change Order and Pay Request for the 10th Street Waterline Project need to be removed for corrections.  They will be brought back to the next meeting.  CM Throm moved, CM Shipman seconded, to approve the Consent Agenda.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.  The Consent Agenda consisted of the following:

· Investment of Idle Funds ($1,300,000.  for 91 days).
CA Shain asked the Mayor to change the order of business, and proceed to Standing Committee Reports.
STANDING COMMITTEE REPORTS:

WATER & WASTEWATER TREATMENT:

1. WATER TOWER/WELLS PROJECT.  CM Schwindamann inquired on the Water Tower Project with easements and final design.  CA Shain advised the final easement came today, and he called Ben Day, (Olsson Associates), to ask that he submit the plans and specs to KDHE for approval.  Once that is approved (30 days), then there are 30 days to advertise for bids.

POLICE & FIRE:

1. RESIGNATION OF POLICE OFFICER II, DAVID OHLDE.  A letter of resignation was received from David Ohlde effective February 15, 2009.  CM Price moved, CM Throm second to accept the resignation.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
2. EXTENDED WARRANTY FOR TASERS.  Chief Ackerman submitted a request for a four year extended warranty on ten taser guns purchased just over a year ago.  The cost of the tasers was $800. each.  The warranty is $184.95 each, or a total of $1,849.50 plus shipping.  The warranty coverage is 100 percent of the weapon, no questions asked.  CM Price moved, CM Throm seconded to approve the purchase of the four year extended warranty in the amount of $1,849.50 plus shipping.  Motion carried unanimously.
ADMINISTRATION & FINANCE:
1. SALARY & WAGE ADJUSTMENT 2009.  CM Peschel said the Administration/Finance Committee was advised to re-evaluate their decision on employee wages for 2009.  The conclusion from the Committee is to give $.20 across the board being retro-active to December 28, 2008.  CM Price questioned the percentage amount for Marysville Sport and Recreation.  CM Phillips said she feels they should be handled separately.  CM Ackerman stated he would like to wait and see what the State/Federal Government is going to do.  He said this $.20 increase is not fair; employees at the bottom end get more of an increase than salaried employees.  CA Shain advised the council that including overtime, $1,438,968.  was spent in salaries last year.  CM Schwindamann discussed the impact of the State possibly taking away the liquor and gas tax which would be approximately $35,000.  CM Peschel said he is not opposed re-visiting the issue at a later date.  Mayor Krug recommends revisiting this issue in ninety (90) days, giving employees a 5% increase.  He asked that all employees in all departments including the council look closely at the budget and find out where money can be saved, and not penalize employees.  CM Price mentioned the Harris Cola.  After more discussion in regards to percentage vs. hourly increases and retro-pay, CM Shipman moved to approve the Committee’s recommendation/Wage Determination of $.20 across the board retro-active to December 28, 2008; with this item to be re-visited in ninety (90) days.  CM Schwindamann seconded.  Motion carried by 6-1 voice vote, with CM Ackerman opposed. 
NEW BUSINESS:

1. ORDINANCE NO. 1744, RE-ZONING A TRACT OF LAND (LANDOLL).  An ordinance was presented to the council as follows: “AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE COMPREHENSIVE PLAN AND THE UNIFIED LAND DEVELOPMENT CODE BY REZONING A TRACT OF LAND DESCRIBED IN SECTION 1 HEREIN FROM S-R, (SUBURBAN RESIDENTIAL) TO I-2 (GENERAL INDUSTRIAL DISTRICT) WITHIN THE ZONING LIMITS OF THE CITY OF MARYSVILLE, KANSAS.”  CM Phillips questioned the barrier of trees/lights in the area.  CM Schwindamann moved, CM Throm seconded to approve ordinance no. 1744.  Motion carried by 7-0 roll call vote.
2. EXTENDED SERVICE WARRANTY, MICRO-COMM.  The existing service warranty on the Micro-Comm equipment for the wells and pump station has expired.  Micro-Comm has provided a renewal agreement under the same terms and conditions as previous warranties.  The warranty covers the M-2000 units at wells #9 and #11 as well as pump stations #1, 2 & 3.  The new equipment at well #10, pump stations #4 and 5 and the SCADA are covered under a five (5) year warranty until 10/31/12.  CM Schwindamann moved, CM Throm seconded to approve the warranty with Micro-Comm in the amount of $1,500; asking to see if Micro-Comm will extend all equipment until 2012.   Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
STAFF REPORTS:
CITY ADMINISTRATOR:

1. FAA TAXIWAY, BIDDING PHASE SERVICES.  Attached is a proposed contract from Olsson Associates for bidding services for the airport taxiway project.  The fee is $7,500. for these services.  This is a grant eligible cost, so the city share is $375. after receiving FAA reimbursement through the future grant that will cover the grading for the taxiway.  CM Price moved to approve the bidding services and authorize the Mayor to sign the documents.  CM Throm seconded.  Motion carried by 6-1 voice vote, with CM Schwindamann opposed.
2. FAA AIRPORT CAPITAL IMPROVEMENTS PROGRAM (AICP).  February 2nd is the deadline to submit projects for the ACIP Program to the FAA.  Olsson has provided three changes to the program and they are attached for review and consideration.  Priority #2, for FFY 2011 is a Runway and Turnaround Surface Treatment with crack sealing and slurry seal; Priority #3 for FFY 2011 is a Connector Taxiway Surface Treatment with crack sealing and slurry seal; and Priority #4 for FFY 2011 is an Apron Surface Treatment with crack sealing and slurry seal.  CM Ackerman moved, CM Throm seconded to authorize submission of the three amendments to the ACIP Program.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
3. KLINK PROJECT.  The project is proposed for bid opening at 1:00 p.m. on Tuesday at City Hall in the public room.  Rick said he has received information in regards to thermoplastic vs. paint from John Cashatt (Schwab Eaton).  It appears that adding the thermoplastic would only add about $5,000. to the project.  This would not include parking stalls, only channelization.  The new estimate for total project costs is $915,799.20.  Council discussed the benefits to the thermoplastic vs. paint.  CM Schwindamann asked for an e-mail of the bids.
CITY ATTORNEY:
EXECUTIVE SESSION.  City Attorney McNish requested to meet in executive session for ten (10) minutes to discuss potential litigation, and property acquisition to include CA Shain.  CM Schwindamann moved, CM Ackerman seconded to recess to executive session at 8:10 p.m., as requested by the City Attorney.  A five (5) minute break will precede the session.  At 8:25 p.m., council reconvened.  City Attorney McNish reported meeting with council to discuss potential litigation and property acquisition which was subject to Attorney/Client Privilege.  During that time, no biding decisions were made and council has now returned to open session.

APPROPRIATIONS ORDINANCE NO. 3446

1. Claims against the funds of the city were submitted for council consideration as follows:  General, $49,913.54; Water Revenue, $33,601.58; Sewage Revenue, $37,887.74; Special Improvements, $7,000; Library Revolving, $5,331.26; Library, $95,972.61; Library Employee Benefits, $17,834.17; Koester Block Maintenance, $718,24; Employee Benefit, $36,553.55; Transient Guest Tax, $15.03; and Sales Tax Improvements, $77,622; making a total of $362,449.72.

2. An appropriations ordinance was introduced and considered to honor claims against the funds of the city as audited by the Finance Committee.  CM Throm moved, CM Shipman seconded to approve the Appropriations Ordinance.  Motion carried by 7-0 roll call vote.  City Clerk Price assigned the Ordinance No. 3446.

ROUNDTABLE DISCUSSION:

1. 7TH STREET SIDEWALK PROJECT.  CM Throm said he has spoken with PWD Mueller in regards to the project on the 7th Street sidewalks which is nearly complete.  Tiemann Construction has been doing the work, and there are four handicap accessible ADA sidewalks in which the grading is questionable.  CM Throm asked that this be looked at before this project has been signed off.  CA Shain said he and PWD Mueller have spoken with Tony Duever, Cohorst Engineering in regards to the situation.
2. HELVERING PARKING LOT.  CM Shipman said the parking stalls need to be re-painted in the parking lot behind the Helvering Center.  He asked this be put on the “to do list.”
3. CITY HALL DAYS.  CA Shain advised City Hall Days at the Capital will be held on Wednesday.  He asked if anyone had interest in attending; there was no response.
4. 13TH STREET AND ANN.  Mayor Krug asked if 13th Street and Ann would be replaced back to concrete.  There have been sewer repairs made in the area.
There being no further business, at 8:30 p.m., CM Ackerman moved to adjourn.  CM Throm seconded.  Motion carried by 6-1 voice vote, with CM Shipman opposed.
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
