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Regular Meeting

City Hall, Marysville, Kansas February 23, 2009

Members of the governing body of the City of Marysville were called to order in regular session at 7:00 p.m. on the date and place noted above with Mayor Krug in the chair.

After the Pledge of Allegiance, roll call was answered by the following council members:  Ackerman, O’Neal, Schwindamann, Shipman, Peschel and Price.  Absent: Phillips and Throm.  A quorum was present.   
Minutes of the February 9th meeting were approved as written after a motion by CM Schwindamann, second by CM Shipman and unanimous voice vote.
Police Chief Ackerman introduced our new Police Officer II, Dan Harlan who started employment on February 16th.  Council wished him luck, and welcomed him with applause.

VISITORS:

1. PAT ELLENBECKER, STOP SIGN REQUEST.  Mr. Ellenbecker could not attend; CM O’Neal spoke on his behalf.  Pat is the Legislative and Safety Representative for Union Pacific Railroad.  CM O’Neal said he has requested to make Second Street a through street due to the increased amount of traffic with the new Railroad Depot.  For safety measures, he would like to have stop signs placed on the adjacent streets.  Mrs. Stohs stood from the audience and said she disagrees with the stop sign request.  She spoke of the high rate of speeds and a personal experience on December 26th.  She feels we need to have a four way stop on every block in the area.  Mrs. Perez also lives in the area, and commented on the need for a four way stop, as well as the increase in traffic and noise.  Council discussed several options, with CM Price suggesting opening up North Street.  At this time, the Railroad owns that portion of the street.  CA Shain said the Railroad is in the process of reviewing exactly how much land they need in the area.  This discussion also included Police Chief Ackerman and Citizen Betty Bell.  Council consensus is to place the speed trailer in the area, and get a traffic count to study this before taking action.
2. ORDINANCE NO. 1745, STREET IMPROVEMENTS (KLINK).    An ordinance was presented as follows:  “AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF MARYSVILLE, KANSAS, AUTHORIZING THE CITY TO MAKE CERTAIN STREET IMPROVEMENTS; AUTHORIZING THE CITY TO ISSUE GENERAL OBLIGATION BONDS TO PAY COSTS OF THE IMPROVEMENTS”.  City Financial Advisor, Rick Enz discussed this ordinance with the council.  The project cost is $938,000. of which the City is funding $68,000. cash.  Temporary notes will be issued in the amount of $870,000. to fund the remainder.  CM Schwindamann moved to approve ordinance no. 1745, CM Shipman seconded.  Motion carried by 6-0 roll call vote.
3. RESOLUTION 2009-02, SALE OF TEMPORARY NOTES.  A Resolution was presented as follows:  “A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF MARYSVILLE, KANSAS, AUTHORIZING AND PROVIDING FOR THE PUBLIC SALE OF THE CITY’S TEMPORARY NOTES, SERIES 2009, IN A TOTAL PRINCIPAL AMOUNT OF APPROXIMATELY $870,000.”  CM Ackerman moved, CM Peschel seconded to approve resolution 2009-02 changing the sale time to 4:00 p.m.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
CONSENT AGENDA:  The Consent Agenda was presented for consideration.  CM O’Neal moved, CM Schwindamann seconded, to approve the Consent Agenda.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.  The Consent Agenda consisted of the following:
· Pay Estimate #4-10th Street Waterline Project, $10,798.15.

· KLINK Project Contract-Hall Brothers, $761,377.17.

· Pony Plaza Site Improvements-Goodman Construction, $69,117.

STAFF REPORTS:

CITY ADMINISTRATOR:

1. FAA.  A recent e-mail from Diane Hofer (Olsson Associates) indicated that the stimulus funding bill has $1.1 million for airports and they would be 100% FAA funded.  She suggested the FAA be advised we would like to include the taxiway paving on the list because then it could be added to the grading plans.  Rick said due to time constraints, this is no longer an option.
2. FAA TAXIWAY PROJECT.  Attached is a review letter from the FAA for council information.  They have completed a 90% review of the plans and specifications.  Rick will be working with Olsson Associates on the response to the FAA.
3. KDOT AND TE FUNDING (11th Terrace/Railbed Rehab).  Reported the stimulus funding also takes in KDOT with their own package for funding.  Rick spoke about submitting a request for funding of the 11th Terrace Extension, which would be estimated at $75,000 for cost design.   CM Price stated the property owners in the area can develop 11th Terrace if they want.  Council consensus is they are not in favor of funding the 11th Terrace Extension.  Rick also said he submitted an application for funding the Railbed Rehabilitation Project.  The total projected costs of the project was $1,148,000. with 67% ($769,160) requested from KDOT and 33% ($378,840) as the local share.  Companion funding for a portion of the project would come from The Sunflower Foundation, who has grants available for bike and pedestrian paths that fund up to $15,000 for the path, plus $5,000. to go toward the bike path through the City Park which may be able to be completed with TE assistance.  There were no objections to proceeding with the application.
4. SWIMMING POOL COMPLIANCE.  Request For Proposals (RFP’s) were sent out soliciting services for evaluating the condition of the pool for compliance with the Baker Act.  Three responses were received.  The first, from Larkin Associates (who built the pool in 1950’s), is $2,800. for the evaluation plus not to exceed $5,000. for designing plans to comply.  JEO is $2,000. for the evaluation, with no design fees specified, and Olsson Associates bidding $500. for the evaluation.  CM Price moved to approve the evaluation with Olsson Associates in the amount of $500.  CM Ackerman seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
5. KDHE SOLICITATION OF PROJECTS.  A letter is attached from KDHE that they are soliciting projects through mid March for stimulus funding, but they have only $19.5 million for projects and over $140 million in requests.  Water line replacement would be a low priority, so the city will not be taking advantage of this.
6. AIRPORT DEMOLITION GRANT.  Reported working on getting things together for the demolition of the house and slab this spring, which Cemetery/Parks Supervisor Richardson is currently hauling debris away.  A reimbursement will be submitted to the FAA as soon as the trash and debris is removed.
7. HALL BROTHERS PROPOSAL.    A written proposal was received from Rob Roudybush, Hall Brothers Construction, where the city would retain 25% of the millings from the KLINK Project, and Hall Brothers would be allowed to keep 75% of the millings and trade crushed concrete in exchange for the millings.  CM Price moved, CM Shipman seconded to approve the proposal.  Motion carried unanimously.
PUBLIC WORKS DIRECTOR:

1. PLANTING OF GRASS AT LAGOONS.  Reported that brome needs to be planted at the city lagoon site.  There is close to 31.5 acres, and not 51.7 as stated in the council packet.  CM Ackerman asked if it could be used as hay ground.  CA Shain advised the County would then put it on the tax rolls.  CM O’Neal moved to plant brome at the city lagoon site with cost not to exceed $1,500.  CM Schwindamann seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
CITY CLERK:
1. HEALTH INSURANCE, BLUE CROSS/BLUE SHIELD.  Advised the council the health insurance rates will be going up approximately 7%.  The plan will stay the same with no changes.  The breakdown for premiums are $354.15 single, $683.66 employee child, $760.49 employee spouse and $1,089.99 family.  The city will pay the single premium and 85% of the other plans, with the employee picking up 15%.  CM Schwindamann moved, CM Peschel seconded to approve the health insurance plan.  
2. ADVANCE INSURANCE, LIFE INSURANCE.  A renewal agreement is attached with the premiums remaining the same for the Advance Life Insurance.  The city pays the entire cost for all full time employees.  CM Schwindamann moved, CM O’Neal seconded to approve the insurance for 2009.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
3. AFTER PROM REQUEST, MARYSVILLE HIGH SCHOOL.  A Request was submitted from Marysville High School After Prom Committee for a donation.  CM Ackerman moved, CM Shipman seconded to approve five single swimming passes.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
4. CONSUMPTION REQUEST, MARSHALL COUNTY ARTS COOPERATIVE.  Wayne Kruse submitted a request for consumption for an art opening to be held at the Art Center on Friday, February 27, 2009.  CM Shipman moved, CM Schwindamann seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.
STANDING COMMITTEE REPORTS:
WATER & WASTEWATER:

1. HIRING OF PART TIME EMPLOYEE, JOSHUA BUTLER.  Supervisor Bargman requested to hire Joshua Butler for Maintenance Worker II, starting at Range 8, $11.00 per hour (due to experience).  Joshua is still currently employed with Union Pacific Railroad, and may need Tuesday and Wednesday’s off.  CM Ackerman moved, CM Peschel seconded to hire Joshua Butler part time, at $11.00 per hour.  Motion carried unanimously.
2. KANSAS RURAL WATER ASSOCIATION ANNUAL TRAINING REQUEST.  A request was submitted to allow Delmar Gross and Kip Huse to attend the KRWA conference in Wichita, Kansas on March 24th-26th.  Registration costs are $120. each plus hotel, mileage and food.  CM Price moved, CM Schwindamann seconded to approve the training request.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
PARKS & RECREATION:

1. LAKEVIEW MASTER PLAN PROPOSALS.  CA Shain spoke about the staff meeting with Olsson Associates in regards to the responses on the concepts for Lakeview Complex.  There was a 25% response rate, with one having negative comments.  There will be future meetings and discussion.
CEMETERY & AIRPORT:

1. CEMETERY STREETS.  CM Ackerman commented on the work done at the cemetery.  He informed the council it does not match the rest of the work.  CA Shain advised he sent a letter to Tiemann Construction and we are still holding a retainage.  He has not heard anything back from them yet.
POLICE & FIRE:

1. NEW FIRE RESCUE TRUCK.  CC Price asked the council for authorization to go out for bids on financing the new fire rescue truck, and also to accept the best bid.  CM Ackerman questioned the final cost, and CC Price explained Jim Boss was out ill, so we did not have a final cost.  Council discussed the accessories already being ordered and in.  CM Schwindamann moved to authorize bids and accept the best bid.  Motion died for lack of a second.  Council consensus was to have a special meeting later in the week to authorize the bidding when final cost of the truck is available.
NEW BUSINESS:

1. INTERNET SERVICE, BLUE VALLEY TELE-COMMUNICATIONS.  CC Price informed the council she obtained a proposal to change all city internets to Blue Valley Tele-Communications.  This will allow for only one billing and will also get the water shop and water plant from AT&T over to Blue Valley.  CM O’Neal moved, CM Schwindamann seconded to approve the proposal from Blue Valley for $199.75 per month which includes internet at the Cemetery, Water Shop, Water Plant, City Hall and the Street Shop.  A $15.00 fee will be added for the monthly modem lease, and one time installation charges at $219.80.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
2. ORDINANCE NO. 1746, KOESTER MUSEUM BOARD.  An ordinance was presented for consideration as follows:  “AN ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTIONS 12-819, 12-820 AND 12-821 OF THE 1987 CODE OF THE CITY OF MARYSVILLE.”  City Attorney McNish briefed council that this establishes how to meet, what constitutes a quorum, and a majority vote.  The Board has had the chance to look at this ordinance and there were no responses to change anything.  CM Schwindamann moved, CM Ackerman seconded to approve ordinance no. 1746.  Motion carried by 6-0 roll call vote. 
EXECUTIVE SESSION.  City Attorney McNish requested to meet in executive session for five (5) minutes with PWD Mueller to discuss personnel matters.  At 8:05 p.m., CM Ackerman moved, CM Schwindamann seconded to recess to executive session as requested by the City Attorney.  Motion carried unanimously.  At 8:10 p.m., council reconvened.  City Attorney McNish advised meeting with council in executive session to discuss personnel matters and during that time no decisions were made.  He did request the presence of CA Shain as well as PWD Mueller.  Council is returning back to open session.
NEW BUSINESS:

1. WATERLINE PROJECT, LANDOLL VENTURES.  CA Shain asked Tony Duever, Cohorst Engineering to speak in regards to the waterline at the new Landoll site.  Tony asked the council for authorization to go out for bids.  CM O’Neal moved to go out to bids pending final approval for the waterline from KDHE.  CM Schwindamann seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
APPROPRIATIONS ORDINANCE NO. 3448
1. Claims against the funds of the city were submitted for council consideration as follows:  General, $45,550.97; Water Revenue, $18,098.98; Sewage Revenue, $40,651.07; Bond & Interest #1A, $157,759.82; Special Improvements, $80,855.86; Industrial, $12.93; Library Revolving, $4,763.44; Koester Block Maintenance, $320.45; Employee Benefit, $10,705.67; Transient Guest Tax, $2,636.50; and Sales Tax Improvements, $27,318.15; making a total of $388,673.84. 
2. An appropriations ordinance was introduced and considered to honor claims against the funds of the city as audited by the Finance Committee.  CM Ackerman moved, CM Shipman seconded to approve the Appropriations Ordinance.  Motion carried by 6-0 roll call vote.  CM City Clerk Price assigned the Ordinance No. 3448.
ROUNDTABLE DISCUSSION:

1. STREET DEPARTMENT TRAINING REQUEST.  PWD Mueller advised a previous training request was submitted for Street Supervisor Nester and Assistant Gundelfinger to attend in Salina.  They were not able to attend as the class filled up to quickly.  A similar training is being offered.  Council consensus was to go ahead with the training.
2. TERMINATION OF MARK KEARN, WATER DEPARTMENT.  CM Ackerman moved, CM Shipman seconded to uphold the termination of Mark Kearn as of February 17th.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
3. WORK SESSION, MARCH 5TH.  CC Price advised the council the work session will be held on March 5th.  She inquired if meals were still going to be served, and if council would like to have input.  Consensus was to continue with meals, and also to move the starting time from 6:00 p.m. to 5:00 p.m.
