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Regular Meeting
City Hall, Marysville Kansas, March 9, 2009

Members of the governing body of the City of Marysville were called to order in regular session at 7:00 p.m. on the date and place noted above with Mayor Krug in the chair.

After the Pledge of Allegiance, roll call was answered by the following council members:  Ackerman, O’Neal, Schwindamann, Phillips, Throm, Shipman, Peschel and Price.  A quorum was present.  
VISITORS:

1. RICK GLOWACKI, TENNIS COURT LIGHTS.  Rick Glowacki provided a Google earth map along with illustrations of lights that are not working at the tennis courts.    In his opinion, the lighting is not adequate for all six courts; however, he is suggesting that the council at minimum fix the lights on the north court.  CA Shain advised some of the lights are not fixable, and we will work toward replacing them with the lights from the country club tennis courts.
2. BETTY BELL, GARDEN CLUB/TREE BOARD UPDATE.  Betty updated the council on a training held in Clyde, Kansas in which she and Norma Hermann attended.  Kim Bomberger, District Forester presented ideas on using Holistic approaches in caring for trees.  She gave handouts for everyone to view.  She also invited those who wanted to attend, to Tree City USA day on March 25th in Manhattan, Kansas.  Betty asked the council for $500. for the Garden Club as has been given in the past.  CM Shipman moved, CM Peschel seconded to approve the request.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
CONSENT AGENDA.  The Consent Agenda was presented for consideration.  CM Throm moved, CM Shipman seconded to approve the Consent Agenda.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.  The Consent Agenda consisted of the following:
· City Clerk’s Report for February showed $42,899.47 collected in receipts with a like amount being deposited with the City Treasurer.

· Municipal Judge’s Report for February showed $5,355.00 being deposited with the City Treasurer and $254.00 being forwarded to the State Treasurer for Judicial Branch Education, court costs and law enforcement training.

· Revenue/Expenditure Budget Reports through February 2008 showed unadjusted accumulated revenues in the General Fund of $1,286,363 or 54% of budget; Water Revenue Fund, $394,812 or 17% of budget; and Sewer Revenue Fund, $597,829 or 51% of budget.  Unadjusted statement of expenditures in the General Fund totaled $205,875 or 9% of budget; Water Revenue Fund, $62,857 or 3% of budget; and Sewage Revenue Fund, $93,719 or 9% of budget.
· Convention and Tourism request for funding the Kansas Fast Draw Association awards and prizes in the amount of $500.00.
· Three Easement Dedications: Dave Lyhane, Pony Express Self Storage (along his frontage), Don Landoll, Landoll Ventures (east of and adjacent to Pony Express Self Storage); and Landoll Ventures (east side of the property adjacent to Orscheln’s).

STAFF REPORTS:

CITY ADMINISTRATOR:

1. BUDGET SPREADSHEETS.  Informed the council that year to date expenses in the General Fund are lower than they were last year by a difference of $94,023.  Year to date revenues are $654,154 in the General Fund.  The Water Revenue Fund finished with a positive cash flow for the month of February with revenues of $112,209 and expenses of $71,861.  The Sewer Revenue Fund also finished with positive cash flow with revenues at $55,817 and expenses of $54,605.
2. SALES TAX UPDATE.  Advised that sales tax receipts year to date are down by $24,784 from last year.  January 2009 was higher than January of 2008; the big drop came in February.  The budgeted figure for 2009 is $855,000; which is an average of $71,250 monthly.
3. AIRPORT TAXIWAY PROJECT.  The final set of plans has been submitted to the FAA for review.  Olsson’s advised the FAA that our intent is to advertise on April 2nd and open bids on April 21st.  The final engineer’s estimate was also provided by Heather at Olsson’s and it is higher than the last estimate of $580,432 due to the realignment of the water line that serves the Country Club.  
4. WATER TOWER PROJECT.  Ben Day, Olsson Associates, sent an e-mail Thursday afternoon that KDHE should finish with their review the week of March 9th.  Rick said he told Ben he would like to stay on the same schedule as the airport project. 
5. LANDOLL WATER LINE.  KDHE has finished their review and approved the plans for the relocation of the waterline for Landoll’s.  The plans will be advertised for several weeks in the paper and other trade journals and bids will be opened on April 8th.  
PUBLIC WORKS DIRECTOR:

1. ANNUAL SAFETY INSPECTION.  Reported on the results of the annual IMA safety inspection.  Jim said he is working to increase the scoring, and he gave a breakdown of how the information is scored.  One item spoke about the door at the Sheriff’s Office.  Jim clarified and said it is a door at the Police Department.
CITY CLERK:

1. CONSUMPTION REQUEST, MAX SEARCEY.  An application for consumption was submitted by Max Searcey for an annual stockholders meeting.  The application does not specifically say the event is to be held at the Art Center on March 18th.  CM Schwindamann moved, CM O’Neal seconded to approve the request.  Motion carried by 7-1 voice vote, CM Ackerman opposed.
STANDING COMMITTEE REPORTS:

WATER & WASTEWATER:
1. WALNUT STREET UPDATE.  CM Schwindamann asked about dirt work to finish the Walnut Street Project.  PWD Mueller advised this is still pending.
2. ANNUAL WATER REPORT (LOSS).  CM Schwindamann requested to have a copy of the water loss report to compare with previous years.
POLICE AND FIRE:

1. SCUBA GEAR.  Police Chief Ackerman informed the council about the need for scuba equipment for the Dive Team.  He is requesting two Dive Packages at a cost of $1,371. each and two Dive Packages without BCD-with Alternate Air for $885. each.  He also said he would like re-certification for 10 divers at $45. each and complete scuba certification for five divers at $400. each.  CM Ackerman moved, CM Peschel seconded to approve the purchase request not to exceed $7,000. with half being paid from the Police Department’s  Budget and half from the Fire Department.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
NEW BUSINESS:

1. SURPLUS ITEMS.  Lists are attached with surplus items from each department, carried over from the March 5th work session.  Items not on the original list include the case trencher and the one ton truck chassis in the Water Department.  The Police Department also has two seized vehicles up for surplus.  The proceeds for those vehicles will go to the Special Law Enforcement Fund.  Council discussed surplus of the Motor grader.  Mayor Krug said he would be in contact with Purple Wave.  CM Schwindamann moved, CM Ackerman seconded to approve the items as surplus.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
2. WATER/SEWER DUMP TRUCK.  Supervisor Kent Bargman included a request to purchase a 1994 Chevy one ton truck from Don’s Used Cars in the amount of $3,800.  The truck is a 6.5L Diesel, 5 speed 4x4 with 95,266 miles.  This will replace a 1979 one ton.  Kent said he also checked with Mid America truck in Belleville, and they had nothing comparable.  CM Schwindamann moved, CM Shipman seconded to approve the truck purchase from Don’s Used Cars in the amount of $3,800.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
3. POOL MANAGER POSITION.  CC Price included a draft of a job description for the pool manager, and is requesting to advertise the position in the newspaper.  After discussion on how many managers and lifeguards are required, and closing the pool when school starts, CM Throm moved, CM Shipman seconded to approve the request for advertising.  Motion carried unanimously.
4. DUMP OPENING DATE.  A number of calls have been taken at City Hall inquiring about the opening of the city dump.  Council previously decided not to open until March 28th.  CM Price commented on obtaining a history of the patterns of traffic, and he also mentioned making both the Dump Caretaker and the future Gardener positions worth having.  Council consensus was to leave the dump site closed until March 28th.
CITY ATTORNEY:

1. CODE REVIEW, ADMINISTRATION SECTION.  Asked that council review the new code book in particular the section on hiring/firing of employees.  He asked that they provide him with feedback.  CA McNish talked about the procedures being “open ended” and said this is a good time to review and clarify the code if needed. 
EXECUTIVE SESSION x2.  City Attorney McNish requested a meeting in executive session for thirty (30) minutes to discuss personnel matters in which he would like Police Chief Ackerman and CA Shain to attend.  At 7:58 p.m., CM Price moved to recess to executive session as requested by the City Attorney after a five (5) minute break.  CM Shipman seconded; motion carried unanimously.  At 8:32 p.m. council reconvened.  City Attorney McNish reported that council had met with their attorney in executive session to discuss personnel matters and he would like an additional thirty (30) minutes to again include Police Chief Ackerman and CA Shain.  At 8:33 p.m., CM Price moved, CM Throm seconded to recess to executive session as requested by the City Attorney.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.  At 9:03 p.m., council reconvened.  City Attorney McNish advised the council met in executive sessions to discuss personnel matters.  During that time, no decision were made, and council is now back in open session.

APPROPRIATIONS ORDINANCE NO. 3449

1. Claims against the funds of the city were submitted for council consideration as follows:  General Fund, $112,302.39; Water Revenue, $12,827.99; Sewage Revenue, $12,749.07; Special Improvement, $9,000.00; Water Deposits, $560.00; Fire Equipment Reserve, $6,055.00; Library Revolving, $3,725.50; Koester Block Maintenance, $1,396.86; Employee Benefit, $13,075.00; Transient Guest Tax, $2,001.29; and Sales Tax Improvements, $522.94 making a total of $174,216.04.
2. An Appropriations Ordinance was introduced and considered to honor claims against the funds of the city as audited by the Finance Committee.  CM Throm moved, CM Shipman seconded to approve the Appropriations Ordinance.  Motion carried by 8-0 roll call vote.  CC Price assigned the ordinance no. 3449.

ROUNDTABLE DISCUSSION:

1. GARDNER POSITION.  CM Price inquired about the part-time Gardner Position.  He said we need to have a job description, and need to determine if this is an able bodied job.  He asked to get something together for the next meeting.  CM Price also spoke about getting the historical data on the city dump site.  CA Shain made a note.
2. STREET SWEEPER.   CM Throm commented on having the sweeper out, he said it really brightened up the streets and made them look nice.
There being no further business, at 9:04 p.m. a motion was made by CM Ackerman to adjourn.  CM O’Neal seconded, and motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
