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 Regular Meeting
City Hall, Marysville Kansas-March 22, 2010
Members of the Governing Body of the City of Marysville were called to order in regular session at 7:00 p.m. on the date and place noted above with Mayor Krug in the chair.
After the Pledge of Allegiance, roll call was answered by the following council members:  Cohorst, Phillipi, Schwindamann, Phillips, Throm, Shipman, and Price.  Absent: Peschel.  A quorum was present.

Minutes of the March 8th meeting were approved as written after a motion by CM Throm, second by CM Shipman and unanimous voice vote.
VISITORS:

1. GERRI VOPATA, BIG BROTHERS PARKING SPACE.  Gerri informed the council for the last two years there has been a designated parking space/curb (12th and Spring Street) painted for the Big Brothers Big Sisters Program.  The Program has drawings and coordinates with the High School about who parks in the space.  She said until now, she didn’t see the need to get approval for that.  Council asked if there are designated times or signs in the area.  Gerri said she coordinates everything with the High School.  CM Throm moved, CM Shipman seconded to approve the request for the parking space, not issuing tickets for citizens outside of the program parking in the space.  Motion carried by 6-1 voice vote.  CM Price voted no.  
2. LIZ DOLL, CONVENTION AND TOURISM FUNDS.  Liz gave information in regards to two payment requests from the Convention and Tourism Committee.  The first is for the Pony Express Rug Hookers for rent and advertisement in the amount of $150.00.  The second request is for promotion and advertisement in the Historic Marysville Tabloid in the amount of $161.00.  CM Throm moved, CM Shipman seconded to approve both requests.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.  
CONSENT AGENDA. The Consent Agenda was presented for consideration.  CM Schwindamann moved to approve the Consent Agenda.  CM Phillipi seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.  The Consent Agenda consisted of the following:

· Airport Hangar Leases for 2010.  The cost is $189.00 per plane space.  The list is as follows:  Ralph Ketter, Single Space; Roland Dilley, Single Space; Dr. Donald Argo, Single Space; Donald Landoll, Three Spaces; Landoll Corporation, Single Space; Edward Wiegers, Three Spaces and Gary Howland, Single Space.
· Payment Request-Olsson Associates (Airport Grading), in the amount of $984.38.
· Payment Request-Olsson Associates (Airport Paving Project), in the amount of $20,925.00.

· Payment Request-Olsson Associates (Tower/Well), in the amount of $3,662.68.

· Airline Marketing Agreement for 2010 in the amount of $1,080.00.
STAFF REPORTS:

CITY ADMINISTRATOR:

1. TAX CREDITS.  Reported receiving an offer for purchasing two remaining tax credits certificates.  The offer is for 87%, which totals $13,469.14 for the Koester Block Fund.  CM Phillipi moved, CM Throm seconded to approve the sale of the tax credits.  Motion carried unanimously.
2. AIRPORT TAXIWAY (PAVING) PROJECT.  Advised the council that Heather, Olsson Associates said we need to begin the negotiations on the Construction Engineering Contract for the Paving Project.  A copy of the proposed agreement is attached and does not require any action at this time.  Based on a fee proposal cost of $173,122 for all three phases, the city portion would be $8,655.60.  The FAA is requiring an independent fee analysis from a firm qualified.  Rick said he contacted two of them.  Documents were sent to Mr. Large, Lincoln for review.  His cost is $85/hour, and he estimates it will take two to four hours to complete the analysis.   
3. TE PROJECT REVIEW.  Informed the council that KDOT staff will be here on April 12th to review the TE Projects that were submitted.
PUBLIC WORKS DIRECTOR:

1. TRAINING REQUEST, STREET DEPARTMENT X4.  A Kansas LTAP Training workshop will be held on April 8th in Manhattan, Kansas.  The workshop is titled Basic Surveying for Kansas Foremen.  PWD Mueller asked that Street Supervisor Nester, Assistant Supervisor Gundelfinger, Sam Kracht and Brian Guenther be approved to attend.  Registration cost is $65 per person.  CM Price moved, CM Schwindamann seconded to approve the training request.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.  
CITY CLERK:
1. PONY EXPRESS CELEBRATION (150TH) STREET CLOSING/WELCOME FLAGS.  A written request was submitted by Jen Sedlacek, President of the Chamber of Commerce to block 8th Street from Broadway to Elm on Monday, June 21st from 2:00 p.m. to 10:00 p.m. for the 150th Pony Express Celebration.  The request also includes placing the welcome flags downtown from June 18th through June 28th to welcome all of the visitors.  CM Throm moved, CM Cohorst seconded to approve both requests.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.     
2. FIREWORKS DISPLAY.  Reported speaking to Jim Chaulk, Marysville Legion in regards to this year’s firework display.  Jim relayed the Legion Board wanted to wait and see what the city was willing to contribute.  Last year donations were brought to the city in the amount of $2,500.  The city then matched that amount.  CM Phillips said she doesn’t feel taxpayers should pay for this.  CM Price spoke about events bringing people to town.  CM Price moved, CM Schwindamann seconded to fund fireworks in the amount of $2,500 with the Legion seeking donations to match that for a $5,000 display.  Motion carried by 5-2 voice vote.  CM Phillips and CM Phillipi voted no.  Liz Doll, Convention and Tourism talked about the State telling her the purchase of fireworks is not a valid expenditure from the Transient Guest Tax Fund.  This expense will be funded from Special Parks & Recreation.
3. FULL TIME STATUS, STEFANIE INGERSOLL.  The Administration Finance Committee has recommended along with CC Price to move Stefanie Ingersoll, Cashier/Clerk II from part time to full time status.  CM Schwindamann questioned the need for the additional hours, and said he doesn’t feel we need another full time person.  He also talked about budgeting.  Council discussed specific job duties, work ethic and current hours.  CM Phillips moved, CM Phillipi seconded to move Stefanie Ingersoll, Cashier/Clerk II to full time status effective the next pay period.  Motion carried by 4-3 voice vote.  CM Cohorst, CM Schwindamann and CM Shipman voted no.
4. JANITORIAL SERVICES, CITY HALL.  The previous agreement for City Hall janitorial services with D. R. Cleaning Solutions/Dan Rosebaugh will expire on March 31st.  CC Price asked to have the agreement renewed similar to that of the Police Department on a month to month basis.  The cost will stay the same, $75 per visit.  They are cleaning twice weekly.  Cancellation can be made by either party in writing.  CM Cohorst moved, CM Throm seconded to approve the agreement with D. R. Cleaning Solutions.  Motion carried unanimously.
5. CDBG APPLICATIONS WORKSHOP.    The Annual CDBG Workshop is going to be held on April 14th in Salina, Kansas.  Registration cost is $25.  If the council’s intent is to apply for a demolition grant this year, applications must be obtained at this workshop.  CM Price moved, CM Cohorst seconded to approve sending CC Price to the workshop.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.  CM Schwindamann said he would like future discussion about submitting an application, especially in regards to the funding.
6. HEALTH INSURANCE, REIMBURSEMENT OF CO-INSURANCE.  It has been approved to change the effective date of all insurances to July 1st.  Since the city participates in a co-insurance plan for health insurance through Blue Cross Blue Shield (50/50), the co-insurance will begin March 1st and again July 1st.  It is the recommendation from the Administration Finance Committee to reimburse employees out of pocket expenses from March 1st to July 1st up to the co-insurance amounts of $1,500 employee/$3,000 family.  There is no idea how much this will cost.  CM Cohorst moved to approve the recommendation of the Administration/Finance Committee.  CM Phillipi seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
7. MUSEUM CURATOR, JOHN HOWARD.  Requested to hire John Howard as the Koester House Museum Curator, $7.70 per hour.  The Museum is open April through October.  CM Shipman moved, CM Throm seconded to approve the request.  Motion carried unanimously.     
STANDING COMMITTEE REPORTS:

WATER & WASTEWATER:
1. WELL #12 WATER SAMPLES.  CA Shain reported two water samples were collected and per notification received from Olsson Associates, one passed and one didn’t.  The samples were taken from a nearby fire hydrant.  Another sample will be re-submitted.
PARKS & RECREATION:
1. FELDHAUSEN FIELD LIGHTS.  CM Schwindamann asked where we were with the replacement of the Feldhausen Field lights.  CA Shain reported the parts are going to take four to six weeks to get.  Council discussed obtaining insurance funds from the last hail storm.  CC Price advised per Inspector Richardson, cosmetic damage would not be covered since the lights are so high in the air.  Mayor Krug said he would like to visit with the insurance company.  The replacement costs are going to be paid by the city.  When/if any donations or insurance proceeds are received they will be receipted in.
2. LAKEVIEW DRAINAGE PROJECT.  CM Phillips asked if the drainage project was completed.  CA Shain said he thought B&W Electric finished on Friday.
3. HIRING OF SEASONAL EMPLOYEE, DELMO FRAGEL.  A request was submitted by Cemetery Supervisor Richardson to hire back seasonal employee Delmo Fragel at a rate of $9.25 per hour.  CM Throm moved, CM Shipman seconded to approve the request.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
4. KIWANIS EASTER EGG HUNT.  The annual Kiwanis Easter Egg Hunt will be held at the City Park on Saturday, March 27th.  A request was submitted to block the entrances to the park from 11:00 a.m. to 2:00 p.m.  Parks Supervisor Richardson will be responsible for the cones.  CM Throm moved, CM Phillipi seconded to approve the request.  Motion carried unanimously.
CEMETERY & AIRPORT:

1. AIRPORT ADVISORY MEETING.  CA Shain said an Advisory Board Meeting will be held tomorrow, 9:30 a.m. at City Hall.  He said the bid opening may need to be pushed back a week to the end of April.
POLICE & FIRE:

1. AMMUNITION.  Police Chief Ackerman obtained bids for the purchase of gun ammunition.  The bids are for a total of 8,000 rounds.  Bids are as follows:  Natchez Supply, $2,833.34; Cabela’s, $3,265.32; The Hunting Shack, $2,020.59; Simmons Gun Specialties, $3,232.56 and OMB Supply, $3,225.00.  The bid from The Hunting Shack is the lowest; however, the ammunition is on backorder for eight months.  CM Price moved, CM Shipman seconded to purchase the ammunition with Natchez Supply for $2,833.34.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
2. POLICE TRUCK BIDS.  Attached is a bid breakdown for the trade of a 2004 Ford and purchase of a new truck.  Bids all include a five year 100,000 mile warrant and prices are with the trade.  Bids are as follows:  Beatrice Ford, $11,268.00; Boss Motors, $14,800.00; Rick Honeyman Ford, $18,083.00; and Carriage Motors, $19,775.60.  CM Shipman moved, CM Schwindamann seconded to award the bid of the 2010 truck to Boss Motors in the amount of $14,800.00.  Motion carried by 4-3 voice vote.  CM Cohorst, CM Phillips and CM Price voted no.  CM Shipman made comments about keeping the business local.
NEW BUSINESS:

1. INSURANCE RENEWAL, EMC.  CA Shain said a schedule of values was brought over by Gary Adrian, Houtz Insurance, for renewal April 1st.  Discussion came about in regards to insuring some of the property that may not be replaced such as the sod house, red school house, locomotive and others.  A listing including coverage amounts was provided to the council for review.  Council consensus is the values should be reviewed to more clearly reflect the actual replacement costs.  
EXECUTIVE SESSION.  At 7:55 p.m., CM Throm moved to meet in executive session with CA Shain as requested by CA McNish for ten (10) minutes to discuss personnel.  A five (5) minute break will be taken prior to executive session.  CM Shipman seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.  At 8:10 p.m., council reconvened.  CA McNish reported council met in executive session including CA Shain to discuss personnel.  During that time no decisions or action was taken.  Council is returning back to open session.  
APPROPRIATIONS ORDINANCE NO. 3475
1.   Claims against the fund of the city were submitted for council consideration as follows:  General Fund, $53,714.87; Water Revenue Fund, $36,428.22; Sewage Revenue, $43,187.81; Street & Highway, $1,763.75; Bond & Interest, $11,328.75; Water Deposit, $700.00; Industrial, $183.54; Fire Equipment Reserve, $7,765.00; Library Revolving, $5,660.41; Special Law Enforcement, $200.00; Koester Block Maintenance, $40.12; Employee Benefit, $21,616.90; Transient Guest Tax, $130.50; and Sales Tax Improvements, $37,181.79; making a total of $219,901.66.
2.   An Appropriations Ordinance was introduced and considered to honor claims against the funds of the City as audited by the Finance Committee.  CM Throm moved, CM Shipman seconded to approve the Appropriations Ordinance.  Motion carried by 7-0 roll call vote.  CC Price assigned the Ordinance No. 3475.
ROUNDTABLE DISCUSSION:
1. SPRING STREET REPAIRS.  CM Phillips commented how nice the street work was on 13th and Spring Street.  The work was completed over Spring Break, and was re-opened today.
2. GUARDRAIL BILLING.  CM Phillips questioned a cost listed on the Appropriations Ordinance for Engineering Services to the 9th Street guardrail.  She asked if this cost was covered by the individuals insurance that damaged the guardrail.  CA Shain said no.  CM Price commented that having the engineering work complete will help to mitigate damage in the future. 
3. STOP SIGNS.  CM Cohorst commented on the new stop signs.  
APPOINTMENTS & WAGE DETERMINATIONS:
1. KOESTER BLOCK MUSUEM ADVISORY BOARD.  Appointments were attached for the Koester Museum Advisory Board.  Lengthy discussion followed in regards to a resignation letter from Sharon Marx.   CA Shain spoke in detail about the Koester House Foundation and Koester Museum Advisory Board, and said that the two are not working together.  CM Schwindamann asked that a listing of members from each Board be available at the next council meeting.  CM Price moved, CM Phillipi seconded to approve the resignation of Sharon Marx from the Koester House Museum Board.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.  CM Phillipi then moved to table any further appointments until the next council meeting.  CM Throm seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
RECAP & FOLLOW-UP
1. CITY INSPECTOR TRUCK.  CM Price asked to bring something back to the next council meeting in regards to the purchase of a vehicle.  He said there needs to be consideration if a vehicle should be purchased for City Inspector Richardson and David Hammett.  The County purchased a vehicle for $18,000.  Council discussed the current vehicle situation.
There being no further business at 8:37p.m., CM Phillipi moved, CM Schwindamann seconded to adjourn the meeting.  Motion carried by 6-1 voice vote, CM Shipman voted no.
