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Regular Meeting
City Hall, Marysville, Kansas, March 23, 2009

Members of the Governing Body of the City of Marysville were called to order in regular session at 7:00 p.m. on the date and place noted above with Mayor Krug in the chair.

After the Pledge of Allegiance, roll call was answered by the following council members: Ackerman, O’Neal, Phillips, Throm, Shipman, Peschel and Price.  Absent: Schwindamann.  A quorum was present.

Minutes of the meetings February 23rd, Special Meeting February 26th and March 9th were all approved as written after a motion by CM Shipman, second by CM Throm and unanimous voice vote.
VISITORS:

1. RICK ENSZ, SALE OF NOTES.  City Financial Advisor, Rick Ensz addressed the council in regards to the bidding process for the sale of the Temporary Notes for the KLINK Overlay Project.  Five bids were received.  The net interest cost is the way the bids are evaluated.  UMB Bank was the lowest bid at 2.12%.  CM Ackerman moved, CM Throm seconded to approve the low bid with UMB Bank.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
2. RESOLUTION 2009-03, ISSUE OF TEMPORARY NOTES.  A resolution was presented as follows: “A RESOLUTION PROVIDING FOR THE ISSUANCE OF TEMPORARY NOTES OF THE CITY OF MARYSVILLE, KANSAS, IN THE PRINCIPAL AMOUNT OF $870,000, TO PROVIDE FUNDS TO FINANCE COSTS OF STREET IMPROVEMENTS IN THE CITY; AND PROVIDING THE TERMS, DETAILS, FORM AND CONDITIONS OF THE TEMPORARY NOTES.”  Rick Ensz advised the council the closing date is April 8th.  CM Price moved, CM Shipman seconded to adopt Resolution 2009-03.  Motion carried unanimously.
3. JAMES HEDSTROM, CELLULAR PHONES.  CA Shain introduced James Hedstrom with US Cellular who is here as a follow up from discussion at the last work session.  James spoke of an attached proposal for twelve (12) cellular phones.  Nine (9) for Police Department, one (1) for the Water Department, one (1) for the Administrator and one (1) for back up.  Alltel has also submitted a proposal.  The current contract for three (3) police phones and one (1) Administrator phone through Alltel has expired.  James Hedstrom, US Cellular, discussed several different options and costs with the different plans and phones.  CA Shain talked about the quote from Alltel, and said the proposals are comparable.  Council discussed current reimbursement procedures, specific phones, personal calls, service coverage, taxability of the phones, and employees being receptive to this.  CM Price moved to table this issue and see if there is a smarter way to implement it.  He also suggested polling the employees.  CM Peschel seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.
4. CRYSTAL LEIS, OPEN SPACE FENCE.  Crystal Leis would like to install a fence on the open space lot located at 206 S. 5th Street.  She said it will be chain link and driven into the ground four feet with t-posts.  She will also be putting up a swing set.  There are no other lots this will interfere with.  CM Price moved for Mayor Krug to sign a notice giving written permission to erect a fence in the open space lot.  CM Ackerman seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
5. BETTY BELL, TREE BOARD UPDATE.  Betty updated the council on a recent Tree Board meeting and asked the council to work with Main Street and the Marysville Tree Board in replacing the downtown trees one or two at a time to get the entire area uniform.  She said she would like to plant White Crabapples.  Right now there is no clear definition on replacement of the trees and who’s responsible.  Council consensus is to work with the Tree Board and Main Street over the next three, four or five years to accomplish these goals.  Betty then gave council an update on the tree donation from Don Holst.  He will be bringing the 150 Olympic Oaks to Marysville in September.  Betty said the Tree Board discussed placing one hundred (100) of the trees along the Union Pacific Ponding area.  The remaining fifty (50) would be planted in a nursery typesetting around the City dump site and later planted sporadically as needed.  Betty also reminded the council that Tree City USA recognition day will be held on March 25th in Manhattan.
CONSENT AGENDA.  The Consent Agenda was presented for consideration.  CM Throm moved, CM Shipman seconded, to approve the Consent Agenda.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.  The Consent Agenda consisted of the following:
· Investment of Idle Funds (None).

· Convention and Tourism Request for funds Flint Hills Ad $200.

STAFF REPORTS:

CITY ADMINISTRATOR:

1. AIRPORT DEMOLITION.  Gayla Rich, FAA sent a letter of approval for the demolition program documents.  The Advocate will have an advertisement on the 19th for bids.  Bid opening is set for April 7th at 2:00 p.m.  The quantity for the slabs has been measured at 503 yards.  The house is a little more that 1200 sq ft. and is being bid as a lump sum.
2. TRANSPORTATION ENHANCEMENT (TE) APPLICATION/RESOLUTION 2009-04.  KDOT did not send a notification for the final deadline for submitting the TE Application for funding.  Rick said he spoke with Jeff Skelley at KDOT, and he apologized for the oversight and agreed to accept the application if it is received by the 20th.  There is less than a 10% chance for funding.  If funded, the city will be responsible to pay for design engineering fees and any amounts in excess of what they share if the bid exceeds that amount.  The estimated project cost is $1,139,000 (excluding design engineering).  A resolution is attached as follows: “A RESOLUTION DECLARING THE ELIGIBILITY OF THE CITY OF MARYSVILLE TO SUBMIT AN APPLICATION TO THE KANSAS DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION FOR THE USE OF TRANSPORTATION ENHANCEMENT FUNDS SET FORTH BY THE AMERICAN RECOVERY AND REINVESTMENT ACT OF 2009 FOR THE RAILBED REHABILITATION PROJECT IN MARYSVILLE, KANSAS AND AUTHORIZING THE CITY ADMINISTRATOR TO SIGN THE APPLICATION”.  CM O’Neal moved to accept the resolution, CM Peschel seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
3. KLINK PROJECT.  Reported milling for the project will begin on April 6th.  After the milling is complete, there will be no traffic markings on the highway.  A change order could be submitted for approximately $2,500. to $3,000.  CM Price asked what the $40,000. in traffic control was for on the original bid.  Rick said he will check and find out exactly what it is for.  
4. AIRPORT TAXIWAY PROJECT.  Advised a pre-bid conference will be held on April 7th at 9:00 a.m. for bidders on the taxiway project.  Rick said he asked that Olsson Associates delay action on this until April 13th so this and the Water Tower Project could overlap.
5. PONY STATUE UPDATE/SPRINKLERS.  Goodman Construction is proceeding nicely.  A quote was received from Randy Bender to repair the sprinkler system in the amount of $800.-$1,200.  Howe Landscaping was quoting more than $4,000. due to re-zoning of the sprinklers so they will not spray the sidewalks.  Goodman Construction hit part of the sprinkler system; however, Inspector David Richardson and Parks Supervisor Dale Richardson were able to fix it.  Rick said he spoke with Randy about changing the sprinkler heads, so the water does not spray the Murals.  CM Price asked for Rick to submit a letter to Randy that states exactly what is expected and have him sign off on it.  
6. GARDENING POSITION.   Attached is a draft job description for a Gardener.  Rick discussed the hours of this position and not combining it with the Dump Caretaker.  Council also discussed the hours in detail and making this a contractual position.  CM Price moved to accept the job description and advertise for the position.  CM Ackerman seconded. Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
PUBLIC WORKS DIRECTOR:

1. WATER TRUCK EQUIPMENT, MID AMERICA TRUCK.  A quote is attached for equipment on the 1994 Water truck purchased last week.  The quote is from Mid-America Truck in Belleville, KS, in the total amount of $1,272.21 with estimated labor in the amount of $700-$1,000.  After detailed discussion on the hydraulic system, spring and exactly what is needed; CM Price moved to install the hydraulic box from Mid-America Truck, find out if the company will trade the current electric hydraulic and if not, surplus it.  If the springs are not strong enough, get a recommendation on what would be strong enough, and put the springs on ourselves.  CM Throm seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.
2. STREET SWEEPER SCHOOL/PARTS.  Advised the council the street sweeper is in need of repair.  There is a schooling in which the parts are discounted by 22%.  CM Price moved to approve attendance of the school, taking a truck to haul back the parts needed.  CM Throm seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
3. SERVICE/MAINTENANCE OF EQUIPMENT.  Mayor Krug asked PWD Mueller to look at the service manuals and continue to service the equipment accordingly.  He feels that we are replacing/purchasing equipment to frequently.  Council then discussed, in particular, the street sweeper which is five years old.  CM Price asked that the purchase of a new sweeper be addressed at the workshop in June.  
CITY CLERK:
1. WATER USE REPORT 2008.  Per a recommendation from CM Schwindamann a copy of the 2008 Water Use Report is attached.  CC Price explained a 17% loss was showing for this as compared to a 30% from last year.  Some of the numbers were estimated due to a lightning strike in July.  
2. DOG/CAT TAGS.  A disgruntled citizen came in on March 16th for a dog tag and was upset over the $5.00 penalty, because the 15th was a Sunday.  CM Phillips said she was also disgruntled.  She said even the IRS will give you the next day without penalty.  CM Ackerman moved to give citizens until the following business day, and refund the penalty that was charged.  CM O’Neal seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
3. DENTAL INSURANCE RENEWAL.  Dental insurance rates with Blue Cross Blue Shield are going to increase for the 2009 year.  The premium change is approximately $5.00. for each plan.  CM Price moved to approve dental insurance from Blue Cross Blue Shield effective May 1, 2009 through April 30, 2010.  CM Throm seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
4. HIRING OF DELMO FRAGEL, CEMETERY/PARKS DEPARTMENT.  A request was submitted from Cemetery/Parks Supervisor to hire seasonal employee Delmo Fragel.  A wage determination was submitted for $9.15 per hour.  CM Shipman moved, CM Throm seconded to approve the request, along with the wage determination of $9.15 per hour.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
STANDING COMMITTEE REPORTS:

WATER & WASTEWATER:

1. 7TH STREET SEWER LINE PROJECT.  CM Shipman inquired if the sewer was fixed on 7th Street.  CA Shain advised that he spoke with Dan at AHRS Construction in regards to the agreement on what the City would do.  AHRS did not want to knock holes in the sewer and do the inverts, however; Rick told them they needed to.  The City can handle the diversion of sewer flow while repairs are being made.  A final agreement is waiting to be signed by Olson’s. 
NEW BUSINESS:
1. STREET CLOSING, BIG WHEELS ON BROADWAY.  A request was submitted from Charlie Friedrichs to block 7th Street from Broadway to Elm for Big Wheels on Broadway to be held on April 25th from 9:00 a.m. to noon.  CM Ackerman moved, CM O’Neal seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
2. PARK CLOSING, COMMUNITY EASTER EGG HUNT.  Ryan Smith is requesting that the three entrances to the City Park be blocked off at noon on April 4th for the Community Easter Egg Hunt.  CM Ackerman moved, CM Peschel seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.  
3. WALNUT STREET PROJECT, PAY ESTIMATE #2.  Tony Duever addressed the council and asked if they had any questions on the attached pay estimate #2 for the Walnut Street Project.  This does not include ramps or intersections.  CM Throm moved to approve pay estimate #2 to Tiemann Construction in the amount of $15,013.15 after a 10% retainage.  CM Shipman seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
4. WALNUT STREET PROJECT, CHANGE ORDER #1.  CA Shain and Tony Duever addressed the council in regards to a change order for the Walnut Street Project.  After discussion by the council as to the details of the change order and who’s responsible and some mis-communication; CM Price moved to deny the change order for #35 (additional costs for mobilization) and to split the difference in costs with item #33 and #34 (additional labor) and offer $1,330.  If they agree to that, the Mayor has the authority to sign the change order.  CM Throm seconded. Motion carried by unanimously.
EXECUTIVE SESSION.  City Attorney McNish requested a meeting in executive session for ten (10) minutes to discuss personnel to include CA Shain and CC Price.  At 8:25 p.m., CM Peschel moved to recess to executive session with no break.  CM Ackerman seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.  At 8:35 p.m., council reconvened.  CA McNish reported that during executive session council met with their Attorney to discuss personnel matters.  During that time, no binding decisions were reached and council is now back in open session.

CITY ATTORNEY:

1. GRIEVANCE COMMITTEE HEARING/APPOINTMENTS.  CA McNish asked the Mayor with consent of the council appoint three members for an employee grievance hearing.  Mayor Krug asked for CM Shipman, CM Peschel and CM Phillips to be appointed.  He said the Grievance Committee will meet at City Hall tomorrow at 8:00 a.m.  CM Ackerman moved, CM Throm seconded to approve the Mayor’s appointments.  Motion carried by 6-1 voice vote, with CM Shipman in the negative.
APPROPRIATIONS ORDINANCE NO. 3450

1. Claims against the fund of the city were submitted for council consideration as follows:  General Fund, $46,640.22; Water Revenue Fund, $21,049.42; Sewage Revenue, $39,667.55; Bond & Interest, $22,538.75; Special Improvement, $189.00; Library Revolving, $5,622.05; Koester Block Maintenance, $69.55; Employee Benefit, $61,257.16; Transient Guest Tax, $500.60; and Sales Tax Improvements, $27,190.56; making a total of $224,724.86.
2. An Appropriations Ordinance was introduced and considered to honor claims against the funds of the City as audited by the Finance Committee.  CM Throm moved, CM Shipman seconded to approve the Appropriations Ordinance.  Motion carried by 7-0 roll call vote.  CC Price assigned the Ordinance No. 3450.

ROUNDTABLE DISCUSSION:

1. HIRING OF DUMP CARETAKER.  PWD Mueller inquired about hiring Kenny Cooper for seasonal Dump Caretaker for $8.64 hourly, to begin on Saturday, March 28th.  Mayor Krug commented on complaints from citizens due to the dump not being opened.  CM Price moved to hire Kenny Cooper for $8.64 per hour.  CM O’Neal seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.

2. DIERKING PROPERTY/COMMUNICATIONS TOWER.  CM Price inquired about changing the red light on the tower at the Dierking property, and getting a cost on what it will take to transfer all communications for police and fire to that tower.

3. CLEAN UP PROPERTY.  CM Shipman asked about cleaning up the property around Marysville.  CA Shain advised that City Inspector Richardson will be sending nuisance letters and taking violators to court. 

4. DUMP HOURS.  PWD Mueller asked for a consensus on dump hours.  Council discussed CA Shain getting more information on what days and hours the dump is utilized the most and setting the hours accordingly.

WAGE DETERMINATION:

1. JOHN HOWARD, KOESTER MUSEUM CURATOR. CM O’Neal moved, CM Shipman seconded to approve the hiring of John Howard as Museum Curator, $7.60 per hour.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
There being no further business, at 8:50 p.m. a motion was made by CM O’Neal, seconded by CM Peschel to adjourn.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
