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 Regular Meeting
City Hall, Marysville Kansas-April 26, 2010
Members of the Governing Body of the City of Marysville were called to order in regular session at 7:00 p.m. on the date and place noted above with Mayor Krug in the chair.
After the Pledge of Allegiance, roll call was answered by the following council members:  Cohorst, Phillipi, Schwindamann, Phillips, Throm, Shipman, and Peschel.  Absent: Price.  A quorum was present.

Minutes of the April 12th meeting were approved as written after a motion by CM Throm, second by CM Shipman and unanimous voice vote.
VISITORS:

1. RICK ENSZ-11TH ROAD PROJECT FINANCING (TEMPORARY NOTE).  Rick Enz, Financial Advisor with Cooper Malone McClain, presented a debt service schedule for a temporary note in the amount of $420,000.  The note will fund improvements to South 11th Road.  Interest rates are at historical lows.  CA Shain said his report reflects the debt service schedule for the Sales Tax Fund.  It was previously discussed that approximately $100,000 per year would be taken from the Sales Tax Fund for the Water Tower Project re-payment, and that is not reflected on the schedule.  Rick Enz advised the council there will be more action taken in the future, this information is for review purposes only.
2. RICK ENZ-SALES TAX QUESTION ON ELECTION BALLOT.  Rick Enz, Financial Advisor with Cooper Malone McClain, provided a timeline with the necessary steps for placing a sales tax question on the November 2nd Ballot.  The timeline was given for information purposes only, and Rick commented that the dates have some flexibility.  No decisions were made.          
3. HEATHER OLSON-AIRPORT PARALLEL TAXIWAY BIDS.  Three bids were received for the Airport Parallel Taxiway Paving & Lighting Project.  ME Collins in the amount of $1,323,206.50; Smokey Hill, LLC in the amount of $1,350,349.85; and Dobson Brothers Construction in the amount of $1,660,378.09.  Alternate bids were received for the midfield connector.  ME Collins alternate bid is in the amount of $100,278.08; Smokey Hill, LLC in the amount of $121,917.90 and Dobson Brothers Construction in the amount of $108,537.15.  Heather explained the bids were 1.2% and 1.5% higher than the engineer’s estimate.  The lack of availability of local concrete raised concerns amongst the prequalified bidders for the project.  Heather recommends submitting a grant when funding is released by Congress.  Bids are good for 120 days.  CM Phillipi moved to award the bid to ME Collins for the Airport Project, subject to FAA concurrence.  CM Throm seconded.  CM Schwindamann clarified that concurrence would mean authorization to sign the grant if funding is released by Congress.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
4. REESE & NOVELLY, P. A.–2009 AUDIT.  Melanie Tuttle and Carol McCullough, Reese and Novelly, spoke in detail about the 2009 Audit.  All items presented fairly with no violations.  The Management Letter included notes about keeping adequate documentation for each Petty Cash Account, the Flea Market and Main Street Banquet Tickets.  Melanie commented about using software instead of manual spreadsheets for payroll, etc.  The Library Board will get a separate letter.  Discussion also focused on investment interest.  Carol said it is not a statute violation, but a potential credit risk to have one bank holding all city funds.  Carol also went page by page through the audit explaining the beginning and ending balances in all of the Funds.
5. TONY DUEVER–SIDEWALK SOUTH 11TH ROAD PROJECT.  Tony included a memorandum for review in regards to the estimated cost of the proposed sidewalk to be included with the South 11th Road Project.  The total cost will be approximately $23,333 to $30,000.  Stopping the sidewalk at the south pavement line of CJ Express would save between $6,767 to $8,700.  Additional right of way easements and/or construction easements may be required.  Lengthy discussion included sidewalk width, ADA compliance, master plan of the trails system, and code requirements.  CM Schwindamann moved, CM Phillips seconded that a five (5) foot sidewalk be included in the South 11th Road Project stopping at the south pavement line of CJ Express.  Motion carried by 6-1 voice vote.  CM Throm voted no.
6. WILLIAM CROUSE-PIT BULL ORDINANCE.  William told the council he is able to get insurance coverage (liability) from State Farm Insurance in Seneca, KS.  He also said he has a dog run and would be willing to construct a fence to keep the dog in.  Council discussed this issue at length including previous requests, history of the ordinance, temperament, refunding the dog tag fee, relocating, other breeds, veterinarian’s comments and other cities regulations.  CM Schwindamann moved to send a refund of $15.00 paid for the dog tag.  CA Shain advised a letter was previously written in regards to the refund.  CM Schwindamann then withdrew his motion.  Council discussed being pro-active in getting the message out about the ordinance.  Citizen Tonya Voet asked that the ordinance be re-written to include other breeds, not singling out the Pit Bull. Council consensus is to uphold the current ordinance, which prohibits the animal from within the corporate city limits.

7. JOHN HOWARD/JIM OATNEY-HABITAT FOR HUMANITY HOUSE.  Jim Oatney informed the council of a Habitat House is being built at 810 N. 3rd Street.  He asked for a waiver of permit fees including the Building Permit, $235.20; Sewer Connection, $370.00; Water Main Tap, $200.00; Meter Pit Installation, $550.00; Electrical Inspection, $30.00; Gas Inspection, $30.00; and Cut/Excavation Permit, $50.00; making a total of $1,465.20.  CM Shipman moved, CM Phillipi seconded to approve waiving all fees.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
8. BOB CARLSON-MAIN STREET/BIG BLUE BBQ REQUESTS.  Bob Carlson, Main Street Director submitted a list with several requests for the Annual Car Show/Big Blue BBQ event to be held on June 4th and 5th.  Requests included closing the Railbed (7th Street) from Broadway south to Walnut, and Elm from 6th to 8th including Helvering parking lot all day Friday and Saturday; displaying welcome flags; blocking traffic on Broadway’s 600 and 700 blocks from 8:30 p.m. to 12:00 a.m.; close Broadway Street from 10th to Dank’s Broadway Market and half block side street closures for the Car Show; free pool passes for car show and BBQ competitor families; use of the Water Department portable generator for the amusements; consumption of beer in the 7th Street BBQ sites; and use of ATV’s by adults over 18 years of age.  CM Schwindamann moved, CM Throm seconded to approve all requests.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.  
CONSENT AGENDA. The Consent Agenda was presented for consideration.  CM Throm moved to approve the Consent Agenda.  CM Shipman seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.  The Consent Agenda consisted of the following:

STAFF REPORTS:

CITY ADMINISTRATOR:

1. UPDATE ON PROJECTS.  Advised a walkthrough on the new well #12 was conducted on April 19th and Vic Montgomery from KDHE participated.  A meter was added to new well #12, which will be in service on Wednesday the 21st at 11:15 a.m.  Another walkthrough was conducted on the new water tower.  Chlorination and Bac-T tests will be needed and painting will be completed in the next couple of weeks.
2. CONCRETE DISTRESS.  Informed the council a response from Rick Barezinsky, American Concrete Pavement Association, in regards to concrete deterioration is attached for review.  The information was also given to Street Supervisor Nester and PWD Mueller.  Recommendations in regards to Air Entrainment, Water/Cement Ratio, Mixing and Finishing need to be followed.  We are not the only city with this problem.
3. KOESTER HOUSE MUSEUM REPORT FROM CHRISTY DAVIS.  A report was presented to the public and members of the Koester House Museum Foundation Board, Museum Advisory Board, and Council members in attendance on Thursday, April 22nd.  The information will also be submitted on the city website.
4. TRANSFER OF TAX CREDITS, MUSEUM FOUNDATION.  A Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) is being prepared by CA McNish for the transfer of the tax credits to the Koester House Museum Foundation.  When the Museum Foundation has had a chance to review the MOU, a report will be brought back to the council.
5. BOBCAT TRADE, BIDS.  Advised meeting with PWD Mueller and Water/Sewer Supervisor Bargman in regards to trading the Bobcat.  The recommendation is to go out for bids from three local Dealerships.  Council discussed the current hours on the equipment, which is approximately 160.  Council also discussed keeping the Bobcat.  CM Schwindamann moved, CM Shipman seconded to go out for bids on the Bobcat.  Motion carried by 4-3 voice vote.  CM Phillipi, CM Cohorst and CM Peschel voted no.      
CITY CLERK:
1. PAWNEE MENTAL HEALTH-SWIM PASSES. A written request for pool passes was submitted by Pawnee Mental Health.  CC Price reported last year twenty-five (25) passes were paid for, and the City then matched twenty five (25).  CM Throm moved, CM Shipman seconded to approve the swimming passes, the same as last year.  Motion carried unanimously.
STANDING COMMITTEE REPORTS:

PARKS & RECREATION:
1.  LAKEVIEW IMPROVEMENTS.  CA Shain said a meeting will be held at the Marysville Sports & Recreation Building to discuss facility improvements.  A report will be submitted to the Council at the May 10th meeting.
POLICE & FIRE:

1.  VEHICLE RESCUE/EXTRICATION TRAINING.  Fire Chief Richardson requested to send Charlie Schwindamann to a vehicle extrication training in El Dorado, KS on July 12th and 13th.  The registration cost is $250.  Motel, meals and mileage will need to be paid. CM Peschel moved, CM Shipman seconded to approve the training request.  Motion carried.  CM Schwindamann abstained.
NEW BUSINESS:

1.  TRUCK TOPPER/SIDE RAILS-2003 INSPECTOR TRUCK.  CI Richardson reported that two quotes for a truck topper were obtained for the City Inspector truck.  The first is from Film At Eleven, Manhattan, KS in the amount of $2,297.50.  A quote from Pony Express Auto is in the amount of $2,539.18.  A quote was also obtained from Film At Eleven for Nerf Bars in the amount of $245.50.  CM Throm moved to purchase the truck topper and Nerf bars from Film At Eleven, Manhattan, KS in the total amount of $2,543.00.  CM Cohorst seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.  CI Richardson said he has a $75.00 coupon.
2.  SURPLUS VEHICLE-2000 FORD.  CM Throm moved, CM Shipman seconded to declare the 2000 Ford (previous City Inspector Truck) surplus including the topper.  CA Shain reported we will list the vehicle on purple wave.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
3.  NUISANCE LISTING.  CC Price reported a nuisance listing being attached for information purposes only.
4.  EXTENDED WARRANTY-2003 INSPECTOR TRUCK.  CA Shain submitted information in regards to an extended warranty for the 2003 City Inspector Truck.  The warranty is from Vehicle One.  The Select Coverage is in the amount of $1,410 plus $115 for the four wheel drive option.  This is a onetime purchase.  Council discussed needing this warranty, miles driven, and actual coverage.  CM Schwindamann moved to approve the warranty.  CM Throm seconded.  Motion failed with a 3-4 voice vote.  CM Phillipi, CM Phillips, CM Shipman and CM Cohorst voted no.             
EXECUTIVE SESSION.  At 8:48 p.m., CM Schwindamann moved to meet in executive session with CA Shain, PWD Mueller and CC Price as requested by CA McNish for five (5) minutes to discuss personnel.  A seven (7) minute break will be taken prior to executive session.  CM Throm seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.  At 9:00 p.m., council reconvened.  CA McNish reported council met in executive session including CA Shain, PWD Mueller and CC Price to discuss personnel.  During that time no decisions or action was taken.  Council is returning back to open session.  
APPROPRIATIONS ORDINANCE NO. 3477
1.   Claims against the fund of the city were submitted for council consideration as follows:  General Fund, $137,196.10; Water Revenue Fund, $46,995.21; Sewage Revenue, $50,065.74; Airport Revolving, $297.50; Water Deposit, $100.00; Industrial, $12,711.37; Library Revolving, $5,544.20; Special Law Enforcement, $100.00; Special Parks & Recreation, $512.22; Koester Block Maintenance, $12,962.45; Employee Benefit, $22,044.08; Transient Guest Tax, $17.60; Sales Tax Improvements, $45,196.55; and Water Utility Reserve, $700.00; making a total of $334,443.02.
2.   An Appropriations Ordinance was introduced and considered to honor claims against the funds of the City as audited by the Finance Committee.  CM Throm moved, CM Shipman seconded to approve the Appropriations Ordinance.  Motion carried by 7-0 roll call vote.  CC Price assigned the Ordinance No. 3477.
ROUNDTABLE DISCUSSION:
1. SPRING CLEAN UP.  CM Throm commented on how nice things are looking around town with the Spring Clean Up week.  He also mentioned the free Saturdays at the County Landfill.
2. GRASS CLIPPINGS.  CM Shipman asked that citizens be reminded about grass clippings in gutters and streets. 
3. INVESTMENTS-AUDIT.  CM Peschel spoke about the Auditors comments in regards to having all City funds in one bank.  CC Price said she will follow up with the City Treasurer to be certain the appropriate pledging is in place.  Mayor Krug said he would like to work with CC Price in regards to investments.
4. PIT BULL ORDINANCE TO REALTORS.  CM Peschel asked that the local Realtors be notified of the Pit Bull Ordinance.  CA Shain said the information will also be placed on the city website.
5. WALNUT STREET WATERLINE (9TH-12TH).  CA Shain reported that bids will be opened for the project on May 5th.
6. SIDEWALK SOUTH OF THE COURTHOUSE.  CM Phillipi said the sidewalk that runs east and west on the south side of the courthouse (brick walk) is a disaster and needs to be addressed.  PWD Mueller will follow up.  CA Shain said there are State Statutes that regulate sidewalk repair.
7. WOOD BENCH AT CITY PARK (POOL).  Mayor Krug reported that a citizen made a comment that the wood bench is being eaten by termites.  CA Shain said he will look into this.
8. FELDHAUSEN FIELD BLEACHER COVERS.  CM Cohorst said the covers on the bleachers at Feldhausen Field look good.
9. DUMP HOURS.  CM Cohorst inquired about the dump hours.  Council discussed changing them from Wednesday 4 p.m. – 6 p.m., Saturday and Sunday 1 p.m. – 5 p.m. to Tuesday and Thursday 4 p.m. – 6 p.m. and Saturday and Sunday 1 p.m. – 5 p.m. 
10. CITY LOT ADJACENT TO HAAS AUTO.  CM Cohorst inquired if CA McNish had written a letter to Haas Auto to have the removal of the vehicles from the City lot adjacent to their business.  CA McNish said a deadline has been set in May.
11. DUMP HOURS.  CM Shipman moved to change the dump hours to Tuesday and Thursday from 4 p.m. – 6 p.m., and Saturday and Sunday 1 p.m. – 5 p.m.  CM Cohorst seconded.  Motion carried by 4-3 voice vote.  CM Phillipi, CM Phillips and CM Peschel voted no.     
APPOINTMENTS & WAGE DETERMINATIONS:
1. KOESTER BLOCK MUSUEM ADVISORY BOARD-BRETA BLOOMBERG.  An appointment for Breta Bloomberg to serve on the Koester Museum Advisory Board is attached for approval.  Breta Bloomberg was recently approved to serve on the Koester Museum Foundation.  CM Phillips spoke in length about the Koester Museum Foundation vs. the Koester Museum Advisory Board.  There are currently two members on each Board, so the question becomes are both Boards needed?  CA Shain also spoke in detail about the Boards, and said that the two are not working together.  CM Phillips moved to table the appointment and bring it back in two weeks.  Motion died for lack of a second.  Mayor Krug withdrew Breta Bloomberg’s name from the Appointment.  No other decisions were made.
2. WAGE DETERMINATION, GAVIN JOHNSON.  A wage determination was presented for Seasonal Assistant Pool Manager Gavin Johnson in the amount of $7.85 which is minimum wage plus $.10 for each year employed with the pool.  CM Cohorst questioned the reason the pool employees are getting a $.10 increase, and other employees (seasonal/full time) are not.  CM Shipman said it has always been the policy to increase the pool employees.  CM Schwindamann moved to approve the wage determination for Gavin Johnson at $7.75 per hour.  CM Cohorst seconded.  Motion carried by 6-1 voice vote, CM Shipman voted no.
3. WAGE DETERMINATION, MELISSA MUSIL/STEVEN LACKEY.  Wage determinations were presented for Seasonal Street employees Melissa Musil and Steven Lackey in the amount of $9.09 each per hour, dated April 19th.  CM Throm moved, CM Schwindamann seconded to approve the wage determinations.  Motion carried by 6-1 voice vote, CM Shipman voted no.  CM Shipman stated he didn’t see the reason for hiring the employees so early.    
RECAP & FOLLOW-UP
1.  ROADY ANNEXATION.  Wayne Roady was on the Agenda and did not appear.  CA Shain reported he is going to send all letters to the County for review, and he will also send a letter to Mr. Roady asking he appear at the next regular meeting, May 10th. 
2. CONVENTION AND TOURISM REQUEST.  Liz Doll was on the Agenda but did not appear.  The request is for an advertisement fee for Travel and Tourism (Travel Guide) in the amount of $155.  CM Phillipi moved, CM Schwindamann seconded to approve the request.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
There being no further business at 9:40 p.m., CM Phillipi moved, CM Schwindamann seconded to adjourn the meeting.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
