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Regular Meeting
City Hall, Marysville, Kansas-April 27, 2009

Members of the governing body of the City of Marysville were called to order in regular session at 7:00 p.m. on the date and place noted above with Mayor Krug in the chair.

After the Pledge of Allegiance, roll call was answered by the following council members:  O’Neal, Schwindamann, Phillips, Throm, Shipman, and Peschel.  Absent: Ackerman and Price.  A quorum was present.  
Minutes of the April 13th meeting were approved as written after a motion by CM Throm, second by CM Shipman, and unanimous voice vote.

Mayor Krug then presented CM O’Neal with a plaque, and expressed thanks to him for his work and time served on the council (April 2001-April 2009).  A round of applause was given.  Mayor Krug then asked that newly elected officials take their seats. 
After the newly elected officials were sworn in by CC Price, roll call was taken and answered by the following council members:  Phillipi, Schwindamann, Phillips, Throm, Shipman and Peschel.  Absent: Ackerman and Price.  A quorum was present.
VISITORS:

1. BILL CATON, FINANCIAL SUPPORT (WATER/SEWER).  Bill Caton, Excel Development Group advised the council he is here to ask for a letter of support, and for a financial commitment of $38,400 to help fund the materials for water and sewer services.  This is for a low income senior living housing project to be developed on the east side of town.  Bill said they have applied for the tax credits, and on May 1st the application is due for a grant in which they are asking for $320,000.  CA Shain said this project will stay on the tax rolls.  Council consensus was that part of the funding for this should come from the Sales Tax and Industrial Funds, and not all from the Water and Sewer Funds.  CM Schwindamann moved, CM Throm seconded to approve the funding request not to exceed $38,400 with the condition that the grant is approved.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
2. SWIMMING POOL POLICY A-67.  CC Price advised the new pool co-managers have requested to change the hours and age limit for supervision on Swimming Pool Policy A-52.  Council also discussed increasing the amount billed for a pool party from $55. To $75.  CM Schwindamann moved to approve policy A-67 changing the hours to Daily 1 p.m. to 8 p.m.  Changing the age limit for youth supervision to seven (7).  Finally, changing the pool party fee to $75.  CM Shipman seconded.  Motion carried by 4-2 voice vote, CM Throm and CM Phillipi voted no.
3. BOB CARLSON, CAR SHOW/BIG BLUE BARBEQUE.  Bob outlined all events and activities to be held on the Car Show/BBQ weekend June 5th and 6th.  He asked for permission to close the street, use the city porta potty, put up the welcome flags, and give swimming pool passes (40-50) as has been done in years past.  He also said the train rides will be given again.  CM Schwindamann moved, CM Peschel seconded to approve the requests.  Motion carried unanimously.  
4. LIZ DOLL, SIGN AT ST. PAUL’S EPISCOPAL CHURCH.  Liz showed pictures of the area in which she would like to have a sign installed.  The sign will be 3’x4’ and she also gave a sample of what it would look like.  Council confirmed with Inspector Richardson that this would not block traffic.  CM Phillipi moved, CM Throm seconded to approve the sign request.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
5. DON LANDOLL, AIRPORT OPEN HOUSE/UPDATES.  Don provided the council with pictures and fliers in regards to an open house/fly-in scheduled at the Marysville Municipal Airport on June 27, 2009.  Don gave the history of the Airport and spoke in detail about the updates.  He also spoke about funding for the project coming from the Pat Landoll Memorial Fund, Harold Cooksey Memorial, Landoll Corporation and the parking lot being funded by the Helvering Trust.  CM Shipman commented that the improvements thus far look nice.  CM Schwindamann moved to approve the fly-in on June 27th.  CM Phillipi seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
6. STEVE COHORST, CURB WORK AT PRESBYTERIAN CHURCH.  Steve asked the council for consideration in assisting with replacement of the curb and gutter in front of the church located at 10th and Center Streets.  Steve said in his opinion, it is easier to replace the curb and gutter before the overlay is completed.  CA Shain spoke about a change order.  Council discussed different options.  CM Schwindamann moved to assist in replacement of the curb and gutter at the Presbyterian Church (10th and Center Streets) with funding being a 50/50 split, not to exceed $6,000 total ($3,000 City).  He also asked that this be negotiated with Hall Brothers and the current KLINK Project.  CM Shipman seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.
CONSENT AGENDA.  The Consent Agenda was presented for consideration.  The Consent Agenda consisted of the following:
· Investment of Idle Funds ($1,500,000 for 168 days.  $600,000 for 77 days.)

· Convention and Tourism-Chamber Utilities $1,000.

CC Price advised the council a payment of $1,000 was made to the Chamber for Utilities on February 24th.  CM Schwindamann moved to remove the payment request from the Consent Agenda.  CM Throm seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.  CM Schwindamann then moved to approve the Consent Agenda.  CM Throm seconded, motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
 Mayor Krug then dispensed the regular order of business, and skipped to the wage updates item under New Business per a motion from CM Schwindamann, second from CM Peschel and unanimous voice vote.
NEW BUSINESS:

1. WAGE UPDATES.  CA Shain briefed the council on an attached spreadsheet showing an increase of 3% and 5% and the impact it would make on the different funds.  The totals are with and without overtime.  He also said the State Legislation is not back from veto session.  He spoke about a reduction in gas tax.  CM Shipman asked if this topic had been brought back and discussed by the Administration/Finance Committee.  CM Phillips said she feels that is not necessary, as last time the council over ruled the Committees recommendation.  CM Shipman and CM Schwindamann discussed giving a dollar amount and not a percentage, which will benefit the lower paid workers more.  Mayor Krug asked that council keep in mind a $.20 increase has already been given.  CM Schwindamann moved to give a $.35 increase across the board, effective immediately.  Motion died for lack of a second.  Comments about spending were made by City Employee Shelly Polson and CM Schwindamann.  CM Peschel then moved to give an increase of $.10 per hour effective immediately.  CM Phillips seconded.  Motion carried by 5-1 voice vote, with CM Schwindamann voting no.  
STAFF REPORTS:

CITY ADMINISTRATOR:

1. FIREWORKS, FUNDING.  Reported the Travel and Tourism Committee has been struggling with the issue of funding fireworks this year.  The Department of Revenue has even questioned the use of the funds for fireworks.  Rick suggested taking the funding from the Special Parks and Recreation Fund this year.  Liz Doll, member of the Travel and Tourism Committee, gave details about what the Transient Guest Tax Funds are spent on.  Council discussed different options.  CM Schwindamann moved not to have a city fireworks display this year.  CM Phillips seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
2. TOWNSHIP (MARYSVILLE) AGREEMENT, ROAD MAINTENANCE.  Advised the council he is working with City Attorney McNish to re-draft the road maintenance agreement with Marysville Township.  The agreement has been effective since 1999.  Several things have changed since then, and CA Shain gave specific details and locations.  Council also discussed in length specific areas and locations.  Annexation and condemning right of way was also discussed.  CM Phillipi moved, CM Peschel seconded to allow City Attorney McNish to seek an Attorney General’s Opinion to resolve this issue.  Motion carried unanimously.
3. TENNIS COURT LIGHTS.  A quote was received from Echo in the amount of $3,083.40 for (12) lights to be mounted on poles that will come from the Marysville Country Club tennis courts.  CA Shain said Landoll Corporation will also powder coat the lights.  This is a budgeted item.  CM Phillips questioned why the school would not pay for some of this.  CM Schwindamann inquired about the cost for powder coating.  CM Shipman moved, CM Throm seconded to approve the request to purchase the lights from Echo in the amount of $3,083.40.  If there is a cost for powder coating, bring it back to the council.  Motion carried by 6-2 voice vote, with CM Phillips and CM Schwindamann voting no.
4. CEMETERY STREETS, DRAINAGE ISSUE.  Advised he asked Tony Duever, Cohorst Associates and PWD Mueller to meet with Bob Tiemann, Tiemann Construction to review the water situation on the inner circle of the cemetery.  PWD Mueller reported the ponding being caused by the toe of the gutter being tipped upward.  CA Shain is recommending accepting the project and releasing the final payment to Tiemann.  CA Shain will have the final bill on the next agenda for approval.  CM Schwindamann moved, CM Shipman seconded to approve the request.  Motion carried by a 7-1 voice vote.  CM Throm voted no.  
5. WALNUT STREET, RECONSIDERATION OF PAYMENT.  Reported that Tiemann’s tore out the curbs and ramps and poured new curb to accommodate the ramps on the Walnut Street Project.  The subcontractor has again asked for reconsideration in regards to the boring that never took place.  They were charged $3,770 for mobilization, and they are asking the city to consider paying $1,200. to cover a portion of the cost.  CM Phillipi moved not to cover the cost, and not to pay anything.  CM Throm seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.
PUBLIC WORKS DIRECTOR:

1. STREET SHOP GENERATOR.  Informed the council he obtained two quotes for installation of a generator plug at the street shop.  The worry is that there will be no power to the fuel pumps if something happens.  The first quote is from B&W Electric in the amount of $2,000.  The second from FHN Electric in the amount of $966.18.  PWD Mueller said the reason the bid from FHN was lower, is that they have some of the items in storage they could use and do not have to order anything in.  CM Schwindamann moved to accept the bid from FHN Electric in the amount of $966.18 for a generator at the street shop.  CM Throm seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
STANDING COMMITTEE REPORTS:

WATER & WASTEWATER:

1. SEWER LINE, 7TH AND CALHOUN (AHRS).  Water Supervisor Bargman reported that locates have been called in for the sewer line repairs at 7th and Calhoun.  He said AHRS should be starting work soon.  There was also discussion on a sewer line running south of the old railroad parking lot.
CEMETERY & AIRPORT:

1. SEALING OF AIRPORT RUNWAY.  CM Schwindamann told everyone to keep in mind the airport runway was overlaid three years ago, and the engineer suggested sealing it in five years.  He asked that we keep funds set aside for this.  CA Shain said this is in the Capital Improvements Plan.
POLICE & FIRE:
1. RESERVE OFFICER, DAVID OHLDE.  Police Chief Ackerman said when Dan Harlan was hired and David Ohlde’s resignation was accepted, there was never a formal motion to accept David Ohlde as a Reserve Police Officer.  He also asked about getting his wage in line with the other Reserve Officers.  A wage determination was presented for $13.57 per hour.  CM Schwindamann moved, CM Throm seconded to approve the request and the wage determination.  Motion carried unanimously. 
2. BAILIFF FOR MUNICIPAL COURT JUDGE.  Police Chief Ackerman spoke about a copy of a letter that was submitted by Judge Scott that discussed an Officer getting called away for a dog call and so court was not able to proceed.  To correct this, Chief Ackerman asked for authority to work into the schedule a permanent Bailiff and that the hours worked be taken from the Municipal Court Department.  Council discussed the scheduling and overtime.  CM Phillipi moved to approve the request.  CM Peschel seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
3. DIVE EQUIPMENT.  Police Chief Ackerman said previous approval was given for dive equipment in the amount of up to $7,000.  Two concealable masks valued at $5,000. each called dive com units have been found, and one was replaced for $476.55.  He asked that council authorize the purchase above the original $7,000.  CM Shipman moved, CM Throm seconded to approve the purchase request.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.  Chief Ackerman informed the council some of the dive training will be held in Marysville.
NEW BUSINESS:
1. CIPP PROGRAM, BID TABULATIONS.  CA Shain reported that five bids were received for the Cured In Place Piping Project.  The specifications were listed as 2,744 linear feet.  The bids came in as I-Con Underground in the amount of $25.25 (per linear foot); Insituform Technologies $26.95; Midlands Contracting, Inc. for $25.25; Utility Maintenance Contractors for $24.75 and SAK Construction in the amount of $22.95.   CA Shain said he was able to check references from SAK Construction, and there were no problems.  The funding would be $25,000. from Sewage Revenue, with the remainder to be from Sales Tax Improvements.  CM Schwindamann moved, CM Shipman seconded to approve the low bid with SAK Construction in the amount of $22.95.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
2. AIRPORT TAXIWAY BID TABULATIONS.  CA Shain reported three bids being received for the Airport Taxiway Project.  Ebert Construction from Wamego, KS came in with the low bid in the amount of $322,967.55.  The cost for the project will be paid from the Airport Revolving Fund.  The City share will be approximately $16,148.  CM Phillipi moved, CM Peschel seconded to accept the low bid from Ebert Construction and authorize the Mayor to sign the agreement all subject to approval from the FAA.  Motion carried unanimously.  
APPROPRIATIONS ORDINANCE NO. 3452

1. Claims against the funds of the city were submitted for council consideration as follows:  General, $103,747.44; Water Revenue, $47,793.41; Sewage Revenue, $46,476.57; Bond & Interest, $36,777.78; Special Improvement, $47,781.98; Industrial, $12,559.31; Library Revolving, $4,710.68; Special Parks & Recreation, $3,333.76; Koester Block Maintenance, $12,544.06; Employee Benefit, $37,378.27; Transient Guest Tax, $29.42; and Sales Tax Improvements, $68,802.00; making a total of $421,934.68. 
2. An appropriations ordinance was introduced and considered to honor claims against the funds of the city as audited by the Finance Committee.  CM Throm moved, CM Shipman seconded to approve the Appropriations Ordinance.  Motion carried by 6-0 roll call vote.  City Clerk Price assigned the Ordinance No. 3452.
ROUNDTABLE DISCUSSION:

1. SIDEWALK FINISHED AT BOSS MOTORS.  PWD Mueller advised the council the sidewalk work has been finished at Boss Motors.  He said it is 4’ wide and looks good.
2. POOL REPAIRS.  PWD Mueller said CM Phillipi suggested Vanlaningham’s come to look at the swimming pool to offer different options.  He said they told him a liner would only help temporarily, and they suggested building a new pool.
3. AIRPORT GROUNDS.  CM Phillips commented on how nice the Airport Property looks with the Treasure Hut being taken down.
4. CARPET IN THE PUBLIC ROOM.  CC Price asked about getting bids for carpet in the public room.  Council consensus was to wait for two or three years.  Council also discussed collecting a deposit and inspection of the room.  
5. GOVERNING BODY MEETING.  CC Price said if anyone wanted to attend this year’s Governing Body Meeting let her know so reservations could be made right away.
6. THANKS, FIRST TWO YEARS.  Mayor Krug thanked the council for the first two years of service, and said he is looking forward to the next two.
7. TOWER/WELLS/TENSION TANK BID OPENING.  CA Shain reported bid opening for the Water Tower/Wells/Tension Tank Project will be Tuesday, May 5th at 1:30 p.m.
8. REQUIRED PERMITS.  CM Peschel asked if the City has all of the permits required from the County for the waterline project.  CA Shain said the contractor is responsible for obtaining the permits.
9. STREET SUPERVISOR NESTER.   CM Peschel inquired as to Street Supervisor Nester being the hospital.  PWD Mueller said his blood sugar level was reading too high so he was admitted.
10. DEPOSITS.  CM Shipman spoke about the deposit being taken at Hedstrom Hall and how much cleaner it has been left after events.  They put a deposit down, and get there check back after it is cleaned.
