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Regular Meeting
City Hall, Marysville Kansas-May 10, 2010
Members of the Governing Body of the City of Marysville were called to order in regular session at 7:00 p.m. on the date and place noted above with Mayor Bernie Krug in the chair.
After the Pledge of Allegiance, roll call was answered by the following council members:  Cohorst, Phillipi, Phillips, Throm, Shipman, Peschel and Price.  Absent: Schwindamann.  A quorum was present.

Minutes of the April 26th meeting were approved as written after a motion by CM Throm, second by CM Shipman and unanimous voice vote.

VISITORS:

1. RECREATION (AD HOC) COMMITTEE, UPDATE.  Brian Fragel, Marysville Sports & Recreation, said after discussion at the previous Council meeting, the Committee met to review the master plan for the Lakeview Complex.  The original price listed in the master plan completed by Olsson Associates was $21,169,629.  Several items were eliminated and a new listing is attached in the amount of $18,404,163.  The list includes a pool, tennis courts, community building and more.  A memorandum from CA Shain is also attached, with an idea that a 1% sales tax could be dedicated for use as follows:  ¼ for property tax reduction; ¼ for fire station construction/equipping, and ½ for pool construction and operation plus other recreational improvements and upkeep of the same.  CA Shain said the estimates for the fire station are $1,672,000.  The figure was taken from a Federal Grant application which was not approved.  The application included items that could be eliminated, lowering the cost. 
CM Schwindamann entered the Council Chambers at 7:12 p.m.
Discussion continued about the sales tax being used for general or specific purposes with or without a sunset provision.  CM Price asked if the items could be placed on the ballot individually.  Financial Advisor, Rick Ensz responded with specific scenarios.  Also discussed were maintenance fees, public meetings, literature, excess funds and early debt payoff.  Citizen Missy Borgerding spoke about bringing tournaments to town, and building for the future.  CM Price moved to get Artists renditions of the items listed for improvement (including the pool, play court area, and community area), along with an elevation drawing of a fire station (with an attached bay for fire trucks) and a minimal cost, bringing back more accurate figures for the sales tax question to be placed on the ballot.  CM Throm seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.  Per a request made by CA John McNish, Rick Ensz discussed in detail the timeline for putting the sales tax question on the election ballot in November.
At 8:06 p.m. CM Price moved to take a five (5) minute break.  CM Schwindamann seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.  At 8:11 p.m. council reconvened.    
2. JOE COHORST, BEER GARDEN (CAR SHOW/BBQ).  Joe Cohorst, owner of Joe’s bar requested approval for a beer garden (fenced in front of his business on Broadway Street) during the Annual Car Show and Big Blue Barbeque as he has done in years past.  The beer garden will be open on Friday evening and Saturday afternoon.  CM Schwindamann moved to approve the request.  CM Cohorst seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.
3. WAYNE ROADY, ANNEXATION (1203 8TH ROAD).  CA Shain briefed council on previous letters sent in regards to annexation of Wayne Roady to the city.  Wayne Roady was also present to discuss the annexation.  Information attached includes an easement (south side-approximately 40 feet), consent for annexation and maps showing the sewer layout (on the west side of 8th Road).  Council discussed the exact location for extending the sewer line and zoning issues.  The property is currently zoned Agricultural (A-1).  Wayne questioned if he is responsible for maintenance of the easement.  He was informed yes.  Barbed wire fencing, road maintenance and sewer tap fees were discussed.  CM Price moved to proceed with the annexation.  CM Throm seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.            
4. SHERI JOHNSON, POOL EMPLOYEE PROPOSAL.  Attached is a listing of an employee proposal for hiring of guards this season.  CM Schwindamann said at the last meeting, he was unaware that Gavin Johnson was going to be Assistant Manager.  He moved to increase the wage of Gavin Johnson from $7.75 per hour to $8.00 per hour.  CM Cohorst seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.  Sheri reported that eight guards are required to be on duty at one time.  Swimming suit costs and types were discussed.  CM Price moved to drain the pool the day school starts.  CM Phillips seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.  CM Schwindamann then moved, CM Throm seconded to approve hiring the pool employees (guards) listed with the recommended wages, along with the purchase of swimming suits.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.          
CONSENT AGENDA. The Consent Agenda was presented for consideration.  CM Cohorst moved to approve the Consent Agenda.  CM Throm seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.  The Consent Agenda consisted of the following:
· City Clerk’s Report for April showed $29,689.17 collected in receipts with a like amount being deposited with the City Treasurer.

· Municipal Judge’s Report for April showed $8,918.78 being deposited with the City Treasurer and $448.50 being forwarded to the State Treasurer for Judicial Branch Education, court costs and law enforcement training.

· Revenue/Expenditure Budget Reports through April 2010 showed adjusted accumulated revenues in the General Fund of $1,442.307 or 60% of budget; Water Revenue Fund, $675,973 or 42% of budget; Sewage Revenue Fund, $731,237 or 60% of budget.  Adjusted statement of expenditures in the General Fund totaled $626,062 or 27% of budget; Water Revenue Fund, $234,651 or 15% of budget and Sewage Revenue Fund, $216,059 or 20% of budget.

· Olsson Associates, Pay Request (Airport), $3,130.10.
· Olsson Associates, Pay Request (Airport), $64,590.00.

STAFF REPORTS:

CITY ADMINISTRATOR:

1. CASH AND BUDGET STATEMENTS.  Attached are the cash and budget comparison statements for the General, Water and Sewer Funds.  Overall expense for budgeted funds is only 19.29%.  Normal expense ratios would be 33% as of the end of April.  Comparative fund statements show the historical totals over the last few years.  The water and sewer funds operated in the red by a large margin in April.  Insurance and utility costs contributed to that.  
2. SALES TAX.  Sales tax of $52,190 for April (February sales) was the lowest in the last seven years.  History shows that receipts in April tend to fall and then rise again afterward.  
3. FAA APPROVAL.  Nardos Mills, FAA sent an advance copy of her approval letter via e-mail and that letter is attached.  The grant documents arrived on the 5th and have been signed and sent to the FAA.    
4. BOBCAT BIDS.  Three local bids have been received for a Bobcat, and they will be presented at the next regular council meeting.
PUBLIC WORKS DIRECTOR:
1. GENERATOR MAINTENANCE.  Reported obtaining a bid from Foley Equipment (formerly Cat) for service of the generators at City Hall, Sewer Plant, Police Department and Well #10.  The total per visit is $3,301.44.  They are requiring two visits per year.  A bid was also obtained from a local mechanic, Gary Jorgenson in the amount of $6,272.00 per year.  Foley has a 54 point inspection checklist plus a load bank test.  The local mechanic has knowledge about diesel parts only.  CM Price moved, CM Schwindamann seconded to approve the bid to Foley Equipment for service of the generators.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.  
CITY CLERK:

1. STREET CLOSING REQUEST, 810 FRANK MARSHALL DRIVE.  Attached is a written request to have the street closed at 810 Frank Marshall Drive on Saturday, May 29th for a wedding.  Arrangements have been made with Street Supervisor Nester for the barricades/cones.  CM Phillipi moved, CM Peschel seconded to approve the request.  Motion carried unanimously.   
2. WEED ASSESSMENT, 1206 CAROLINA (COHORST).  A written request from property owner, Steve Cohorst to waive a weed assessment in the amount of $443.25 is attached.  The property was purchased through a sheriff’s sale in November 2008, and the buyer had no knowledge of the outstanding assessment.  CC Price said the billing for cleanup was dated September 2, 2008.  The assessment was not filed until early in 2009, since the billing was after the end of August when assessments are due to the County.  CC Price is aware now that assessments can be filed at the County anytime.  CM Phillipi moved to waive the weed assessment in the amount of $443.25.  CM Throm seconded.  Motion carried by 6-1-1 voice vote.  CM Shipman voted no, CM Cohorst answered present.
3. CONSUMPTION REQUEST, M-ACT (MAY 20TH-ART CENTER).  A consumption request was submitted for approval by Wayne Kruse.  Marshall Area Community Theatre (M-Act) is hosting a reception at the Lee Dam Art Center on May 20th from 6:00 p.m. to 11:00 p.m.  CM Throm moved to approve the request, CM Peschel seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
4. CLUB MEMBERSHIPS.  CC Price reported Don Gier, Marysville Kiwanis, inquired about changing the city representative of the club.  In the past, a city representative (Administrator, Clerk, and Police Chief) has participated in Rotary, Lions and Kiwanis Clubs.  The City paid the annual dues/meals.  CC Price is no longer in Kiwanis, but Officer Anderson is.  Officer Ohlde has also expressed interest in attending.  CA Shain and Police Chief Ackerman are Rotary Members.  CM Phillipi moved to immediately discontinue paying for Club dues and/or meals.  CM Schwindamann seconded.  Motion carried by 7-1 voice vote, CM Price voted no.  CM Schwindamann encouraged participation on an individual level.  CM Price said the idea originated so staff could meet members and could also be involved with the community.
STANDING COMMITTEE REPORTS:

POLICE & FIRE:

1. DIVE TRAINING REQUEST.  Police Chief Ackerman requested to send ten divers to a Stress & Rescue-Search & Recovery class this summer.  There are three different dates and the training is located in Minden, Nebraska.  Cost for the class is $260 each.  Rooms will cost approximately $60.  Chief Ackerman said he applied for a grant and funds can be applied toward the training costs, but approval is unknown until the Fall.  CM Price moved, CM Shipman seconded to approve the training request.  Motion carried by unanimously.
ADMINISTRATION & FINANCE:

1. WAGES.  CM Phillipi said the Committee has met on several occasions and weighed the pros and cons to wage increases.  At this time, the recommendation is not to increase employee wages.  CM Schwindamann asked for detail and figures on how the committee based their decision.  CA Shain spoke in depth about the budget, in particular the General Fund.  Council discussed in detail the positive and negative to having employee evaluations.  CM Phillips commented on previous COLA increases and Health Insurance costs.  CA Shain talked at length about hours worked, revenue streams, cash carry over and sales tax transfers.  CM Price and CA Shain talked about the Employee Benefits Fund.  CM Peschel spoke about purchasing unbudgeted items and implementing an Equipment Reserve Fund.  CA Shain said more information on budgeted figures and actual costs will be available for review at the next regular meeting.  No decisions were made.
NEW BUSINESS:
1. WALNUT STREET WATERLINE PROJECT (9TH-12TH).  Two bids were received for the Walnut Street Waterline Project.  The first from Nowak Construction in the amount of $108,968.00.  The second from Engeman Drainage Co, Inc. in the amount of $75,856.00.  CM Throm moved, CM Schwindamann seconded to approve Engeman Drainage Co, Inc. in the amount of $75,856.00.  Motion carried unanimously.
2. SIDEWALK REPAIRS (1200 BLOCK OF ELM/SOUTH SIDE).  CA Shain said photos are being circulated of the sidewalk on the south side of 1200 Elm Street.  He briefed the council on the state statute for sidewalk repairs.  If a property owner does not fix their sidewalk, the city can repair it and assess the costs to the property owner.  The property owner can take up to five years to pay for repairs at 4% interest.  CM Price said it would tie up city funds.  CM Schwindamann moved to notify this particular property owner by letter, offering the different sidewalk policies.  CM Phillipi seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.
3. KOESTER BOARD/FOUNDATION INFORMATION.  Four options were presented in a memorandum about the different Boards and Foundations for the Koester House Museum.  CA Shain discussed the overlap of members in both the Koester House Museum Advisory Board and Koester House Museum Foundation.  John Howard, Museum Curator talked about the endless hours of volunteering from certain Board Members and that amenities such as paper towels, cleaning supplies, paint, wood, toilet tissue, etc. have not been purchased by the city, but out of his pocket.  John asked that all Boards and Foundations remain how they are now; he feels this issue has been “blown out of proportion”.  Sharon Kessinger, Museum Advisory Board and Foundation Member asked to keep things the same.  Sharon said that CA Shain and CA McNish were involved in establishment of the Foundation and nothing was said about the overlap during that time.  CM Phillips discussed “checks and balances” and merging members from the Museum Advisory Board to the Foundation.  Sharon clarified that the Foundation does not need approval from the Council or the Museum Advisory Board to spend the Foundation funds, but they should work together.  Council consensus is to leave the Koester Museum Advisory Board and Koester Museum Foundation as they are.

4. HEDSTROM HALL RENTAL-SHELBY BARGMANN.  A written request was submitted from Shelby Bargmann to rent the Hedstrom Hall building from September 29th – October 27th.  She is working on an Ag and FAA Project.  She will be selling gourds and pumpkins, and offering activities for children.  Council discussed the storage of city equipment.  Consensus was we will not move anything out that is already stored in Hedstrom.  CM Price moved to approve the rental request, with a fee of $25.00.  CM Peschel seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
5. BILLBOARD LEASE RENEWAL, SAM CASSIDY (BEATTIE JUNCTION).  A renewal lease agreement is attached with Sam Cassidy for leasing property for the billboard located on US Highway 36 (Beattie Junction).  The agreement is for a total of five years, $150 per year.  CM Shipman moved to approve the agreement.  CM Throm seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.                         
APPROPRIATIONS ORDINANCE NO. 3478
1. Claims against the funds of the city were submitted for council consideration as follows:  General Fund, $62,295.03; Water Revenue Fund, $18,243.04; Sewage Revenue, $7,773.01; Airport Revolving, $278.88; Bond & Interest, $36,777.78; Water Deposit, $1,000.00; Industrial, $2,495.01; Library Revolving, $4,575.99; Koester Block Maintenance, $713.07; Employee Benefit, $5,292.09; Transient Guest Tax, $1,655.00; and Sales Tax Improvements, $810.54; making a total of $141,909.44.

2. An Appropriations Ordinance was introduced and considered to honor claims against the funds of the City as audited by the Finance Committee.  CM Throm moved to approve the Appropriations Ordinance.  CM Shipman seconded.  Motion carried by 8-0 roll call vote.  City Clerk Price assigned the Ordinance No. 3478.
ROUNDTABLE DISCUSSION:

1. TRUCK TRAFFIC, CORNERS OF 20TH AND JENKINS STREETS.  CM Phillipi commented on the trucks from the hospital (MRI and SYSCO), turning to sharp and driving through citizens yards in the area.  CM Phillipi asked that we notify the hospital to make the drivers aware of the situation.
2. NUISANCES.  CM Phillipi asked what the City Inspector’s process was for sending nuisances.  He said some are getting the notices and some are not.  CI Richardson asked the council to turn the names and/or addresses over to him.
3. STATEWIDE SMOKING BAN.  CM Phillips said with the new statewide smoking ban, we should be enforcing our current ordinance which prohibits smoking in city vehicles.  No decisions were made.
4. MENTAL HEALTH MONTH.  Mayor Krug signed and read a statement from a proclamation submitted by Pawnee Mental Health which declares May as Mental Health Month for Kansas.  
5. BILLBOARD LIGHT OUT.  CM Shipman said the light on the billboard is out at the US Highway 36/77 Junction.
6. NUISANCE LETTERS/HAAS PROPERTY (SOUTH 8TH STREET).  CM Shipman said CI Richardson should get a hand for sending the numerous weed/nuisance letters.  He also said that Property owner, Greg Haas moved his vehicles off of the city lot and put them behind his property.  CA McNish advised a new letter needs to be issued.  Council consensus was for CA McNish to proceed as necessary to take care of the issue.

d. ASSISTANT FIRE CHIEF-DENNIS ROCKWELL. Motion carried unanimously.
e. HEALTH OFFICER-JOHN RYAN.  Motion carried unanimously.
f. MUNICIPAL JUDGE-ROBERT SCOTT.  Motion carried.  CM Phillipi voted no.
There being no further business at 10:17 p.m., CM Schwindamann moved, CM Shipman seconded to adjourn the meeting.  Motion carried unanimously.
