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 Regular Meeting
City Hall, Marysville Kansas-May 24, 2010
Members of the Governing Body of the City of Marysville were called to order in regular session at 7:00 p.m. on the date and place noted above with Mayor Krug in the chair.
After the Pledge of Allegiance, roll call was answered by the following council members:  Cohorst, Phillipi, Schwindamann, Phillips, Throm, and Shipman.  Absent: Peschel and Price.  A quorum was present.

Minutes of the May 10th meeting were approved as written after a motion by CM Throm, second by CM Shipman and unanimous voice vote.
VISITORS:

1. KEVIN MCELYEA-AQUATIC DESIGN (POOL).  CA Shain gave a brief overview about the Ad Hoc Group having several meetings and discussions in regards to a new pool.  Kevin McElyea, Aquatic Design was contacted and said he is here to answer questions.  There are two tracks to moving forward with a proposed aquatic center.  The first track is to complete funding initiative steps with the assistance of our Financial Advisor, Rick Ensz.  The second track is to finalize a list of aquatic programming needs, develop a layout; a construction budget; project renderings for presentation; project website for the public; place renderings on display and present project to various civic groups.  Examples of different aquatic designs are attached for review.  Kevin informed the council of the costs for the aquatic centers in Salina and Colby, Kansas.  Council discussed costs & retainage fees for Aquatic Design.  Mayor Krug asked that this item be tabled until the next regular meeting, June 14th.
2. ROSALIND JENNINGS, ORDINANCE NO. 1758 (GAS TRANSPORT FRANCHISE).  An Ordinance was presented as follows:  “An Ordinance, granting to Kansas Gas Service, a Division of ONEOK, Inc., its successors and assigns, a natural gas franchise, prescribing the terms thereof and relating thereto, and repealing all ordinances or parts of ordinances inconsistent with or in conflict with the terms hereof.”  The term would be twenty years with five year re-openers.  This is for a 5% franchise, which would be effective July 2010.  Curtis Hawkinson, Community Memorial Healthcare and Don Landoll spoke against the proposed franchise.  CM Schwindamann moved, CM Phillips seconded to approve Ordinance No. 1758.  Motion failed with a 3-4 roll call vote.  CM Schwindamann, CM Throm, CM Shipman and Mayor Krug voted no.
3. LAURIE PARKS, PRIVACY FENCE (WAGON WHEEL/7TH & BROADWAY).  Laurie Parks, owner of the Wagon Wheel, requested permission to install a fence around the trash and grease containers located on the west side of the building.  The containers are on city property.  Laurie also requested to install a handicap ramp on the south side of the building, which would extend three foot south into the city’s alley.  CM Shipman moved, CM Phillipi seconded to approve both requests.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
4. LAURIE PARKS, FARMER’S MARKET/PARKING.  Laurie Parks then voiced her support of the weekly Farmer’s Market, and asked if they would be able to move it to the North side of 7th Street on US Highway 36.  She said the Market takes away from her Saturday breakfast business and limits parking.  Council discussed at length different locations.  Brian Fragel, Marysville Sports & Recreation will look at more areas and bring a solution back to the council.  Brian asked to have the Farmer’s Market on the North side of US Highway 36 and 7th Street during the weekend of the Car Show and Big Blue Barbeque.  CM Cohorst moved, CM Schwindamann seconded to approve the request.  Motion carried unanimously.  
5. GREG & TAMSIN MARTIN, SIDEWALK (1201 ELM STREET).  Greg addressed the council in regards to trees being the problem with the sidewalk and curb in front of his residence.  Greg said he was informed the city would cut the tree roots so this doesn’t continue to happen.  His fear is if the roots are cut, the trees could fall onto his house.  He asked if council would consider completely removing their three trees.  Council discussed considering requests on a case by case basis.  CM Schwindamann moved, CM Cohorst seconded to remove the trees.  Motion carried by 4-2 voice vote.  CM Phillips and CM Shipman voted no.
6. LIZ DOLL, CONVENTION & TOURISM CHANGE IN FUNDS, $2,000 BIG BLUE BARBEQUE.  Liz Doll told the council a request in the amount of $2,000 was approved in February for rental of a generator for the Big Blue Barbeque.  Since that time the generator company, Foley, has made a donation for $1,000 toward the generator rental.  The Convention and Tourism Committee voted to give the additional $1,000 to the Big Blue Barbeque for advertising and special entertainment.  Bob Carlson, Main Street Director spoke in detail about the different events that will be incorporated into next year’s barbeque, and increasing the prize money.  CM Schwindamann asked for a print out of profit and loss.  CM Shipman moved, CM Phillipi seconded to approve the requested change of $1,000 for generator rental and $1,000 to the Big Blue Barbeque for advertisement and special entertainment.  Motion carried unanimously.
City Administrator Shain requested to discuss item #4b from the Agenda (Skid Steer Load Bids) before moving on to Staff Reports.                   
7. TRADE IN, SKID-STEER LOADER.  Three bids were received for the trade in on the skid-steer loader.  Bruna Implement bid for the Gehl 5240E with the Joystick and standard flow feature which includes the hydro glide feature.  The annual trade would be $1,000 if the machine has less than 200 hours.  Our current machine has 175 hours.  Oregon Trail would require a unit to have less than 100 hours to keep the trade at $1,000.  The bid from Kan Equip would be either $2,500 or $4,200 for a New Holland.  CM Schwindamann moved to approve the bid and trade with Bruna Implement (Gehl 5240E) for $3,900 up front costs.  Annual trade will cost $1,000 for less than 200 hours.  CM Throm seconded.  Motion carried by 5-1 voice vote, CM Cohorst voting no.   
STAFF REPORTS:

CITY ADMINISTRATOR:

1. FIRE STATION GRANT.  Advised funding was not received under the federal program for building a fire station.  A review letter and two page assessment is attached.
2. WATER LEAK IN NEW WATER TOWER.  Informed the council this afternoon a leak was discovered while filling the new water tower.  Estimated water loss is 175,000 gallons.  CA Shain said the contractor will be here at 10:00 a.m. tomorrow to see if the source of the leak can be identified and fixed.  
3. SPREADSHEET ON SALARY AND BENEFITS.  Reported in detail by Fund budget numbers vs. actual costs for salary and employee benefits.  General Fund expenses and revenues were also discussed at length.  CC Price reviewed the estimated figures calculated for increased costs in 2010 Health Insurance for the city and the employees.  CM Schwindamann talked in detail about specific budgeted figures and employee salaries.  CM Schwindamann moved to increase all employee wages $.25 per hour.  Motion died for lack of a second.  CM Phillips said she feels employee evaluations need to be implemented, but at this time not tying a dollar figure to them.  She also discussed the city covering the increased amount of Health Insurance the employees are paying.  Council discussed in length the portion of insurance the city pays vs. the employee.  More figures and information will be reviewed and discussed at the next work session (June).
At 9:00 p.m., CM Cohorst moved to take a ten (10) minute break.  CM Schwindamann seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.  At 9:10 p.m., Mayor Krug called the meeting back to order. 
CITY CLERK:
1. BLUE CROSS BLUE SHIELD HEALTH INSURANCE.  CM Phillips moved, CM Cohorst seconded to approve the renewal for Heath Insurance with Blue Cross Blue Shield, effective July 1, 2010.  The increase in premium is approximately 11.4%.  This change in effective date was approved by the council to better budget the costs.  The single premium costs $433.51; employee/child, $835.76; employee/spouse, $931.02 and family, $1,333.26.  Motion carried by 5-1 voice vote.  CM Schwindamann voted no, he wanted more discussion on the city paying extra costs for the increase.
2. CARGO NETS FOR CITY PLAYGROUND.  Reported Deputy Clerk Holle and Cemetery/Parks Supervisor Richardson locating a company, Darquest Industries, to get a cargo net for the City Playground in the approximate amount of $965.  A cradle climber costs $990.  Shipping will be no more than $100.  Current playground funds are $6,900.  CM Phillipi moved, CM Throm seconded the purchase of the cargo net and cradle climber from Darquest Industries.  Motion carried unanimously. 
STANDING COMMITTEE REPORTS:

STREET:
1. TRAINING REQUEST, CONCRETE SCHOOL (3 EMPLOYEES).  PWD Mueller requested approval for him, Street Supervisor Nester and Assistant Supervisor Gundelfinger to attend a concrete parking areas training located in Lawrence, Kansas on June 23rd.  Registration costs are $50.00 each.  Mileage, meals and hotel rooms will need to be paid.  CM Schwindamann moved, CM Throm seconded to approve the training request.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
NEW BUSINESS:

1.  CHAMBER REQUEST-BANDSTAND/SIMMONS/CITY HALL CHAIRS.  CC Price briefed the council on a written request from the Chamber of Commerce.  The 312th Army Band will perform on July 20th at 7:00 p.m. in Marysville.  The Chamber is asking for use of the Bandstand power, use of 45 chairs from City Hall, use of Simmons in case of rain and roping off the North entrance off of Highway 77 to the “T” West of the bandstand from 4:00 p.m. until after the performance.  CM Schwindamann moved, CM Throm seconded to approve all requests.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
2.  CHAMBER REQUEST, FREE USE OF SIMMONS AUDITORIUM.  A written request was submitted by the Chamber of Commerce asking for free use of Simmons on June 21st during the Pony Express 150th Anniversary Celebration in case of rain.  CM Throm moved, CM Schwindamann seconded to approve the request.  Motion carried unanimously.   
3.  PURCHASE OF FIREWORKS.  CC Price informed the council donations for this year’s fireworks display total $2,500.  Donations include $500 from Guise Weber; $500 from Helvering Trust; $500 from Sons of the American Legion; $500 from the American Legion and $500 from Citizens State Bank.  Recommendation is for the city to match the donation amount for $2,500 from the Special Parks & Recreation Fund and purchase fireworks in the amount of $5,000.  CM Schwindamann moved, CM Throm seconded to approve the fireworks purchase to Wald & Company in the amount of $5,000; with $2,500 of that being donations.  Motion carried by 4-2 voice vote.  CM Phillipi and CM Phillips voted no.
CITY ATTORNEY:

1. MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING (TAX CREDITS), KOESTER MUSEUM FOUNDATION.  Presented a MOU for the sale of the tax credits for restoration/preservation work on the Koester House Museum.  The MOU states that funds in the amount of $4,549.64 will be transferred to the Koester Museum Foundation.  The funds cannot be used for administrative or operating expenses.  The expenditure of the funds must be reviewed by the Koester Museum Advisory Board and the council.  CM Phillipi moved, CM Schwindamann seconded giving authorization for the Mayor and City Clerk to sign the MOU.  Motion carried unanimously.      
APPROPRIATIONS ORDINANCE NO. 3479
1.   Claims against the fund of the city were submitted for council consideration as follows:  General Fund, $87,445.45; Water Revenue Fund, $104,002.44; Sewage Revenue, $41,607.46; Airport Revolving, $13,730.10; Industrial, $54,022.70; Library Revolving, $5,720.08; Koester Block Maintenance, $5,004.82; Employee Benefit, $22,348.80; Transient Guest Tax, $851.29; and Sales Tax Improvements, $15,261.18; making a total of $349,994.32.
2.   An Appropriations Ordinance was introduced and considered to honor claims against the funds of the City as audited by the Finance Committee.  CM Throm moved, CM Shipman seconded to approve the Appropriations Ordinance.  Motion carried by 6-0 roll call vote.  CC Price assigned the Ordinance No. 3479.
ROUNDTABLE DISCUSSION:
1. NUISANCE/WEED COMPLAINT.  CM Phillipi said a notice needs to be sent to the owners of the old Firestone/Landoll building at 900 Center (North side).  
2. WALL AT BOBBI’S BARBER SHOP (700 BROADWAY).  CM Phillipi asked who is responsible to fix the corner of Bobbi’s Barber Shop because it is falling apart.  CA Shain reported it has been known for several years.  PWD Mueller said he will work on getting a cost estimate for repairs.   
3. WORKSESSION IN JUNE.  CA Shain said the next work session is scheduled for June 3rd.  Several councilmembers said they will not be able to attend.  The work session will be rescheduled to June 7th.  CA Shain also informed the council that Marysville Sports & Recreation will be in attendance to discuss their contract renewal.
4. KEYSTONE ROAD.  CM Shipman asked about the Keystone/11th Road Reclamation Project that Hall Brothers was going to do.  CA Shain informed the council Hall Brothers has not returned his e-mails, and he has heard that they are refusing to work with the city due to the Airport Project being concrete and not asphalt.
5. PIT BULL.  CM Shipman asked if the pit bull dog is still in the city limits.  No decisions were made.
APPOINTMENTS & WAGE DETERMINATIONS:
1.  KOESTER BLOCK MUSUEM ADVISORY BOARD-BRETA BLOOMBERG.  An appointment for Breta Bloomberg to serve on the Koester Museum Advisory Board was presented.  CM Phillips said she wanted to mention the overlap between the Museum Foundation and Museum Advisory Board.  CM Phillipi moved, CM Cohorst seconded to approve the appointment.  Motion carried by 5-1 voice vote.  CM Phillips voted no.
2.  LIBRARY BOARD.  CM Schwindamann moved, CM Throm seconded to approve appointing Courtney Carpenter and Joe Whitesell to the Library Board to serve from April 2010-2014.  Motion carried unanimously.     
RECAP & FOLLOW-UP
1.  AQUATIC DESIGN.  CM Schwindamann commented on being able to afford the new pool.  He spoke about maintenance costs.  Mayor Krug discussed the question being placed on the ballot for the citizens (voters) to decide.  CM Cohorst said he would like to get more accurate information as to the maintenance and costs.  No decisions were made.  
There being no further business at 9:40 p.m., CM Schwindamann moved, CM Shipman seconded to adjourn the meeting.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
