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Regular Meeting
City Hall, Marysville, Kansas May 26, 2009

Members of the Governing Body of the City of Marysville were called to order in regular session at 7:00 p.m. on the date and place noted above with Mayor Krug in the chair.
After the Pledge of Allegiance, roll call was answered by the following council members:  Ackerman, Phillipi, Schwindamann, Phillips, Throm and Peschel.  Absent: Shipman and Price.  A quorum was present.

Minutes of the May 11th meeting were approved as written after a motion by CM Throm, second by CM Ackerman and unanimous voice vote.

VISITORS:

1. FIREWORKS.  Jim Schramm and Jim Chaulk addressed the council in behalf of the American Legion.  Jim Schramm said they are willing to donate half of the cost for the City fireworks display this year.  Council discussed what the actual costs would be, and displays in other cities.  CM Ackerman moved, CM Schwindamann seconded to approve ordering up to $5,000. for fireworks with the City paying half ($2,500) and also paying for the event insurance.  Motion carried by 5-1 voice vote, with CM Phillips opposed.
2. TRANSMISSION MAIN BID.  Charlie Loiseau, Charlie’s Construction, is here with Larson Construction to speak about the bid for the Transmission Line Project (Water Tower).  Charlie said he had gotten a phone call Friday from Ben Day, Olsson Associates that they are recommending the third highest bidder costing the city $30,000 more than the original low bid from Larson Construction.  CA Shain asked Ben Day to address the council.  Ben spoke about the necessary paperwork being required for funding by the Kansas Department of Health and Environment (KDHE), and Larson Construction was not able to meet the requirements.  After more discussion by Ben and the council, CM Phillipi moved to award the bid of the Transmission Line Project to Van Kirk Bros, Contracting, Inc. in the amount of $216,688.46.  CM Throm seconded.  Motion carried by 5-1 voice vote, with CM Peschel voting no.  CM Peschel discussed financing this part of the project differently.  
3. SIGNING OF TOWER/WELLS/TENSION TANK/TRANSMISSION LINE CONTRACT DOCUMENTS.  CA Shain asked for authorization to have the mayor sign the contract documents for the projects.  CM Schwindamann moved, CM Throm seconded to approve the request.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.    
4. TRANSMISSION MAIN BID.  Mayor Krug advised Charlie Loiseau that he could address the council.  Charlie commented on the city rejecting all bids and re-bidding this portion of the project.  CM Schwindamann spoke of time being a factor.  
CONSENT AGENDA.  The Consent Agenda was presented for consideration.  CM Schwindamann moved, CM Throm seconded to approve the Consent Agenda.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.  The Consent Agenda consisted of the following:

· Final Pay Estimate-Goodman Construction in the amount of $3,455.85.
· Engineering Services Payment-Tower Bids to Olsson Associates in the amount of $2,013.80.

· Convention and Tourism payment request for Low German Fest advertisement of $250.00.

STAFF REPORTS:

CITY ADMINISTRATOR:

1. WALNUT STREET WATERLINE PROJECT.  Per consensus from a previous meeting, Rick reported delaying this project until next year.  Tony Duever, Cohorst Associates, updated the costs to install a water line along Walnut Street from 9th Street to 12th Street which will be in the amount of $95,321.  CM Schwindamann spoke about getting funding from a US Rural Development Grant.  CA Shain advised he will check on it.
2. AIRPORT TAXIWAY GRANT.  The FAA has concurred in the award to Ebert Construction for the taxiway grading, and has also provided the Part B Grant offer for $145,964.  Combined with Part A, the grant total is $383,845.  The city portion is now at $20,202.55.  Council discussed the effects of erosion if the paving was not done right away.  CM Ackerman moved to accept the Part B grant offer of $145,964 from the FAA.  CM Phillips seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
3. POOL DRAIN REPORT.  Advised the council a final report from Olsson Associates for the pool drain cover is attached.  The estimated cost for the cover and intake cover for the slide pump will cost approximately $13,000.  Rick said for now we will keep our documentation to show good faith.  It is still unknown who is handling this at a State level, as the regulations are Federal.
4. SIGNAL LIGHT, 10TH AND CENTER.  Reported working with John Cashatt (KDOT) in regards to the light at 10th and Center.  A Protected Only signal gives a green arrow and then it turns red.  Rick said he told John the city would rather have a Protected Permitted, where the turn arrow is followed by a green light for turning when there is a break in traffic.  John is trying to get this issue resolved before the KLINK Project closes so the work may be done under the Hall Brothers Contract.
5. CURB AND GUTTER WORK.  Estimates are attached from Tony Duever, Cohorst Associates which include 2,467 LF of curb and gutter, 20.5 SY of sidewalk replacement, 121.8 SY of driveway approaches, 11 ramps and 2 inlets.  The area chosen is between 14th and 15th from Carolina to Calhoun.  A sole source bid will be brought back for council consideration.  CM Phillipi said he would rather see the money put into the curb and gutter on Highway 36 where the KLINK Overlay is taking place.  After some discussion on cost estimates, replacement in residential areas, and the gutters effect on the new overlay, council consensus is to go out for bids on curb and gutter work along Highway 36, getting different price estimates for Linear Feet.  CA Shain will visit with Tony Duever, Cohorst Associates.
6. WORKSHOP.  Asked the council if they would like to include the budget workshop with the regular workshop that was scheduled for June.  Consensus was to have two separate meetings.  CA Shain said we will schedule the next workshop for the second or third week in June.
7. KANSAS DEPARTMENT OF HEALTH AND ENVIRONMENT APPROVAL.  Reported a letter is attached for KDHE approval of the bid documents for the Tower, Wells and Tension Tank Repairs.
8. TENNIS COURT LIGHT POLES.  A letter was received from Lynette Sandmann from Landoll Corporation in regards to the powder coating of the four tennis court light poles.  The cost will be $100 each.  Rick said the entire project will be less than the $7,000 budgeted.  Council consensus was to move forward with the project.
PUBLIC WORKS DIRECTOR:
1. POOL COMPLIMENTS.  Reported the pool mangers are doing an outstanding job for their first time, and the pool looks great.

2. POOL SLIDE PUMP.  Advised the council the pool pump is fixed for now and thanked the Water Department.

3. CEMETERY COMPLIMENTS.  Thanked the cemetery crew for their work on how the cemetery looked for Memorial Day.

CITY CLERK:

1. POOL EMPLOYEES.  Told the council that Hunter Svoboda will not be working at the pool this year, and the managers are requesting to hire Caleb Frank at $6.85 per hour.  CM Schwindamann moved, CM Throm seconded to approve the request.  Motion carried unanimously.
2. TRAINING REQUEST, CINDY HOLLE.  Asked for permission to send Cindy Holle to a LKM Training, City Clerk Fundamentals, to be held in Leavenworth on June 19th.  Registration cost is $75.00 which includes lunch and materials.  CM Schwindamann moved, CM Ackerman seconded to approve the request.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.

3. PAWNEE MENTAL HEALTH, POOL PASSES.  Discussed a request from John Willey, Pawnee Mental Health in regards to swimming pool passes for the season.  CC Price said in speaking with John he wants the pool to keep a count and bill them for half at the end of the season.  CC Price said in speaking with the pool managers they do not want to keep track all season.  Council discussed different options, and consensus was to allow Pawnee Mental Health to pay for twenty-five passes, the city will match their 25 giving them a total of 50 passes.  If more passes are needed, Pawnee Mental Health will need to bring a request back to the council for consideration.
4. CONSUMPTION REQUEST (SIMMONS), MELISSA O’NEIL.  A request was submitted by Melissa O’Neil to hold her wedding reception in Simmons Auditorium.  She has also submitted a consumption request for alcoholic beverages.  Council discussed competing with the American Legion, and having citizens drinking alcohol in the park.  CM Ackerman asked that the forms be filled out correctly.  CM Schwindamann moved to approve the consumption request.  Motion died for lack of a second.  CM Schwindamann then moved to approve the use of Simmons Auditorium for the wedding reception on September 4th.  CM Throm seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
5. CONSUMPTION REQUEST (ART CENTER), CARLA WOLFE.  M-Act is hosting an annual fundraising event at the Lee Dam Art Center on May 29th and a request for consumption of alcohol has been submitted by Carla Wolfe.  CM Schwindamann moved to approve the request, CM Phillips seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.  
STANDING COMMITTEE REPORTS:
WATER & WASTEWATER TREATMENT:

1. WATER BILL DUE DATE CHANGE, ORDINANCE 1746.  CC Price informed the council that the Water/Sewer Committee spoke about changing the billing due date for water bills.  Due to the radio read system, we are able to send bills closer to the actual water use dates, and not a month behind.  The only change will be moving the delinquent date from the twenty first to the twenty eighth, effective December 1, 2009.  CM Schwindamann moved, CM Phillips seconded to approve Ordinance No. 1746.  Motion carried by 6-0 roll call vote.
CEMETERY & AIRPORT:
1. COMPLIMENTS, CEMETERY.  CM Ackerman thanked the Cemetery Department for their work on the cemetery this Memorial Day.
POLICE & FIRE:

1. 904 WALNUT.  CA Shain reported that John and Laura McNish are out of the rental house 904 Walnut.  He asked if they would like to sale the house and have the buyer move it.  This is going to be moved so a garage can be built for the Police Department.  CM Schwindamann feels we can wait a year or so and rent it out again.  Council discussed being tenants.  CM Ackerman said it would be cheaper to move the house now.  CM Throm asked that the house not be allowed to sit at the end of a street.  Consensus is to work on specifications and move forward with selling the house for moving.  
ADMINISTRATION/FINANCE:
1. PAY PLAN CLASSIFICATION COMMITTEE.  CM Phillips asked if the Pay Plan Classification Committee is still active.  CM Schwindamann discussed this taking effect back when Richard Kyle was Mayor.  Since the pay plan was created, there is no longer a need for that committee.  All topics related to this would now be taken to the Administration/Finance Committee.
NEW BUSINESS:

1. CONVERSION OF PORTION OF NORTH STREET TO CONCRETE.  CA Shain told the council that Street Supervisor Nester put together a cost estimate for materials to convert the portion of North Street from 20th to Frank Marshall Drive from asphalt to concrete.  His estimate including labor is $27,537.42.  This would be funded from Sales Tax and completed as the crew could fit it into their schedule.  CM Ackerman moved, CM Schwindamann seconded to approve the conversion in the amount of $27,537.42.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
CITY ATTORNEY:
EXECUTIVE SESSION.  Laura McNish requested to meet with council in executive session to include CA Shain and CC Price for ten (10) minutes to discuss potential litigation subject to Attorney/Client Privilege.  At 8:15 p.m., CM Schwindamann moved, CM Throm seconded to recess to executive session after a five (5) minute break.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.  At 8:30 p.m., council reconvened.  Laura McNish reported during executive session no binding decisions were reached and council is returning to open session.
APPROPRIATIONS ORDINANCE NO. 3454

1. Claims against the funds of the city were submitted for council consideration as follows:  General, $84,841.99; Water Revenue, $25,129.99; Sewage Revenue, $41,331.49; Airport Revolving; $2,625.00; Special Improvement, $166,932.08; Industrial, $1,755.50; Library Revolving, $4,762.19; Special Parks & Recreation, $619.92; Koester Block Maintenance, $2,197.67; Employee Benefit, $20,063.37; Transient Guest Tax, $1,037.55; Capital Improvements; $2,300.31 and Sales Tax Improvements, $32,374.33; making a total of $385,971.39. 
2. An appropriations ordinance was introduced and considered to honor claims against the funds of the city as audited by the Finance Committee.  CM Throm moved, CM Ackerman seconded to approve the Appropriations Ordinance.  Motion carried by 6-0 roll call vote.  City Clerk Price assigned the Ordinance No. 3454.
ROUNDTABLE DISCUSSION:

1. COMPLIMENTS, AIRPORT.  CM Ackerman commented on the improvements to the Airport looking good.
2. CONSUMPTION REQUEST FORMS.  CM Ackerman asked that the forms for consumption be typed so all information is able to be recorded.  CC Price said she will fix the forms.
3. ART CENTER SHINGLES.  CM Phillipi asked if the Art Center roof has been turned into insurance with the shingles blowing off the roof.  CC Price informed him it had been turned in.
4. REQUEST FOR FUNDS, LOW GERMAN FEST.  CM Phillips commented on a request from the consent agenda and inquired how they determine whether to come to the city or not.  CA Shain advised all requests generally come to the city for approval.  He commented the Low German Fest will draw approximately 200 people to Marysville.
5. CEMETERY, MEMORIAL DAY.  Mayor Krug said he does not feel the same about the Cemetery as the previous comments.  He felt the hedge ways were overgrown and he was disappointed.  He also commented on the speaker system not working.  
6. WALNUT STREET.  Laura McNish said she will be drafting a letter to Tiemann Construction in regards to the Walnut Street Project.  After discussion, she said she will have CA McNish get in contact with CA Shain.
7. DUMP HOURS.  CM Throm asked about the dump hours.  He said he has had comments on having it open another day during the week.  Discussion was made but no decisions.  The dump hours are currently Wednesday 4:00 p.m. to 6:00 p.m., and Saturdays and Sundays 1:00 p.m. to 5:00 p.m.
There being no further business, at 8:40 p.m. CM Ackerman moved to adjourn.  CM Phillipi seconded and motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
