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Regular Meeting
City Hall, Marysville, Kansas June 22, 2009

Members of the Governing Body of the City of Marysville were called to order in regular session at 7:00 p.m. on the date and place noted above with Mayor Krug in the chair.

After the Pledge of Allegiance, roll call was answered by the following council members:  Phillipi, Schwindamann, Phillips, Throm, Shipman, Peschel and Price.  Absent: Ackerman.  A quorum was present.
Minutes of the June 8th meeting were approved as written after a motion by CM Throm, second by CM Shipman and unanimous voice vote.
VISITORS:

1. BEN DAY (OLSSON ASSOCIATES), ENGINEERING AGREEMENT.  Advised the council the budget was exceeded in the amount of $6,000 on the bidding process for the Water Transmission Line Project due to the extra work on the Right Of Way (ROW) issues on 13th Road.  He is asking for contract amendment with a payment in the amount of $2,965.75.  CM Price moved, CM Shipman seconded to approve the request.  Motion carried by 4-3 voice vote with CM Schwindamann, CM Peschel and CM Phillipi opposed.  Obtaining the appropriate easements for the Well Project was discussed.
2. JIM CHAULK, DRIVE REPAIR AT AMERCIAN LEGION.  Jim addressed the council and spoke about the disrepair of the two drive entrances (south) at the American Legion Post #163.  Jim explained they are about six to eight foot sections each.  He said that the Legion will pay for the concrete, but they would like the city to provide the labor costs.  CM Price moved, CM Peschel seconded to approve the request with the Legion paying for concrete and the city providing labor.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
3. DON LANDOLL, AIRPORT IMPROVEMENTS/FLY-IN.  Don talked in detail about the completed improvements at the Airport.  He broke down the costs with $4,333 going to Concrete; $20,432 Masonry; $3,338 Tube & Angle; $2,578 Caps; $1,535 Miscellaneous/Other; and $16,225 for fabrication and installation.  Donations that will be receipted into the Airport Revolving Fund are $9,000 from R.L. or Elsa Helvering Trust; $16,288 from the Viola Cooksey Trust; $16,225 from Landoll Corporation and $6,928 from the Patrick Landoll Memorial totaling $48,441.  CM Peschel moved to accept the donations in turn submitting a check to Landoll Corporation in the amount of $48,441 from the Airport Revolving Fund.  This will also include a sales tax exemption form from the City.  CM Phillipi seconded.  Motion carried by 6-1 voice vote, with CM Schwindamann voting no.  Don reminded the council about the fly-in scheduled for Saturday, June 27th.  
4. TONY DUEVER (COHORST ENGINEERING), CURB & GUTTER/CEMETERY STREETS.  Tony discussed an attached proposal for curb and gutter work on 10th Street.  The project total would include 2,330 Linear Feet with an estimated cost of $95,545.  He also reminded the council this includes a price break of between $8-$10 per foot for anything over 2,000 Linear Feet.  CM Schwindamann commented that he is not against doing the Curb and Gutter Project; he is concerned with Sales Tax Fund spending.  After different discussion between the council, CM Price moved to complete the Cemetery Streets Project and look at completing half of the curb and gutter work in the fall and the other half in the Spring of 2010.  CM Schwindamann seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
5. MICHELLE REINHARDT, CLOSING STREET FOR FIREWORKS.  Michelle asked to have Debbie Lane blocked from 14th to 16th Street on July 4th from 7:00 p.m. to Midnight.  CM Schwindamann moved, CM Shipman seconded to approve the request.  Motion carried by 6-0-1 voice vote, with CM Price answered present.
6. BETTY BELL, TREE BOARD UPDATE.  Betty told the council a Tree Board meeting was held on Thursday and the donation of the 150 Olympic Oaks from Don Holst was discussed.  She said the trees are scheduled to be here in September.
CONSENT AGENDA.  The Consent Agenda was presented for consideration.  After discussion on amending the pay estimate for the Landoll Waterline Project from $3,331.86 to $7,462.89; CM Schwindamann moved, CM Shipman seconded to approve the Consent Agenda.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.  The Consent Agenda consisted of the following:
· Annual Maintenance Renewal (FundBalance) in the amount of $4,445.00.

· Pay Estimate #2-Landoll Waterline Project in the amount of $3,331.86.

STAFF REPORTS:
CITY ADMINISTRATOR:

1. MAIN PUMP STATION PUMPS.  Last March Agland pulled and installed pump #3 at the main pump station which was the spare pump.  A quote for a new pump from Agland is $41,553.  Agland is authorized to do factory repair work, but are not a dealer.  Environmental Protection Services (EPS) cost is $38,925 for the pump which includes coated impellers.  CM Price moved to purchase the pump with EPS in the amount of $38,925.  CM Shipman seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.  This cost will come from the Sewage Replacement Fund.
2. FUNDING FOR WATER IMPPROVEMENTS AND ARRA FUNDING FOR SEWER IMPROVEMENTS.  Reported in order to obtain USDA grant funding, the average water bill would need to be $40 per month.  The current average for Marysville is $21.18, so we do not qualify.  
3. KOESTER MUSEUM UPDATE.  The Koester Museum Board has a proposal from Ralph Schiffbauer to repair to one of the plaster walls on the second story.  They are also working on a proposal from Christy Davis for a historic structures report for preservation of the building.  Some of the items will be presented at future council meetings along with information in regards to an ADT Security System.  Council discussed roof damage with the recent hail/wind storm.
CITY CLERK:

1. FUNDBALANCE TRAINING REQUEST, CINDY HOLLE.  A training course is being offered by FundBalance in Bonner Springs, Kansas on August 12th.  A recommendation was presented to allow Cindy Holle to attend.  Registration costs are $75.00.  CM Schwindamann moved, CM Phillipi seconded to approve the request.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
STANDING COMMITTEE REPORTS:

WATER/WASTEWATER:

1. WATER LEAK.  Supervisor Bargman informed the council of a water leak on North Sixth Street that has been repaired.
PARKS & RECREATION:

1. CITY PLAYGROUND NEGLECT.  CM Throm commented on several items that needed repaired/replaced at the city playground including the buckles from the handicap seat, broken wires in the nets, mulch needing replaced, painting, etc.  CA Shain discussed that there is only one supplier for the nets and they are from Canada.  Mayor Krug asked CM Throm to get in touch with some of the original Committee Members or volunteers of the Playground Project and see if they are interested in assisting with some of the repairs.
POLICE & FIRE:

1. BULLETPROOF VESTS.  Chief Ackerman reported it has been five years since the last purchase of bullet proof vests.  He is requesting to purchase eleven (11) new vests and has obtained three quotes.  The first from Express Police Supply in the amount of $5,520.99; Protective Products in the amount of $7,194.00; and Galls in the amount of $7,492.00.  The Federal Government will reimburse fifty percent of the cost.  Wal-Mart or Drug Funds will pay for the remainder.  This cost will come from the Special Law Fund.  CM Price moved, CM Phillipi seconded to approve the purchase of eleven vests through Express Police Supply in the amount of $5,520.99.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
NEW BUSINESS:

1. RADIO REPLACEMENTS, WATER DEPARTMENT.  A request was submitted for replacement of three radios in the Water Department.  The radios are aging and not working properly.  CM Price moved, CM Schwindamann seconded to approve the purchase in the amount of $500 each from Haug Communications.  Motion carried unanimously.
CITY ATTORNEY:

EXECUTIVE SESSION.  City Attorney McNish requested to meet in executive session for ten (10) minutes with Police Chief Ackerman and CA Shain to discuss personnel.  At 8:07 p.m., CM Schwindamann moved, CM Ackerman seconded to recess to executive session as requested by the City Attorney with a five minute break prior.  Motion carried unanimously.  At 8:22 p.m., council reconvened.  City Attorney McNish advised meeting with council in executive session to discuss personnel, and during that time no decisions were made.  He did request the presence of CA Shain as well as Police Chief Ackerman.  Council is returning back to open session.

APPROPRIATIONS ORDINANCE NO. 3456
1. Claims against the fund of the city were submitted for council consideration as follows:  General Fund, $96,108.41; Water Revenue Fund, $21,058.29; Sewage Revenue, $39,794.98; Street & Highway, $149.68; Special Improvement, $229,081.57; Industrial, $20,844.57; Library Revolving, $5,251.75; Special Parks & Recreation, $5,957.50; Koester Block Maintenance, $1,214.50; Employee Benefit, $37,927.50; Transient Guest Tax, $78.28; and Sales Tax Improvements, $20,876.85; making a total of $478,343.88.

2. An Appropriations Ordinance was introduced and considered to honor claims against the funds of the City as audited by the Finance Committee.  CM Phillipi questioned a charge for an umbrella at the Pony Park.  CA Shain advised it was damaged in the hail storm, and a new one will be ordered to replace it.  CM Throm moved, CM Shipman seconded to approve the Appropriations Ordinance.  Motion carried by 7-0 roll call vote.  CC Price assigned the Ordinance No. 3456.

ROUNDTABLE DISCUSSION:

1.  KLINK PROJECT, MANHOLES.  CM Throm inquired if the manholes on the KLINK Overlay Project would be reset as they are 1” to 1 ½” short from being level with the overlay.  CA Shain said he will follow up on this.
2. NO PARKING, 8TH & CAROLINA.  CM Shipman asked about getting the area at 8th and Carolina designated no parking.  He talked in the previous work session about big trucks parking there and not being able to see.  City Attorney McNish discussed a Resolution being sufficient.  CM Shipman also commented on the curb and gutter needing replaced.
3. KLINK PROJECT, TRAFFIC MARKINGS.  CM Shipman inquired about the left turn arrows and stripes from 4th Street to 15th Street for the left turns would be painted back the way they were.  CA Shain advised they are going to paint it the way it was previous to the project.
4. DRAINAGE ISSUE, SOUTH 13TH STREET.  CM Peschel wanted to know where the City was with the drainage issue on South 13th Street.  City Attorney McNish reported that one easement has been obtained, and he is waiting for one more to be signed.  He said these are temporary construction easements to fill the low spots.  At one time the consideration was to put in a drain pipe and now that will not work.  CA Shain said there does not seem to be any other way to drain the pond.  The easements must be obtained first.  CA Shain said PWD Mueller advised there was no problem with mosquitoes.  CM Phillips reported the County Health nurse said it is a Health Hazard, and the County Commissioners voted this is the City’s problem.
5. RESIGNATION, JOSE VILLASENOR.  CM Price moved to pay Police Officer Jose Villasenor all of his family leave in one lump sum payment and sick leave and also to accept his resignation.  CM Shipman seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.   
6. NO PARKING, 8TH & CAROLINA.  City Attorney McNish asked for the specific address discussed previous that CM Shipman wants to mark as no parking.  The location is 8th & Carolina on the west side of 8th Street.  He said this would fall under Section 14-203 of the Marysville City Code and could be changed by Resolution.
7. BUDGET WORK SESSION.  CA Shain reported a budget work session will be held after the next council meeting on July 13th.
8. THANK YOU, KLINK OVERLAY CREW.  Citizen Betty Bell gave thanks to the crews working on the KLINK Overlay Project and talked about how courteous the workers were.
APPOINTMENTS & WAGE DETERMINATIONS:

1. WATER DEPARTMENT NEW HIRES.  CA Shain reported on bringing the Water/Sewer Department back to full staff, with the hiring of three new full time employees.  CM Shipman questioned whether they were all needed.  Council discussed spreading employees to other departments when needed.  CM Schwindamann moved, CM Throm seconded to hire the following full time employees with the wage determinations effective beginning June 22, 2009 as follows:
· Brad Cook/Maintenance Worker II (T&D)-$10.28/hour
· Judson Albrets/General Laborer (Collections/Sanitary Sewer)-$9.64/hour
· Alan Dettimore/General Laborer (T&D)-$9.64/hour
There being no further business, at 8:40 p.m. a motion was made by CM Phillipi, seconded by CM Schwindamann to adjourn.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
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
