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 Regular Meeting
City Hall, Marysville Kansas-June 28, 2010
Members of the Governing Body of the City of Marysville were called to order in regular session at 7:00 p.m. on the date and place noted above with Mayor Krug in the chair.
After the Pledge of Allegiance, roll call was answered by the following council members:  Cohorst, Schwindamann, Phillips, Throm, Shipman, Peschel and Price.  Absent: Phillipi.  A quorum was present.

Minutes of the June 14th meeting were approved as written after a motion by CM Throm, second by CM Shipman and unanimous voice vote.
VISITORS:

1. KEVIN MCELYEA-AQUATIC DESIGN (POOL).  An outdoor pool/water park layout is attached with an estimated cost of $4,850,000.  Operating costs are estimated at $186,000 with expected revenues in the amount of $181,000.  Kevin gave a detailed overview of the entire proposal which includes two separate heated pools, a lazy river, family slide, water slide and several different water features.  The competition pool (laps, lessons, swim team, etc.) could be constructed with an apron system so it could be enclosed in the future.  It is estimated at least fourteen (14) guards would need to be on duty at one time.  Kevin also discussed the depth of the water, measurements of both pools and chemical treatment options.  Council inquired about the warranty and repairs/service.  A five year water tight warranty is what is required with Aquatic Design, and this design is a fifty year structure.  Maintenance and replacements of pumps, motors, etc. may need to be made along the way, but there shouldn’t be any major settling/structural issues.  Kevin also talked about a finishing product called Diamond Bright, which has a life expectancy of eight to ten years (included in the cost).  Sandblasting/Painting would need to be re-applied every three years.         
2. RICK ENSZ, SALES TAX QUESTION.  Rick Ensz discussed the actual sales tax question that would be placed on the election ballot.  Also discussed was payoff of the bonds, bond rates, sunset provisions, future construction costs and who will provide funding for public informational meetings, etc.  Rick Ensz presented a draft question as follows: “Shall a retailers’ sales tax in the amount of one percent (1%) be levied in the City of Marysville, Kansas (the “City”), to take effect April 1, 2011 with revenue from such tax to be used for general governmental purposes including providing funds to (a) construct a public swimming pool; (b) construct public tennis courts; (c) develop other recreational projects; (d) construct a fire station; and (e) provide property tax relief, all pursuant to K. S. A. 12-187, et seq as amended?”  Council asked to include the words construct, operate and maintain and to remove or re-word item (c).  The question will be re-worded by CA McNish, CA Shain and Rick Ensz and brought back to the next regular meeting.
3. FINANCIAL ADVISORY AGREEMENT, RICK ENSZ.  CA Shain briefed the council on an attached financial agreement to retain Cooper Malone McClain, Inc.  He said the original agreement does not expire until September.  Since there have been discussions in regards to rate structures for the water and sewer fees, he would like to renew the agreement in advance.  CM Price moved, CM Throm second to approve the agreement with Cooper Malone McClain from June 28, 2010 ending June 30, 2013.  Motion carried by 5-2 voice vote.  CM Cohorst and CM Peschel voting no.  
4. ACQUATIC DESIGN, AGREEMENT FOR PROFESSIONAL DESIGN SERVICES.  Kevin reported that no payment would be due if the sales tax issue doesn’t pass.  If the pool/water park does become an actual project, then the fees associated with the design are 7.5% of the total construction costs.  Kevin also explained a webpage would be designed so citizens could view the proposed project.  CA McNish asked about inspections.  CM Throm moved, CM Shipman seconded to authorize the Mayor to sign the agreement with Aquatic Design.  Motion carried unanimously.             
5. PAM DANKENBRING, TRANSIENT GUEST TAX INCREASE.  Pam Dankenbring said that the Transient Guest Tax rate is 2% and has been since 1987.  A listing of budgeted items was presented, and they would like to increase the tax rate to 4% to further promote tournaments, conventions, and to help fund other activities.  The tax is collected from the Motel rooms within the city limits.  Rates of other cities/counties were reviewed and discussed.  CM Schwindamann moved to increase the tax rate from 2% to 5%, CM Shipman seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.  An ordinance will be submitted at the next regular meeting for approval.
CONSENT AGENDA. The Consent Agenda was presented for consideration.  CM Throm moved to approve the Consent Agenda.  CM Shipman seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.  The Consent Agenda consisted of the following:

STAFF REPORTS:

CITY ADMINISTRATOR:

1. PAYMENT IN LIEU OF TAXES (SENIOR HOUSING DEVELOPMENT-EXCEL GROUP).  Advised an agreement is attached.  During previous discussions, statements were made that the project would be fully taxable, and would not have exemptions.  A lump sum payment amount for the taxes is in the amount of $7,820.00.  CA McNish explained the Neighborhood Revitalization Program.  CM Throm moved, CM Shipman seconded to authorize the Mayor to sign the (PILOT) agreement.  Motion carried by 6-1 voice vote.  CM Peschel voted no.
2. ROADY ANNEXATION.  Informed the council all documents have been signed by Wayne and Sharon Roady.  They will be filed at the Courthouse.  An ordinance for annexation is listed later on the Agenda.
3. AIRPORT UPDATE.  Reported waiting on the FAA for funding who in turn is still waiting on Congressional funding.  If the wait goes on without any action the project may be delayed until spring.  We would not be required to re-bid, we can ask the Engineer to give an extension if necessary.  Rick said a letter was received about a pilot program (grant) through Kansas Department of Transportation (KDOT).  Diane and Heather, Olsson Associates suggested trying to get the crossroads project funded with this grant.  The grant is a 50/50 match.  The project would be for the midfield connector.  The FAA previously paid to grade the area, but would not pay to have it paved.  CM Price asked how this would be funded.  Rick said Sales Tax.  He said he would prepare the grant for approval in the future.
4. SALES TAX RECEIPTS.  Receipts for June were the highest to date.  We received $77,740.77.  For the year, we stand at $431,078 compared to $412,196 last year, an increase of $18,882.
5. BUDGET SESSION.  Assessed valuation numbers will not be received until July 1st.  A meeting needs to be scheduled to discuss the budget and capital outlay items.  Rick said he would check the public room calendar and schedule something for the first or second week of July.
6. WALNUT STREET WATERLINE PROJECT.  The Contractor started working on the project last Friday.  Their equipment will be stored at 7th and Walnut Street.
7. AIRPORT LAND ACQUISITION GRANT.  A Letter from Gayla Rich at the FAA is attached advising they have closed out the land acquisition grant.  The original grant amount was $106,578 and the amount reimbursed was $101,656.
8. SPRING CREEK UPDATE.  Reported that we will apply for a MWP #3 maintenance permit which will allow for silt and debris removal.  PWD Mueller is doing calculations in regards to the silt and brush that will need to be removed.  The long term project is still in the works.  There is a Congressional Committee that meets twice per year and this project is on their list.  CA Shain will work with CA McNish on easements in the area.                  
PUBLIC WORKS DIRECTOR:
1. LEVEE GATES.  Reported opening the gates due to the river being up the last few weeks.  
CITY CLERK:
1. FIREWORKS WAIVER, GERARD & ROBERTA TEMEYER (11TH Road).   A waiver application/request is attached asking to shoot fireworks later than midnight, but no later than 1:00 a.m. on July 3rd.  CM Throm moved, CM Schwindamann seconded to approve the request.  Motion carried unanimously.  
STANDING COMMITTEE REPORTS:

WATER & WASTEWATER:
1. NEW TOWER/MICRO-COMM.  CA Shain reported that Micro-Comm was still working on changing the controls from the standpipe to the new tower.
POLICE & FIRE:

1.  FORESTRY GRANT 2010.  The application submitted for the Forestry Grant by the Fire Department has been approved in the amount of $4,964.00.  This is a 50/50 match.  CM Price moved, CM Throm seconded to accept the grant.  Motion carried unanimously.
2. GRANT FOR DE-FIBULATORS.  Police Chief Ackerman reported a grant was submitted for de-fibulators.  There have been requests made in the amount of $12,000,000 with funds of only $3,000,000.  He said a response should be received by July 12th.
3. SPEED TRAILER.  Police Chief Ackerman said the City of Blue Rapids used the speed trailer this weekend and collected more than $9,000 in tickets.  A waiver release is signed anytime the equipment is used outside of the City.     
NEW BUSINESS:

1. NON-SMOKING AREAS POLICY (A-68).  CM Price moved to table.  Motion died for lack of a second.  CA McNish gave an explanation of the policy and said the difference between the policy and the current ordinance is the extension of the ban being a ten (10) foot radius from an entry way.  CM Phillips and CM Shipman made comments about enforcing the ordinance.  CM Throm moved, CM Shipman seconded to approve the policy.  Motion carried by 6-1 voice vote.  CM Price voted no.
2. RESOLUTION 2010-02, TAX CREDITS TO KOESTER HOUSE FOUNDATION.  Resolution 2010-02 was presented to transfer funds from the Koester Block Fund to the Koester House Museum Foundation in the amount of $4,549.64 from sales tax credits.  A previous MOU was signed by the Mayor authorizing the transfer.  CM Peschel moved, CM Throm seconded to approve the resolution.  Motion carried unanimously.
3. LEASE AGREEMENT, LANDOLL AIRPORT PARKING.  CA McNish briefed the council on the renewal agreement.  Everything is the same, with the exception of the monies being collected changing from $200 annually to $300.  CM Throm moved to approve the agreement.  Motion died for lack of a second.  Council discussed expansion of the parking lot.  Council consensus was that an ordinance be presented for no parking along Airport Road all the way to the Airport (both sides) and no parking on 20th Street from North Street to Airport Road (both sides), no exceptions.  No further action was taken.
4. ORDINANCE NO. 1761, ANNEXATION (ROADY-1203 8TH ROAD).  An ordinance was presented as follows: “AN ORDINANCE ANNEXING LAND TO THE CITY OF MARYSVILLE, KANSAS.”  CM Throm moved, CM Cohorst seconded to approve Ordinance No. 1761.  Motion carried by 7-0 roll call vote.
5. ORDINANCE NO. 1762, AMENDMENT TO HEALTH NUISANCE LAWS.  An ordinance was presented as follows: “AN ORDINANCE AMENDING ARTICLE 2, HEALTH NUISANCES, AS REGULATED PURSUANT TO THE AUTHORITY PROVIDED IN CHAPTER VIII OF THE MARYSVILLE CITY CODE.”  CM Throm moved, CM Schwindamann seconded to approve the Ordinance No. 1762.  Motion carried by 7-0 roll call vote.             
APPROPRIATIONS ORDINANCE NO. 3481
1.   Claims against the fund of the city were submitted for council consideration as follows:  General Fund, $98,733.42; Water Revenue Fund, $106,968.65; Sewage Revenue, $45,281.01; Airport Revolving, $5,475.00; Industrial, $25.00; Library Revolving, $5,716.09; Koester Block Maintenance, $1,284.62; Employee Benefit, $24,714.06; Transient Guest Tax, $44.45; and Sales Tax Improvements, $20,342.07; making a total of $308,584.37.
2.   An Appropriations Ordinance was introduced and considered to honor claims against the funds of the City as audited by the Finance Committee.  CM Schwindamann moved, CM Throm seconded to approve the Appropriations Ordinance.  Motion carried by 7-0 roll call vote.  CC Price assigned the Ordinance No. 3481.
ROUNDTABLE DISCUSSION:
1. NATIONAL GUARD TROOPS RETURNING.  PWD Mueller informed the council the National Guard will be returning from overseas tentatively on July 20th.  
2. TENNIS COURT LIGHTS.  CM Schwindamann inquired about the progress of the tennis court lights.  PWD Mueller said they have been waiting to see about the sales tax issue.  Council concurred that the lights need to be installed.
3. PARKING DURING SWIM MEETS.  CM Phillips asked about parking in a no-parking zone for a recent swim meet.  PWD Mueller said there was no request for permission to cover the no parking signs as in years past.  
4. SEWER LINE EXTENSION (8TH ROAD-ROADY).  CM Price moved, CM Schwindamann seconded to accept the Engineering Agreement with CES for the sewer line extension on 8th Road.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.  

5. SEWER PUMPS, LAKEVIEW COMPLEX.   CM Throm inquired if the grinder pumps were replaced at Lakeview Complex.  CA Shain said he will follow up with Water and Wastewater Supervisor Bargman. 

6. 20TH STREET FAILURES.  CM Throm said when driving out of the Lakeview Complex there are failures to the asphalt.  CM Price informed CA Shain to put 20th Street on the project list. 
7. TERRY DOUGLAS FUNERAL SERVICE.  Mayor Krug expressed his appreciation for the services provided by the Police Department at the Terry Douglas Funeral earlier this morning.  CM Shipman said he was also impressed.
8. CAROL PHILLIPS, UPDATE.  CM Phillips said she spent a good two weeks up on North 8th Street, and that she is testing the home out.
APPOINTMENTS & WAGE DETERMINATIONS:
1. RILEY RUSSELL, SWIMMING LESSONS INSTRUCTOR.  CM Throm moved, CM Cohorst seconded to approve hiring Riley Russell as a seasonal pool employee at $7.50 per hour.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
There being no further business at 9:36 p.m., CM Throm moved, CM Shipman seconded to adjourn the meeting.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
