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Regular Meeting
City Hall, Marysville Kansas-July 12, 2010
Members of the Governing Body of the City of Marysville were called to order in regular session at 7:00 p.m. on the date and place noted above with Mayor Bernie Krug in the chair.
After the Pledge of Allegiance, roll call was answered by the following council members:  Cohorst, Phillipi, Phillips, Throm, Shipman, Peschel and Price.  Absent: Schwindamann.  A quorum was present.

Minutes of the June 21st meeting were approved as written after a motion by CM Throm, second by CM Shipman and unanimous voice vote.

VISITORS:

1. RICK ENSZ, ORDINANCE NO. 1763-SALES TAX QUESTION.  An ordinance was presented as follows: “AN ORDINANCE TO SUBMIT TO THE QUALIFIED ELECTORS OF THE CITY OF MARYSVILLE, KANSAS THE PROPOSITION OF LEVYING A ONE CENT (1.0%) RETAILERS’ SALES TAX IN THE CITY.”  Rick Ensz, Financial Advisor answered specific questions in regards to providing property tax relief.  Future projects have been ear marked to be paid with Sales Tax Funds.  CM Price asked if transferring more Sales Tax Funds to the General Fund would leave the city short for funding those projects.  CM Price also said that voters will want to know exactly how much tax relief will be provided.  He said some tough decision will need to be made at the budget workshop Thursday.  Rick Ensz said there are too many unknown factors for projecting the amount of tax relief.  CM Throm moved, CM Peschel seconded to approve Ordinance No. 1763.  Motion carried by 7-0 roll call vote.      
2. LIZ DOLL, KANSAS VISITORS GUIDE BOOK, $120.  Liz Doll was not in attendance.  CA Shain said a payment request was submitted from the Convention and Tourism Committee for funding advertisement in the Kansas Visitors Guide Book in the amount of $120.  CM Phillipi moved, CM Cohorst seconded to approve the request.  Motion carried unanimously.
3. KEITH BEIKMAN, FOOTBALL PRACTICE (INDUSTRIAL PARK).  Keith stated he is here on behalf of the 5th and 6th grade football team.  Dan Hooyer, Hooyer Construction has agreed to allow football practice on his property located in the Industrial Park beginning August 2nd.  He asked that a porta potty be provided for practice, as he said they were promised a field with restrooms last year.  The field is not ready due to the weather.  CM Price moved, CM Shipman seconded to provide a porta potty for practice; meanwhile CA Shain is to find out when it will be serviced and who will service it.  Motion carried by unanimously.     
CONSENT AGENDA. The Consent Agenda was presented for consideration.  CM Throm moved to approve the Consent Agenda.  CM Shipman seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.  The Consent Agenda consisted of the following:
· City Clerk’s Report for July showed $71,366.38 collected in receipts with a like amount being deposited with the City Treasurer.

· Municipal Judge’s Report for July showed $7,749.64 being deposited with the City Treasurer and $565.50 being forwarded to the State Treasurer for Judicial Branch Education, court costs and law enforcement training.

· Revenue/Expenditure Budget Reports through July 2010 showed adjusted accumulated revenues in the General Fund of $1,975,803 or 82% of budget; Water Revenue Fund, $921,317 or 57% of budget; Sewage Revenue Fund, $861,452 or 70% of budget.  Adjusted statement of expenditures in the General Fund totaled $959,933 or 41% of budget; Water Revenue Fund, $477,524 or 31% of budget and Sewage Revenue Fund, $321,520 or 30% of budget.

· Pay Request, Engeman Drainage (Walnut Street Waterline Project), $34,756.48.
· Pay Request, Clarke Well & Equipment (Tower/Wells), $41,533.86.

· Pay Request, Olsson Associates (Tower/Wells), $11,610.20.

· Pay Request, CB&I (Tower/Wells), $27,261.00.

STAFF REPORTS:

CITY ADMINISTRATOR:

1. CASH AND BUDGET STATEMENTS.  Attached are monthly cash and budget statements along with comparative statements for the General, Water, Sewer and Sales Tax Funds.  Expenses in the General Fund are $45,395 under last year.  The Water Revenue Fund ended in the red by $390; Sewer Revenue ended in the black due to the sewer assessments; and the Sales Tax Fund finished in the black with revenues exceeding expenses.  The current balance in the Sales Tax Fund is $2,119,951.28.  
2. 2011 BUDGET.  The workshop is scheduled for Thursday at 5:00 p.m.  The valuation certificate was received on June 30th.  The County Clerk called on July 7th to notify us that as of November 1, 2010 our valuation will drop by $788,783 from the effect of the new Landoll facility going off the tax rolls.  More information will be given at the workshop.   
3. ROADY SEWER LINE.  Design is progressing and the appropriate easements are being obtained.  CA Shain inquired if the council wanted to use a formal bid process or send letters to two or three different firms.  Council concurred to use the formal bid process.
4. KDOT APPLICATION.  Attached is a completed application through KDOT for the Pilot Program which funds 75% of construction costs for paving the airport crossways.  The total construction costs are estimated to be $110,678.08.  The cities portion is $27,669.52.  CM Price moved to submit the application, CM Phillipi seconded.  Motion carried by 6-1 voice vote, CM Cohorst voted no.
5. FIRE STATION CONSTRUCTION.  Ralph Balaun will be present for the next regular council meeting, June 26th to present a floor plan and elevation for a fire station.  He will provide costs for a modular building vs. a steel building.
6. OLSSON ASSOCIATES, ENGINEER’S CERTIFICATION (TOWER/WELLS).   A letter and punch list have been provided by Olsson Associates for completion of the water tower/wells project.  CA Shain reported on specific items that still need to be finished.  Council consensus is not to take ownership of the tower/wells until the completion date of September 1st.  At the request of council, CC Price will check with the insurance company and make sure the tower/wells are insured.  No further action was taken.
PUBLIC WORKS DIRECTOR:
1. TENSION TANK OFF-LINE.  Reported Tension Tank has been drained and is awaiting repairs.  The water pumps are operating in manual mode.  The repairs, by Maguire Iron, should take 30-45 days.  
CITY CLERK:

1. POOL PASSES, PAWNEE MENTAL HEALTH.  A request was submitted for the purchase of fifteen pool passes at $2.00 each and ten pool passes at $2.50 each.  The request also asks for like matching amounts.  CM Price moved, CM Throm seconded to approve the request.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.  
STANDING COMMITTEE REPORTS:

STREET:

1. SIXTH STREET TRENCH.  CM Price inquired why there’s a big trench on 6th Street.  CA Shain responded it is for replacement of the waterline, and there was a problem with the storm drain being too shallow.  PWD Mueller said we will work around the situation.  The waterline is being replaced in advance of concrete being poured.
2. STREET SEALING.  CM Throm inquired as to when sealing would begin.  PWD Mueller responded it would be the end of this week or beginning of next.
NEW BUSINESS:

1. INTERNET SERVICE, KOESTER HOUSE MUSEUM.  The Koester House Museum Advisory Board is proposing to add internet service at the Koester House Museum.  John Howard, Curator and his granddaughter, Rheba Howard addressed the council as to the reasoning.  Rheba said she will be volunteering this summer, and she has previously worked with a cataloging program which requires updates that can be provided free online.  Costs with Blue Valley Telecommunications are a onetime $29.95 fee for installation, $39.95 per month with a $3.00 per month modem lease fee.  CM Peschel moved, CM Shipman seconded to approve the request.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
2. MARSHALL COUNTY PARTNERSHIP FOR GROWTH.  A request for funding was submitted in the amount of $1,635.50 annually.  Half, or $817.75 is the 2010 investment amount.  The funding is to further the economic development of Marshall County, Kansas and to promote and assist the growth and development of industry, including small businesses, in the Corporation’s service area.  CM Phillipi moved, CM Throm seconded to approve the funding.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
3. CHARTER ORDINANCE 19, TRANSIENT GUEST TAX TO 5%.  A Charter Ordinance was presented as follows: “CHARTER ORDINANCE EXEMPTING THE CITY OF MARYSVILLE, KANSAS, FROM THE PROVISIONS OF SUB-PARAGRAPH (a) OF K.S.A. 12-1697, WHICH RELATE TO THE LEVY OF A TRANSIENT GUEST TAX, TO THE MAXIMUM RATE THEREOF, AND TO THE PURPOSES FOR WHICH SUCH TRANSIENT GUEST TAX MONIES MAY BE SPENT; AND PROVIDING SUBSTITUTE AND ADDITIONAL PROVISIONS ON THE SAME SUBJECTS.”  This ordinance will provide for an increase in bed tax from 2% to 5%.  Council discussed many options including setting the amount by resolution each year, being competitive, and not pricing yourself out of business.  CM Cohorst moved to adopt Charter Ordinance No. 19, CM Price seconded.  Motion carried by 7-0 roll call vote.
4. NO PARKING ORDINANCE.  CA Shain informed the council this was still a work in progress.  Some of the areas need to be re-worked.  This will be brought back to a later meeting.
CITY ATTORNEY:

EXECUTIVE SESSION.  At 8:13 p.m., CM Phillipi moved to meet in executive session with CA Shain and PWD Mueller as requested by CA McNish, CM Cohorst and CM Price for forty (40) minutes to discuss litigation and personnel.  A seven (7) minute break will be taken prior to executive session.  CM Cohorst seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.  At 9:00 p.m., council reconvened.  CA McNish reported council met in executive session including CA Shain and PWD Mueller to discuss litigation and personnel.  During that time no decisions or action was taken.  Council is returning back to open session.
1. CODE BOOK REVIEW, CHAPTER ONE (1).  CA McNish asked for some direction on review of the code book.  The first chapter is the “nuts and bolts” of the city.  Per council consensus a review of chapter one will be completed after the budget hearing Thursday.  CA McNish informed council on which articles need to be focused on.
APPROPRIATIONS ORDINANCE NO. 3482
1. Claims against the funds of the city were submitted for council consideration as follows:  General Fund, $95,367.42; Water Revenue Fund, $29,645.80; Sewage Revenue, $11,307.14; Water Deposit, $2,540.00; Industrial, $8,179.16; Library Revolving, $4,788.50; Special Parks & Recreation, $9,537.76; Koester Block Maintenance, $5,252.99; Employee Benefit, $5,911.31;  Transient Guest Tax, $518.75; Capital Improvements, $7,721.64; Sales Tax Improvements, $56.07; and Water Utility Reserve, $17,378.24; making a total of $198,204.78.

2. An Appropriations Ordinance was introduced and considered to honor claims against the funds of the City as audited by the Finance Committee.  CM Throm moved to approve the Appropriations Ordinance.  CM Shipman seconded.  Motion carried by 7-0 roll call vote.  City Clerk Price assigned the Ordinance No. 3482.
ROUNDTABLE DISCUSSION:

1. MOSQUITO CONTROL.  CM Throm asked if any mosquito tablets had been thrown into a area of standing water behind Latta Plumbing (405 Spring Street).  PWD Mueller said no.  CM Price inquired on the active ingredient in the tablets.  PWD Mueller said he did not know.
2. 5TH AND OAK STREET.  CM Throm questioned a corner at 5th and Oak Street that needs to be mowed.  CA Shain said he will follow up, he also said PWD Mueller has a map.
3. PAY REQUEST ON CONSENT AGENDA, NAMES OF WORKERS.  CM Shipman asked about a pay request submitted by Olsson Associates (Page 31 of current Agenda), which lists the names of all of the workers.  CM Shipman asked if they were all involved in the project.  CA Shain gave specific job descriptions of the individuals he knows from the list.
4. WEEDS IN SIDEWALK, KOESTER HOUSE RESTAURANT (LAS CABANAS).  CM Peschel asked if the Restaurant was responsible for the weeks in the sidewalk and around the fence.  CC Price said she would notify them to take care of it.
5. THANK YOU, PARTNERSHIP FOR GROWTH.  CM Peschel thanked the council for their support with the County and Partnership for Growth.  He said the funds will help with an Industrial Park study.  The previous housing study was mailed to different developers, and USDA Rural Development uses the study as a prototype for other communities. 
6. WEED NOTICES.  Mayor Krug inquired about weeds at a property located at 15th and Elm Streets and 10th and Jenkins Streets.  CA Shain said he will follow up with CI Richardson to make sure they have been sent weed notices.
7. SENIOR HOUSING DEVELOPMENT GROUND BREAKING.  CC Price reported that the ground breaking ceremony for the Senior Living Development (11th and Prairie Road) will take place on site at 1:00 p.m. on Thursday.
8. PAVING LAKEVIEW ROAD.  CM Cohorst commented that the crews did a great job paving/rocking the road to Lakeview Complex.
APPOINTMENTS:  
1. KOESTER HOUSE MUSEUM ADVISORY BOARD.  Mayor Krug presented the following appointments for approval:

CM Throm moved, CM Phillipi seconded to approve the resignation.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.

CM Phillipi moved, CM Throm seconded to approve the appointment.  Motion carried unanimously.  CM Phillips said recognition should be given for a member’s hard work.
There being no further business at 9:25 p.m., CM Throm moved, CM Shipman seconded to adjourn the meeting.  Motion carried unanimously.  
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
