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Regular Meeting
City Hall, Marysville, Kansas July 13, 2009

Members of the Governing Body of the City of Marysville were called to order in regular session at 7:00 p.m. on the date and place noted above with Mayor Krug in the chair.

After the Pledge of Allegiance, roll call was answered by the following council members:  Ackerman, Phillipi, Schwindamann, Phillips, Shipman, and Peschel.  Absent: Throm and Price.  A quorum was present.

City Attorney McNish briefed the council on an amendment to the meeting minutes of June 22nd.  The amendment is concerning resignation of Police Officer Jose Villasenor.  The motion will be amended to read: CM Price moved to accept the voluntary resignation of Police Officer Jose Villasenor, effective July 4, 2009 and to pay a lump sum amount of $2,624.81 in lieu of any sick leave, vacation leave or federal or state statutory benefits or other benefits under the City’s employee manual.  CM Shipman seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.  CM Phillipi moved to approve the amendment to the minutes.  CM Shipman seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.

Minutes of the June 22nd meeting were approved as amended after a motion by CM Schwindamann second by CM Shipman and unanimous voice vote.
VISITORS:

1. SHARON KESSINGER, KOESTER MUSEUM FOUNDATION.  Sharon Kessinger reported to the council that a stock donation was left to the Koester Museum Foundation in the amount of $25,000.  The City has been holding the funds while the Foundation obtained a 501 c(3) status.  Sharon said that has been complete, and she is asking that the City return the funds.  The funds are to be used specifically to develop a master plan for the entire site of the Koester Museum.  CM Schwindamann questioned whether a master plan needed to be completed again, as he thought it was already done.  CA Shain advised a study was done on the entire Koester Block and not the Koester Museum.  CM Shipman moved to pay out the funds to the Koester Museum Foundation.  CM Ackerman seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
2. JONI SPELLMEIER, RSVP LOCATION/SIGN.  Joni Spellmeier, RSVP Director advised that RSVP would be moving its location from the Helvering Center (111 S. 8th) to 109 S. 8th.  She submitted a sign permit request to move the stone sign to the new location.  She discussed how the sign would be anchored, and CM Phillipi questioned the anchorage being sufficient for safety reasons.  After more discussion by the council, Joni said she would see if it would be possible to attach the rock to the building.  Mayor Krug asked her to report back at the next council meeting.  CM Schwindamann moved to approve the sign permit.  CM Shipman seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.  
3. REESE & NOVELLY, AUDIT 2008.  Melanie Tuttle and Carol McCullough representing Reese & Novelly, P.A.  discussed the Koester Museum Foundation issue.  Carol said that if they would have known the funds were restricted, she would have included a note in the 2008 budget that they are here to present.  Melanie then addressed the council and gave a quick overview of the 2008 budget.  There were no findings of misstatements.  Melanie talked about recommendations from last year’s audit being implemented.  She discussed and made comments on elimination of the Employee Benefit Fund, Payroll relating to overtime calculations, General Ledger and the reduction of line items, Pool transactions, Petty Cash, the Treasurer and the Library.
CONSENT AGENDA.  The Consent Agenda was presented for consideration.  CC Price asked to add Investment of Idle Funds.  CA Shain asked to change the Pay Request for the KLINK Overlay and take off $11,190.25.  CM Ackerman moved to approve the consent agenda with the addition and amendment.  CM Shipman seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.  The Consent Agenda consisted of the following.
· City Clerk’s Report for June showed $102,593.46 collected in receipts with a like amount being deposited with the City Treasurer.

· Municipal Judge’s Report for June showed $6,141.25 being deposited with the City Treasurer and $409.50 being forwarded to the State Treasurer for Judicial Branch Education, court costs and law enforcement training.

· Revenue/Expenditure Budget Reports through June 2009 showed unadjusted accumulated revenues in the General Fund of $1,954,265 or 82% of budget; Water Revenue Fund, $614,596 or 26% of budget; Sewage Revenue Fund, $848,727 or 72% of budget.  Unadjusted statement of expenditures in the General Fund totaled $946,599 or 40% of budget; Water Revenue Fund, $253,116 or 11% of budget and Sewage Revenue Fund, $309,685 or 29% of budget.

· Payment Request-Olsson Associates in the amount of $2,031.29 for the Airport Taxiway Grading Project.
· Payment Request-Schwab Eaton, P.A. in the amount of $11,190.25 for Engineering Services on the KLINK Overlay Project.
· Convention & Tourism payment requests; $100, $150, $149.50, $164.77.

· Payment Request-Hall Brothers Construction in the amount of $383,823.72 for the KLINK Overlay Project.

STAFF REPORTS:

CITY ADMINISTRATOR:

1. BUDGET BALANCES.  Spreadsheets with current figures for the end of June are attached showing all funds, as well as comparison sheets for the General Fund, Water Revenue Fund, Sewage Revenue Fund and Sales Tax Funds.  Revenues were lower but expenses were higher this June as compared to 2008.  The Water Revenue Fund finished in the black by $22,902 for the month, and the Sewer Revenue Fund also finished in the black.  The Sales Tax Fund finished in the black by almost $40,000.
2. SALES TAX.  Receipts to date are $412,196 compared to last years to date receipts of $459,802.  The difference is $-47,606.
3. SIGNAL LIGHTS, 10th & CENTER STREETS.  John Cashatt, Schwab Eaton provided a quote from Phillips Southern Electric Co. in Wichita for installation of the left turn signal.  The cost will be $17,500.  CA Shain informed the council that the remaining funds from the temporary note issue should be adequate to cover this expense.  CM Schwindamann moved, CM Ackerman seconded to approve the installation of the left turn signal light at 10th and Center Streets.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
4. CHANGE ORDER, WATER WELLS/MAIN PROJECT.  A change order was submitted in the amount of $1,400 to add a gate valve at the south end of the well line to help with the flushing of the new water main.  CM Schwindamann moved, CM Shipman seconded to approve the change order.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
5. CEMETERY STREETS BID.  Two bids were received for the final segment of the cemetery street work.  The first from Goodman Construction in the amount of $102,290.50; the second from Midwest Products in the amount of $96,055.80.  The contractor will be required to submit performance and payment bonds on this project.  CM Schwindamann moved, CM Ackerman seconded to approve the bid with Midwest Products for $96,055.80.  Motion carried unanimously.
6. PROJECTS UPDATE.  Ehbert Construction has started working at the Airport and the Airport will be closed Wednesday through Friday.  Central Foundation has been doing some digging work for the Water Tower Project and will begin to pour concrete tomorrow.  VanKirk has not started on the Transmission Line yet.  CM Schwindamann asked about easements.  City Attorney McNish said it should be finalized this week.
7. FIRE GRANT SUBMITTED.  CA Shain reported submitting a Homeland Security Grant for a new Fire Department.  The estimated cost is $1,789,040 with the city share being $250,000.  CA Shain thanked Fire Chief Richardson for his help.  It is not likely we will get funding as there is estimated to be Thirty-One Billion dollars in requests.
PUBLIC WORKS DIRECTOR:

1. DIGGING AUGER.  Advised he was prepared to ask for the purchase of a new 36” digging auger, but has since found one that he may be able to borrow.
2. HIRING OF SEASONAL EMPLOYEES (STREET X 2/POOL X1).  Asked to hire two seasonal employees in the Street Department through to October, and one employee to replace Tom Hammett at the Marysville Swimming Pool.  CM Ackerman moved to hire Michael Waters at $9.09 per hour.  CM Schwindamann seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.  CM Ackerman then moved to hire Melissa Musil at $9.09 per hour.  CM Schwindamann seconded and motion carried unanimously.  CM Ackerman also moved to hire Sheri Johnson to replace Tom Hammett at the Marysville pool at $6.55 per hour.  CM Schwindamann seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
CITY CLERK:

1. MARSHALL COUNTY ARTS COOPERATIVE, LIQUOR REQUEST.  A consumption request was submitted by Wayne Kruse for an Art Opening to be held on July 31st and the Lee Dam Art Center.  CM Schwindamann moved, CM Ackerman seconded to approve the request.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
2. SWIMMING SUIT REQUEST.  Two employees who were originally hired to lifeguard are not working this season.  Their swimming suits fit Swimming Pool Managers Maria Seematter, and Sam Merrill.  A request was submitted asking that they just be taxed on the swimming suits, and not have purchase them.  CM Schwindamann moved, CM Ackerman seconded to approve the request.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
STANDING COMMITTEE REPORTS:

ADMINISTRATION & FINANCE:

1. COMMITTEE MEETING.  CA Shain advised a committee meeting will be held on Wednesday at 2:00 p.m. to discuss the auditors recommendations.  CA Shain also mentioned his projections are to decrease the mill levy with this year’s budget.
NEW BUSINESS:

1. RESOLUTION 2009-05, HAZARD MITIGATION PLAN.  The resolution allows EFM Consulting, LLC to act on the city’s behalf to develop a Hazard Mitigation Plan.  Without the plan the city would not be eligible for FEMA funding in a disaster situation.  CM Phillipi moved, CM Peschel seconded to approve Resolution 2009-05.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
2. PURCHASE OF 40 WATT REPEATER.  A request for the purchase of a 40 Watt Repeater for the city’s communication system (radio) was submitted.  The cost would be approximately $2,100 from Haug Communications.  CM Schwindamann moved, CM Peschel seconded to approve the purchase.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
3. STREET SIGN VS. TREE ON 8TH STREET.  Citizen Betty Bell asked that a street sign be taken down or a tree on 8TH and Center Street.  CA Shain informed her that PWD Mueller and Supervisor Nester are looking at the area and will most likely take the street sign down.
APPROPRIATIONS ORDINANCE NO. 3457
1. Claims against the fund of the city were submitted for council consideration as follows:  General Fund, $92,197.09; Water Revenue Fund, $17,927.45; Sewage Revenue, $12,725.33; Street & Highway, $167.20; Airport Revolving, $48,446.38; Water Deposit, $700.00; Industrial, $14,962.89; Library Revolving, $4,092.60; Special Parks & Recreation, $72.00; Koester Block Maintenance, $1,741.49; Employee Benefit, $11,177.94; Transient Guest Tax, $2,025.00; and Sales Tax Improvements, $11,405.86; making a total of $217,641.23.

2. An Appropriations Ordinance was introduced and considered to honor claims against the funds of the City as audited by the Finance Committee.  CM Phillipi moved, CM Ackerman seconded to approve the Appropriations Ordinance.  Motion carried by 6-0 roll call vote.  CC Price assigned the Ordinance No. 3457.

ROUNDTABLE DISCUSSION:

1. RESIGNATION, TIM ACKERMAN.  CM Ackerman submitted a resignation letter stating that August 10th will be his last meeting.  He is moving out of his Ward.  No action was taken at this time.
2. KLINK OVERLAY PROJECT.  CM Schwindamann advised the council he has had several positive comments on how nice the new highway overlay is.  
3. TURN LANES, KLINK PROJECT.  CM Phillips commented on the turn lanes included with the overlay project.  Mayor Krug also made comments that the stripes are painted too far to the North around the Superwash area (15th and Center).  He it’s a dangerous area, because it is difficult to see cars coming when you exit the car wash.  Council also discussed the project going further to the East, and if it is City jurisdiction or County.
4. DRIVE REPAIRS, AMERICAN LEGION.  CM Phillips said she was impressed with how quickly the Street Department finished the drive repair at the American Legion.
5. GENERATORS.  CA Shain informed the council the alarms are sounding on the generators for no reason and he has been working to get it fixed.  The warranty expires in November.  The alarm system is not effecting the operation of the generators.
EXECUTIVE SESSION.  City Attorney McNish requested to meet in executive session for ten (10) minutes with PWD Mueller and CA Shain to discuss potential litigation.  At 8:28 p.m., CM Peschel moved, CM Schwindamann seconded to recess to executive session as requested by the City Attorney with a two minute break prior.  Motion carried unanimously.  At 8:40 p.m., council reconvened.  City Attorney McNish advised meeting with council in executive session to discuss potential litigation, and during that time no decisions were made.  He did request the presence of CA Shain as well as PWD Mueller.  Council is returning back to open session.
6. SEWER BACK UP PROCEDURES.  CM Peschel asked what the appropriate procedure is if you have a sewer back up in your home.  CA Shain said you should call the city to make sure the sewer main is not causing the problem.  He said that most plumbers working in town will have the property owner contact the city.  Council discussed after hour and weekend calls.  CA Shain reported that we could put an answering device at City Hall that gives an afterhours or emergency number.
7. LEAK AT KOESTER MUSEUM.  CM Shipman informed the council that at the last meeting it was discussed fixing the plaster walls in one of the rooms at the Koester Museum.  He said that Sharon Kessinger informed him the leak goes back to 1988, so the repair would not be for something new.
8. MARYSVILLE AUSTRALIA.  Mayor Krug reported getting correspondence from Marysville Australia which was totally destroyed on a fire.  He asked that we become and brother or sister city to them and that they are asking for artifacts, etc.   CM Phillipi said the Lions Club International has donated $1,000,000 due to the fires.  Mayor Krug then asked CM Phillipi to head up this project.  CM Ackerman moved, CM Peschel seconded the request.  Motion carried unanimously.  
9. POSITIVE COMMENTS.  CM Shipman advised the council he had spoken with an ex-basketball coach who now lives in the Holton area.  He commented on the growth and how nice Marysville looks.
There being no further business, at 8:55 p.m., CM Schwindamann moved, CM Phillipi seconded to adjourn the meeting.  Motion carried unanimously.
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
