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Regular Meeting
City Hall, Marysville, Kansas-July 27, 2009

Members of the governing body of the City of Marysville were called to order in regular session at 7:00 p.m. on the date and place noted above with Mayor Bernie Krug in the chair.

After the Pledge of Allegiance, roll call was answered by the following members: Ackerman, Schwindamann, Phillips, Throm, Shipman Peschel and Price.  Absent: Phillipi.  A quorum was present.

Minutes of the July 13th meeting were approved as written after a motion by CM Schwindamann, second by CM Shipman, and unanimous voice vote.

VISITORS:

1. BOB MONTAGUE, VETERANS MEMORIAL SHED.  Bob is asking for a permit to build a shed on the Southeast corner of the Veteran’s Memorial Park (City Property).  This shed would hold a lawn mower, snow blower and extra plaques.  Council discussed the location of the building, drainage, planning and zoning procedures, and following building codes.  CM Shipman moved that the building be built waiving any permit fees.  CM Throm seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
CONSENT AGENDA.  The Consent Agenda was presented for consideration.  CA Shain reported the Landoll Waterline payment should be $5,029.62 and not $1,697.76 as reflected.  CM Throm moved, CM Ackerman seconded to approve the Consent Agenda with the change to the pay request.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.  The Consent Agenda consisted of the following:
· Olsson Associates-Pay Requests for Water Well/Tower Project $8,659.96; $1,207.14

· Payment Request #3-Landoll Waterline Project $5,029.62

STAFF REPORTS:

CITY ADMINISTRATOR:

1. STREET SEALING.  A map is attached that shows a plan for sealing streets.  CA Shain voiced his concerns with re-sealing some of the streets that are concrete underneath.  He gave specific locations which include portions of 8th Street, North Street and 15th Street.  After discussion by the council, CM Schwindamann moved to chip and seal all streets according to the plan on the map.  
CM Phillipi entered the council chambers at 7:20 p.m.

CM Price made an amendment to the motion that if concrete has not been chip and sealed, it will not be chip and sealed now.  CM Ackerman seconded.  CM Schwindamann then withdrew his motion.  CM Price then moved to chip and seal according to the map, adding that if the concrete has not been chip and sealed in the past, it will not be chip and sealed now.  CM Ackerman seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
2. HOUSE MOVING.  The proposed specifications for advertising the house at 904 Walnut are attached for final approval by the council.  The fourth bullet says “the structure shall be purchased in its entirety.”  CA Shain questioned the foundation, if it could be left for the city.  It was the consensus of the council that the city can demolish the foundation if necessary.
3. AIR CONDITIONER, MAIN DISH (KOESTER BLOCK).  Reported the window air unit is not sufficient to cool the building.  The unit drops condensation into the entryway below creating an unsafe condition for customers.  Oehm Plumbing provided a quote in the amount of $4,443.25 less $1,400 if mounted on the ground.  The quote includes a new furnace and air unit.  After discussion about bidding out or considering a sole source bid, CM Schwindamann moved to approve the bid with Oehm Plumbing not to exceed $3050.00; salvaging the old furnace.  CM Price seconded.  Motion carried by 7-1 voice vote, with CM Ackerman voting no. 
4. KOESTER MUSEUM REPAIRS.  Ralph Schiffbauer Construction, Inc. submitted a bid to repair the plaster wall and ceiling in one of the upstairs rooms at the Museum.  The proposal was sent to the Kansas Historical Society and they suggested using a different type of plaster.  Ralph was not able to find the plaster.  The Board and the Historical Society both said it would be ok to proceed.  The cost will be $1,500.  CM Schwindamann asked about the study that is going to be done with funds from the Koester House Foundation.  He said the repairs should wait until the recommendation comes back, this way the work is not done twice.  Council concurred.
5. CURRENT PROJECTS UPDATE.  Well Project:  Clarke Well finished “bailing” the well on Friday morning and pump testing should begin sometime the week of the 27th.  Water Tower Project:  The ring wall was poured on Thursday and the foundation crew will return on the 27th to remove forms.  Steel work should begin in mid August.  Transmission Main:  The easements have been obtained.  Airport Project:  Grading continues on the far end of the Airport.  Over 700 feet of permanent fence has been installed along Feldhausen’s property and the silt fence is 90% complete.  The storm drain pipe will be laid the week of the 27th.  KLINK Project:  A meeting was held on Monday in regards to the KLINK Project where adjustment of the manholes was discussed.  KDOT will also be taking a look at the project.
6. WAYNE ROADY SEWER.  Wayne Roady was in to visit about annexation in order to connect with our sewer system.  He lives at the corner of 8th Road and Pony Express Highway on the west side of the road.  In order to allow him to connect we will have to extend the sewer line about 250’ to the west to take it to 8th Road.  Council discussed easements, grinder pumps, depth of the pipe, as well as location.  CM Price asked for trenching costs and maps.  CA Shain advised the council he would have more information at the next council meeting, August 10th.
PUBLIC WORKS DIRECTOR:

1. LISTING OF EQUIPMENT COSTS.  Attached a listing of costs associated with labor and equipment charges for council’s review.
CITY CLERK:

1. TRAINING REQUEST, PRICE.  Asked the council for approval to attend a How to Supervise People class in Topeka on October 14th.  Registration costs are $99.00.  CM Ackerman moved, CM Schwindamann seconded to approve the request.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.  CM Schwindamann then moved to approve all other Department Supervisors and Assistants attend if they would like.  CM Peschel seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
2. POOL PASS, PAWNEE MENTAL HEALTH.  A request for a total of 16 pool passes (16 matched free from City) was submitted from Pawnee Mental Health.  CM Price moved, CM Throm seconded to approve the request.  Motion carried unanimously.  CM Schwindamann said he would like to see the pool close when school starts.  PWD Mueller will visit with the pool managers.
STANDING COMMITTEE REPORTS:
WATER & WASTEWATER:
1. SEWER CAMERA PROPOSAL.  Mayer Specialties presented three different proposals for the purchase of a new sewer camera.  The first is for a portable system that would be mounted in our existing trailer.  The cost would be $52,500; a zoom camera will cost $4,800.  The second is a portable system mounted in a trailer, with the cost being $76,606.80.  The third is a full system that is van mounted at a cost of $154,200.  Supervisor Bargman feels we can get more from our unit if we keep it as a whole and suggested the second option.  CM Schwindamann moved to accept the second option with a zoom camera (comes with) in the amount of $76,606.80.  CM Shipman seconded.  Financing options were discussed, and CM Phillipi questioned getting a better price for a cash purchase.  CM Schwindamann withdrew his motion, CM Shipman also withdrew.  CA Shain will speak with Mayer and bring the information back at the next meeting.
POLICE & FIRE:
1. TRAINING REQUEST, MASCHMEIER.  A request was submitted to attend the annual KACM Fall Conference by Court Clerk Maschmeier.  Registration costs are $50.00.  CM Price moved, CM Ackerman seconded to approve the request.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
NEW BUSINESS:
1. NOTICE OF BUDGET HEARING, 2010.  The notice of budget hearing and publication needs to be approved.  The meeting will be held on August 10th at City Hall at 7:00 p.m.  The proposed budget is $9,269,931 which is $30,600 less than last year.  Total Mill Levy is 71.682.  CM Schwindamann moved, CM Phillipi seconded to approve the notice of publication and hearing date/time.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
APPROPRIATIONS ORDINANCE NO. 3458
1. Claims against the fund of the city were submitted for council consideration as follows:  General Fund, $88,681,18; Water Revenue Fund, $24,872.12; Sewage Revenue, $37,264.24; Airport Revolving, $2,031.29; Special Improvement, $395,013.97; Industrial, $1,081.63; Library Revolving, $4,818.68; Koester Block Maintenance, $25,761.39; Employee Benefit, $37,104.52; Transient Guest Tax, $432.84; and Sales Tax Improvements, $188,360.67; making a total of $805,422.53.

2. An Appropriations Ordinance was introduced and considered to honor claims against the funds of the City as audited by the Finance Committee.  CM Throm moved, CM Shipman seconded to approve the Appropriations Ordinance.  Motion carried by 8-0 roll call vote.  CC Price assigned the Ordinance No. 3458.
ROUNDTABLE DISCUSSION:

1. CAMBRIDGE TANK.  CM Phillips said she would like to continue discussion from the last work session on cleaning of the Cambridge Interceptor Tank.  The Water/Sewer Department has been cleaning the tank twice per month and not charging anything to Cambridge for the service.  CM Price moved that CA Shain inform Cambridge that the service will no longer be free, listing the costs in detail, informing them it’s is their line and that we will not compete with other businesses that do this type of work, making an effective date as of September 1, 2009.  CM Ackerman seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
2. KOESTER HOUSE RESTAURANT STEPS.    Mayor Krug reported that on the east side of the staircase that enters into the Restaurant, there is a loose step that needs to be fixed.  He requested that the side be roped off until repairs are made.
3. TRAVEL & TOURISM FILMING, PONY EXPRESS.  CA Shain said on August 8th a film crew will be in Marysville as they are filming sites of the Pony Express Trail.  He said they will be in Seneca, then to Hollenberg Station and then to Marysville for an overnight stay.  CA Shain said if no objections he would like to provide a meal for some of the filming crew members.
4. TRASH CONTAINERS ON BROADWAY.  CM Shipman commented on the trash containers on Broadway and said they need repaired/painted.
5. TREE COMPLAINT.  CM Throm received a complaint from a neighbor on North 8th Street has complained that she cannot see to back out of her driveway as a neighbor to the South has trees that are in the way.  CA McNish and CA Shain said they will look in the code and ordinances to see if something needs or can be changed.
6. CHAMBER MIXER, POLICE DEPARTMENT.  Police Chief Ackerman advised that a chamber mixer will be held at the Police Department Wednesday at 5:00 p.m.
There being no further business, at 8:31 p.m. CM Schwindamann moved, CM Ackerman seconded to adjourn the meeting. Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
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
