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Regular Meeting 
City Hall, Marysville, Kansas-August 10, 2009

Members of the governing body of the City of Marysville were called to order in regular session at 7:00 p.m. on the date and place noted above with Mayor Bernie Krug in the chair.

After the Pledge of Allegiance, roll call was answered by the following council members:  Ackerman, Phillipi, Schwindamann, Shipman, and Price.  Absent: Phillips, Throm and Peschel.  A quorum was present.

Minutes of the July 27th meeting were approved as written after a motion by CM Ackerman, second by CM Phillipi and unanimous voice vote.

VISITORS:

1. JONI SPELLMEIER, RSVP SIGN.  Joni informed the council she has spoken with Shane Fisher (Fisher Rock).  Instead of drilling posts into the bottom of the RSVP sign, he has proposed to make the notches deeper in the legs that hold the sign.  CM Schwindamann moved, CM Ackerman seconded to approve the sign request.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
2. RICH JANKOVICH, AMERICAN EAGLE AIRLINES.  Rich reminded the council of his visit eighteen months ago in regards to Manhattan Airport obtaining special flight services and expanding to the Dallas/Ft. Worth area.  American Eagle Airlines are now flying between 114-214 flights per day.  Rich is asking for Regional funding assistance to help with marketing costs.  After discussion of who is already committed, CM Phillipi moved and CM Ackerman seconded to approve the funding request not to exceed $6,165 over a three year period to be taken from the Industrial Fund.  Motion carried by 4-1 voice vote, with CM Schwindamann voting no.

3. MARY KESSINGER-WASSOM, TENNIS COURTS.  Mary addressed the council and spoke of the deteriorating conditions at the city tennis courts.  She talked about the annual tennis tournaments and events.  She said her biggest concern is safety, and she presented one bid from Trans Texas Tennis, Inc. for overlay in the amount of $211,988. and for resurface in the amount of $23,962.00.  The figures obtained are from March 2009.  Mary continued to discuss the conditions in length, and the council also heard comments from citizens in the audience.  Consensus of the council was for Mary to bring back up to date figures at the next regular meeting, obtain more information in regards USTA Grant, and also get in contact with the School Board to see if they would be willing to help financially as they have in past years.
4. MILLIE LAUGHLIN, THE GREAT BOAT RACE (CITY POOL).  Millie said she is here to ask the council to consider keeping the pool open on the day after Labor Day.  She said her physics class was able to participate in “The Great Boat Race” last year, and it was a huge success.  She said the videography and math classes were also involved.  CM Price moved to approve the request, and also to keep the pool open as many days and hours through Labor Day as possible.  He also asked the pool stay open until at least 9:00 p.m. next season.  CM Phillipi seconded.  Motion carried by 4-1 voice vote, with CM Schwindamann opposed.
PUBLIC HEARING, 2010 BUDGET.  Mayor Krug opened the Public Hearing for the 2010 Budget.    CA Shain said the proposed budget is in the amount of $9,269,931 which is $10,935 less than the 2009 budget.  

CM Price left the council chambers at 8:00 p.m.

CM Ackerman said he would have liked to see the budget at least stay the same and not fluctuate back and forth.  CA Shain said much of the budget depends on the valuation and the commercial growth.  Mayor Krug then closed the budget hearing.  CM Phillipi moved, CM Ackerman seconded to approve the 2010 Budget.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
CONSENT AGENDA.  The Consent Agenda was presented for consideration.  CM Ackerman moved to approve the consent agenda.  CM Schwindamann seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.  The Consent Agenda consisted of the following.

· City Clerk’s Report for July showed $53,956.20 collected in receipts with a like amount being deposited with the City Treasurer.

· Municipal Judge’s Report for July showed $3,480.50 being deposited with the City Treasurer and $214.50 being forwarded to the State Treasurer for Judicial Branch Education, court costs and law enforcement training.

· Revenue/Expenditure Budget Reports through July 2009 showed adjusted accumulated revenues in the General Fund of $2,028,306 or 85% of budget; Water Revenue Fund, $677,090 or 28% of budget; Sewage Revenue Fund, $909,036 or 78% of budget.  Adjusted statement of expenditures in the General Fund totaled $1,127,227 or 48% of budget; Water Revenue Fund, $295,916 or 13% of budget and Sewage Revenue Fund, $359,674 or 34% of budget.

· Payment Request-Convention & Tourism in the amount of $410.00 for ink pens to Brabec Specialties.
· Payment Request-Olsson Associates in the amount of $9,015.87 for Taxiway Grading Project.

· Payment Request-CB&I in the amount of $126,657 for the Water Tower Project.
· Payment Request-Clarke Well and Equipment in the amount of $55,074.60 for the Water Wells Project.

STAFF REPORTS:

CITY ADMINISTRATOR:

1. FINANCIALS.  Reported on spreadsheets attached with current comparison figures in the General, Water and Sewer Revenue Funds.  The General Fund finished with a July ending balance of $900,582.38 which is in line with the ending balance for the last two years.  
CM Price entered back into the council chambers at 8:07 p.m.

Year to date expenses are $31,197 higher than last year.  The Water Revenue Fund finished July with a positive cash flow of $20,019.  The Sewage Revenue Fund also finished with a positive cash flow of $10,320.  The Sales Tax Fund finished down for the month of July with the paid debt service in the amount of $164,471.72.  The expenses are down about $300,000 from this time last year.
2. SALES TAX.  July sales tax was $84,943 and was the largest July receipt to date.  An annual total is $497,139 compared to last year’s $532,699 at this same time.  The use tax portion has been constant through this year.  
3. CURRENT PROJECT UPDATES.  1.  Wells: Reported that Clarke started the development process on the well beginning August 3rd by putting the well through a series of pumping tests.  Thursday there was a “straight hole” test to determine the exact incline of the well.  2. Tower:  The steel work has not started, but that topic will be addressed at the progress meeting that is scheduled for the 13th beginning at 9:00 a.m. in the public room.  3.  Transmission Main:  Work started on August 3rd with installation of the valve adjacent to well #11.  The crew is currently laying the line along Navajo Road.  4.  Airport:  Grading continues along the north end of the project.  The storm drains and the water line have been installed and backfilled.  The contractor is grading for the drainage areas and should begin shaping the taxiway.  Temporary seeding and mulch will be placed for now with permanent buffalo grass planting to start in December.  5.  KLINK:  John Cashatt is working on final closeout of the project.  6.  CIPP:  The cleaning and televising of the lining project should start the week of the 10th since the contractor did not arrive the week of the 3rd.
4. WAYNE ROADY SEWER UPDATE.  Informed the council he is bringing back information/maps as requested from the previous meeting.  A 250’ extension would put the manhole near the center of the roadway.  The only existing easement on his property is one granted to the RWD1 in 1981 that is 30’ wide and runs north and south along the property.  A proposal was submitted by Tony Duever, Cohorst Engineering with a design fee of $2,900 and not to exceed inspection fee of $10,800.  Construction estimate is in the amount of $16,800.  Council discussed the area in detail, no decisions were made.
PUBLIC WORKS DIRECTOR:

1. ROCK TO ASPHALT ROAD, 1504 OAK.  Mentioned a request being submitted from Sara Ramirez to change the road she lives on from rock to asphalt.  She spoke to the council and said it is inconvenient to drive on the gravel; she also passed around photos of the area.  Water Supervisor Bargman said he would like to replace the water meter pit before any work is completed on the street.  Council discussed assessing a special to the area.  Consensus was to review the request after the water pit has been installed.
2. SWIMMING LESSON FEES.  Informed the council a request was made by the pool managers to discuss the entry fees for swimming lessons.  The current fee is $10.00 and at this time it is estimated the city is losing $1,000 per season.  Council questioned how many were signed up for lessons this year, and PWD Mueller said he didn’t know.  CM Ackerman discussed overpricing the lessons and having fewer children sign up.  
CITY CLERK:

1. ART CENTER AGREEMENT.  Reported a sample agreement has been given for review.  This item will be discussed at the next regular meeting.
Mayor Krug then presented CM Ackerman with a plaque and thanked him for his four plus years on the council.  Applause was given.  
STANDING COMMITTEE REPORTS:

STREET:

1. CHIP AND SEAL PROGRAM.  It was reported that there are approximately forty blocks left to be completed.  
WATER & WASTEWATER:

1. SEWER CAMERA PURCHASE.  CA Shain told the council per the last meeting the cash price for purchasing the sewer camera is $76,500.  This is for a portable system mounted in a trailer from Mayer Specialties.  Council discussed outright purchase vs. financing options.  CM Schwindamann moved to purchase the sewer camera from Mayer Specialties in the amount of $76,500 outright.  Funding to come from Sewer Revenue Fund; also bearing the expenses for the CIPP Project out of the Sales Tax Fund.  CM Shipman seconded.  Motion carried by 4-1 voice vote, with CM Price voting no.  
Note: Mayor Krug also voted no.  City Attorney McNish informed the council he would like to look at the veto powers of the Mayor.  After a five minute break called by Mayor Krug, City Attorney McNish reported the Mayor would have veto power only in a tie breaking situation.  All councilmembers are not present, so the veto is Nolin void.
2. SURPLUS OF CURRENT SEWER CAMERA.  CM Schwindamann moved to declare the current sewer camera surplus.  CM Phillipi seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
POLICE & FIRE:

1. SCHOOL RESOURCE OFFICER MEMO RENEWAL.  A renewal memo was submitted for the SRO.  Police Chief Ackerman commented this is the fourth year working with the school.  He said he does not have enough staff to have a Police Officer at the school, but maybe later during the year it will work out.  CM Price moved to authorize the Mayor to sign the memo, CM Shipman seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.

NEW BUSINESS:
1. FURNACE/AIR CONDITIONING, MAIN DISH.  CA Shain said at the last meeting a quote from Oehm Plumbing was misread.  Two new quotes were obtained.  The first from Oehm Plumbing in the amount of $4,502.30 for a Goodman Brand.  The second from Ott Electric in the amount of $4,747.21 for a Tempstar brand or $5,643.98 for a Lennox brand.  Council questioned the warranty on the Oehm Plumbing bid.  After a call to Oehm, CM Ackerman moved to approve the bid with Oehm Plumbing in the amount of $4,502.30.  CM Phillipi seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.
2. HAIL DAMAGE/ROOF REPAIRS.  CA Shain reported that since the hail storm on June 7, 2009 the insurance company has sent damage assessments on city properties.  The largest item is the roofing.  Council discussed roofing costs in detail, and also discussed Simmons Auditorium, and if it is feasible to put money back into.  CM Price moved that Administration work to evaluation the damage and make suggestions as to which roofs can be replaced with tin, getting some real figures on costs and so there is something to compare to when the bids come in.  CM Shipman seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
3. SIMMONS DEMOLITION.  CM Schwindamann moved, CM Ackerman seconded to go out for bids to tear down Simmons Auditorium, keeping the concrete floor intact.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
CITY ATTORNEY:

1. WALNUT STREET PROJECT, DAMAGES/PAYMENT REQUEST.  Advised he has been in discussion with Tiemann Construction in regards to the Walnut Street Project.  Damages were requested from the city in the amount of $34,000 for 87 days.  The City is currently holding $21,000 of that in retainage.  The Project Engineer is requesting that the damages be reduced to $4,400 or 11 days.  City Attorney McNish has written Tiemann Construction a letter that asks their company to concede liquidated damages for 18 days in the amount of $7,200.  Council discussed keeping daily logs, the original bid amount, mismanagement and keeping the entire retainage.  CM Price moved to accept the proposal to settle the claim with Tiemann Construction in the amount of $7,200 or 18 days.  CM Shipman seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
APPROPRIATIONS ORDINANCE NO. 3459
1. Claims against the fund of the city were submitted for council consideration as follows:  General Fund, $102,027.38; Water Revenue Fund, $28,615.17; Sewage Revenue, $10,403.98; Street & Highway, $145.91; Airport Revolving, $56.25; Bond & Interest #1, $52,433.21; Special Improvement, $210.00; Water Deposit, $980.00; Industrial, $5,029.62; Library Revolving, $4,302.68; Koester Block Maintenance, $1,073.35; Employee Benefit, $12,348.75; Transient Guest Tax, $1,500.00; and Sales Tax Improvements, $44.38; making a total of $219,170.68.

2. An Appropriations Ordinance was introduced and considered to honor claims against the funds of the City as audited by the Finance Committee.  CM Ackerman moved, CM Schwindamann seconded to approve the Appropriations Ordinance.  CM Phillipi questioned if we paid the swim teams billings.  CC Price advised that is taken from the grant funds.  Motion carried by 5-0 roll call vote.  CC Price assigned the Ordinance No. 3459.
ROUNDTABLE DISCUSSION:

1. DOG PARK.  CM Ackerman said he has gotten a call from a citizen who is interested in a dog park.  He said they are willing to help find fencing, etc.  Council discussed the south side of Jackson Street and other areas.  No decisions were made.
2. ELECTRICAL AT SIMMONS.  CM Schwindamann addressed electrical issues with taking bids to demolish Simmons Auditorium.  It was discussed that the breakers could be used in other locations.
3. DEMOLITION GRANT, CDBG.  CC Price asked if the council was interested in applying for a demolition grant through the Kansas Department of Commerce CDBG Program.  There are approximately 13 locations in mind.  Consensus is to proceed, checking the application deadline.    
4. GIFT CERTIFICATES.  CC Price mentioned the seasonal employees who are eligible for gift certificates will be off the payroll soon and in the past we have been unable to collect employment taxes for the gift.  Council consensus was to give the gift certificates this year, and to go ahead with taxing those employees.
5. WORKSHOP.  CA Shain reported the tentative date for the next workshop will be on September 3, 2009.
6. SALE OF HAAS LOT.  CM Price wanted to know the status of the sale of the lot to Haas Auto (Greg Haas).  City Attorney McNish reported that Mr. Haas wanted to build the fence before putting down a deposit.  Council consensus was to phone Mr. Haas and advise him he has 5-10 days to proceed.
7. TRASH CONTAINERS, MAIN STREET.  CM Shipman inquired about the trash containers on Main Street again.  Council discussed it would make a good Eagle Scout Project.
8. SHINGLES ON ROOFS.  City Inspector Richardson wanted to bring to the council’s attention that the bid specs for the Roofing Contractors will ask that they purchase their materials local.  
9. KOESTER RESTAURANT COOLER.  City Inspector Richardson informed the council the walk in cooler is no longer fixable.  After discussion that this item was needed for this specific business, it was the consensus of the council not to pay for repairing/replacing the cooler; it is the responsibility of the tenant.
There being no further business, at 9:35 p.m. Mayor Krug adjourned the meeting.
