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Regular Meeting
City Hall, Marysville, Kansas-August 24, 2009

Members of the Governing Body of the City of Marysville were called to order in regular session at 7:00 p.m. on the date and place noted above with Mayor Krug in the chair.
After the Pledge of Allegiance, roll call was answered by the following council members:  Phillipi, Schwindamann, Phillips, Throm, Shipman, Peschel and Price.  A quorum was present.

Minutes of the August 10th meeting were approved after a motion by CM Shipman, second by CM Throm and unanimous voice vote.

VISITORS:

1. POOL UPDATE, POOL MANAGERS.  Managers Maria Seematter and Sam Merrill addressed the council and asked if the pool could be closed early.  The concerns include not being able to see the bottom of the pool after dark, and not having enough lifeguards.  All other pools in the area are closed.  Mayor Krug and the Council discussed in length the need for the pool to remain open, scheduling of guards, closing of the slide, and hiring older employees for next season.  CM Price moved that the pool be open on August 29th and 30th; September 5th, 6th, and 7th finding outside employees if necessary, with the rate of pay deemed feasible by the Pool Managers.  CM Phillipi seconded.  Motion carried by 5-2 voice vote, with CM Schwindamann and CM Phillips voting no.
2. RELAY FOR LIFE, DIANA LAND.  Diana Land, Chairperson for the American Cancer Society Relay For Life Event said this year’s event will be on August 6, 2010 and they would like to hold the event in Marysville.  Colleen Seematter is taking over as Chairperson and she discussed different locations including Lions Park, City Park, the High School Track, and the Helvering Center.  This is a twelve hour event, and needs to be on stable walking ground.  CM Schwindamann moved to allow the event to be held in Marysville, CM Phillipi seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.  It was also the consensus of the council that picnic tables could be used if they had volunteers to haul them.  Diana and Colleen said they will come back and inform the council of the final location.

3. TREE BOARD UPDATE, BETTY BELL.  Betty Bell, Tree Board Chair, said that a Tree Board Meeting was held a few weeks ago and arrangements were to be made for Mr. Don Holst who will be donating twenty five (25) Olympic Oak trees to the City.  Betty Bell asked about the outcome of the conference call with Don Holst that included Mayor Krug and Dale Richardson.  She feels like she needs to be aware of what’s happening.  Mr. Holst will be here to plant the trees on September 4th.  Betty asked several questions, and also advised the council about a Tree Board meeting to be held on August 28th at 2:00 p.m.
4. ART CENTER MANAGEMENT AGREEMENT, WAYNE KRUSE.  City Attorney McNish said the City has been negotiating a Management Agreement with the Marshall County Arts Cooperative (MCAC) in regards to the Lee Dam Art Center.  This attempts to hire/retain MCAC to manage the Center.  The proposed fee payable to MCAC for the service is $3,000 annually.  Responsibilities of MCAC would be utilities and general maintenance inside the building.  The City would be responsible for outside building maintenance.  Wayne Kruse, Executive Director of MCAC spoke about the sentimental value of the Art Center, and the Boards position about getting more involved and utilizing the building more.  Discussion also included the past expenditures/revenues; insurance; maintenance costs and liquor requests.  CM Phillipi moved to authorize the Mayor and City Clerk sign the Management Agreement with MCAC.  CM Schwindamann seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.  Wayne said he will be in contact with the Arts Board, and they make a decision on signing the Agreement.
CONSENT AGENDA.  The Consent Agenda was presented for consideration.  CM Schwindamann moved to approve the consent agenda.  CM Throm seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.  The Consent Agenda consisted of the following.

· Payment Request, Olsson Associates (Ehbert Construction)-Airport Taxiway $67,349.91.
STAFF REPORTS:

CITY ADMINISTRATOR:

1. SIMMONS AUDITORIUM DEMOLITION BID SPECS.  A copy of the proposed request for demolition bids is attached.  The deadline is set for November 30th which should allow sixty (60) days for demolition.  Rick said he called the County and they listed the property as 9,684 square feet in size.  All salvage rights would transfer upon signing the contract.  The electric lines will need to be re-routed. The bid specs state the concrete floor is to remain intact.  CM Price asked that the contract reflect the same.  Council consensus was to have PWD Mueller and CI Richardson walk through Simmons and make a decision on what can be salvaged.  CM Schwindamann moved to proceed with taking bids for demolition.  CM Phillips seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
2. 904 WALNUT STREET, MOVING BIDS.  A copy of the bid specifications are attached for moving the home at 904 Walnut.  One bid was received from Lee Nicholson.  He is asking for payment of $1,000 and the removal of two trees on the property.  He also requested the City waive the moving fee and the building permit fee.  CM Price moved to re-advertise for bids.  CM Phillipi seconded.  CM Phillips questioned what the future use of the property will be.  CA Shain informed her it would be used as a parking garage and storage area for the Police Department.  Police Chief Ackerman confirmed that.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
3. PROJECT UPDATES.  #1-Well. Underground installation has been complete there has not been any electrical work done yet.  #2 Tower.  The cone is being erected and will continue for some time.  They are working on other parts.  The Contractor said it will look like nothing’s happening, then it will happen all at once.  #3 Water Main.  The main has been installed with exception of the two creek borings.  One has been done since.  The Contractor got some mud in the water line and they need to clean it.  It is isolated from the Main.  #4 Airport.  Most of the work on the North end is complete.  There was a problem with their GPS System.  #5 KLINK.  John Cashatt is working on closing this out.  #6 CIPP.  This will begin soon, CM Throm mentioned seeing their vehicle at 5:30 p.m. this evening.  
4. IMT TRAINING.  A position specific training session was held this summer that was missed and a second session is scheduled for the last week of September.  CA Shain informed the council he has decided not to attend the training.
5. STORM DAMAGE.  Summarized the repairs that need to be made to the City roofs due to the hail storm in June.  The intent is to bid the roof projects as a package deal, both with shingles and with metal.  Council discussed non-metal roofs at Lakeview and Feldhausen Field due to the possibility of baseballs hitting the roofs.  CM Throm asked to verify with the cities insurance carrier that the appropriate gauge of metal roofing would be installed; otherwise we could lose part of our coverage.  Consensus is to proceed with bids.
6. LAKEVIEW DRAINAGE.  Reported speaking with CI Richardson and Brian Fragel, Director for Marysville Sport and Recreation in regards to drainage at Lakeview, in particular the red field.  Rick said that Tony Duever, Cohorst Engineering drafted a proposal (attached), with estimates on costs.  CM Throm expressed his feelings that the Parks/Recreation Committee should have been involved in reviewing this proposal.  He asked where the master plan was from Olsson Associates that was promised three months ago.  CA Shain will follow up.
CITY CLERK:

1. KANSAS MUNICIPAL UTILITES (KMU) TRAINING.  CC Price requested approval to attend the Kansas Municipal Utilities Public Relations/Accounting Workshop to be held on September 10th-11th in Wichita, Kansas.  Registration cost is $120, motel is $96.  CM Schwindamann moved, CM Price seconded to approve the request.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
2. LEAGUE OF KANSAS MUNICIPALITIES (LKM) ANNUAL CONFERENCE.   CC Price asked that Cindy Holle, David Richardson and Rick Shain be approved to attend the Annual LKM Conference to be held in Topeka, Kansas on October 3rd-6th.  CM Phillipi said he and CM Peschel would also be interested in attending.  They will be the two voting delegates.  CM Price moved, CM Schwindamann seconded to approve the training request.  Motion carried unanimously.  
STANDING COMMITTEE REPORTS:

PARKS & RECREATION:

1. PLAYGROUND COMMITTEE.  CM Throm said he has spoken with Joylynn Roberts and Michelle Reinhardt and they are still interested in being a part of the Playground Committee.  The thought was to replace the net with boards and handles for a climbing area.  Other than the two ladies, CM Throm said there has been no interest from anyone in serving on the Committee.
CEMETERY & AIRPORT:

1. CEMETERY STREETS.  CM Throm inquired as to when the Cemetery Street Project will begin.  CA Shain said Midwest Products should be here this week sometime.  He also said the contract gives them until November 1st to complete the project.
POLICE & FIRE:

1. TRAINING REQUEST, INTERNATIONAL CHIEFS OF POLICE CONFERENCE (IACP).  Police Chief Ackerman requested to attend the IACP Conference in Denver, Colorado on October 2nd-7th.  The costs including hotel, fuel, food and registration would be in the approximate amount of $1,420.  He will split the cost of the hotel room with the Chief in Wamego, Kansas.  CM Phillipi questioned sharing the mileage as well as the room.  He also asked how the citizens will benefit from Chief Ackerman attending.  Chief Ackerman explained this will give him 30 hours out of the 40 hours required training this year, and the costs are within his budgeted amount this year.
2. BULLETPROOF VESTS.  Police Chief Ackerman informed the council the purchase of eleven (11) bulletproof vests will cost $5,400.  Half the cost will be reimbursed by the Federal Government.  Wal-Mart awarded a grant in the amount of $2,000.  Another grant or request has been made for $700.  The vests will be entirely paid for.
3. VEHICLES.  Police Chief Ackerman said at the last work session he and CM Price discussed the vehicle issues he is having.  The 2006 Ford has been having mechanical trouble, and he is interested in trading it off.  Council discussed vendors, warranties, dates, parking issues and storage areas.  Consensus of the council was to get bids, with the 2006 Ford being traded in.  
4. ORIDNANCE NO. 1748, UNIFORM PUBLIC OFFENSE CODE BOOK.  An ordinance was presented to council as follows “AN ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTION 11-101 OF THE 1987 CODE OF THE CITY OF MARYSVILLE” which incorporates the 2009 UPOC booklet.  CM Schwindamann moved, CM Throm seconded to approve the ordinance.  Motion carried by roll call vote 7-0.
5. ORDINANCE NO. 1749, STANDARD TRAFFIC ORDINANCE.  An ordinance was presented to council as follows “AN ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTION 14-101 OF THE 1987 CODE OF THE CITY OF MARSYVILLE, KANSAS” this incorporates the 2009 STO booklet.  CM Schwindamann moved, CM Throm seconded to approve the ordinance.  Motion carried by 7-0 roll call vote.
6. ORDINANCE NO. 1750, ANNEXATION OF LAND (TREASURE HUT).  An ordinance was presented as follow “AN ORDINANCE ANNEXING LAND TO THE CITY OF MARYSVILLE, KANSAS” this is the old Treasure Hut Property located on North Street which was purchased from Ed Wiegers.  CM Schwindamann moved, CM Throm seconded to approve the ordinance.  Motion carried by 7-0 roll call vote.
CITY ATTORNEY:

EXECUTIVE SESSION.  City Attorney McNish requested to meet in executive session for thirty (30) minutes with CC Price and CA Shain to discuss litigation.  At 8:25 p.m., CM Schwindamann moved, CM Throm seconded to recess to executive session as requested by the City Attorney with a five minute break prior.  Motion carried unanimously.  At 9:00 p.m., council reconvened.  City Attorney McNish advised meeting with council in executive session to discuss litigation, and during that time no decisions were made.  He did request the presence of CA Shain as well as CC Price.  Council is returning back to open session.

APPROPRIATIONS ORDINANCE NO. 3460
1. Claims against the fund of the city were submitted for council consideration as follows:  General Fund, $72,339.70; Water Revenue Fund, $215,628.09; Sewage Revenue, $39,799.40; Street & Highway, $13,232.83; Airport Revolving, $9,015.87; Bond & Interest #1A, $157,759.82; Special Improvement, $115,251.53; Industrial, $9.25; Library Revolving, $5,551.04; Koester Block Maintenance, $673.65; Employee Benefit, $41,160.04; Transient Guest Tax, $437.61; and Sales Tax Improvements, $41,885.83; making a total of $712,744.66.

2. An Appropriations Ordinance was introduced and considered to honor claims against the funds of the City as audited by the Finance Committee.  CM Throm moved, CM Phillipi seconded to approve the Appropriations Ordinance.  Motion carried by 7-0 roll call vote.  CC Price assigned the Ordinance No. 3460.
ROUNDTABLE DISCUSSION:
1. MOWING AROUND LAGOONS.  A letter was received from Sean Cohorst in regards to mowing at the Lagoon Property.  The letter states the cost will be $1,125 per mowing.  CA Shain explained if the city receives income, the entire property will be put on the tax rolls.  CM Phillipi suggested contracting out the maintenance of the ground with the contractor keeping the crop; this way the ground is maintained, but the city is not making income off of the property.  There is a total of 147 acres.  CA McNish will draft a management contract for review.
2. HORSESHOE PITS, LIONS PARK.  CM Phillips inquired on the limits for bringing matters before the council.  She said there has been much activity in placing the horseshoe pits at Lions Park and she doesn’t remember voting on it.  CA Shain told her this project has been discussed at different work sessions, there were no objections.  He said they are working on them as time permits.  Used lumber is being used, and the concrete costs will be approximately $800.  The only other charge will be for labor.  There were no objections.
3. THIRD MURAL DONATION FORMS.  CM Phillips asked where the donation forms came from for the third mural.  CA Shain reported handing them out at the dedication ceremony and said they can also be picked up at City Hall.
4. REGIONAL AIRPORT COMMITTEE.  Mayor Krug appointed CM Phillipi as a representative for the Regional Airport Committee.  CM Schwindamann moved, CM Peschel seconded to confirm the appointment.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
5. WORK SESSION, SEPTEMBER 3RD.  CA Shain said the next work session will be held September 3rd at 5:00 p.m.  A PowerPoint is scheduled from Economic Developer McCune in regards to housing.  CA Shain also said he will be absent tomorrow.
6. HAAS, SALE OF LOT.  City Attorney McNish told the council a deposit was received from Mr. Haas for the purchase of the Lot adjacent to his business.  He has hired a contractor to erect the fence, with a deadline of the first week of October.  Mr. Haas wanted to know if the council would consider a six (6) foot fence vs. an eight (8) foot fence.  Consensus was only to allow an eight (8) foot fence.
7. UNRESOLVED/TABLED ITEMS.  CM Price discussed removing some of the unresolved/tabled items from the back of the agenda.  Council discussed in detail the gas transport fee.  CA Shain said he would like to pursue this.  CM Price said if it will cost more in fees to pursue this then he doesn’t feel it’s worth it.  Council’s discussion included several other items including deposits for use of city property, downtown microphone system, city park restroom furnace, loose stone foundation at Reflections, drainage ditch issue on south 13th, backflow cross connections, and safe routes to school.  No further action is required on the issues or they have been resolved.  They will be removed from the list.
8. TENNIS COURTS.  CM Peschel said he has been speaking with Rob Roudybush, Hall Brothers Construction in regards to the tennis courts.  He said the Rob was willing to core the south court and see if there could be some remedy to the settling problems.  Council consensus was to have Hall Brothers do the core work on the south courts.  
9. POOL MANAGER WAGES, PRO-RATE.  CM Peschel asked if the pool manager’s wages would be pro-rated due to early closing.  Council consensus was the wage will not change.
10. KOESTER BLOCK RESTAURANT YARD.  CM Peschel asked who’s responsible for maintenance of the yard at the Koester Restaurant.  He said there are weeds growing under the porch and between the cracks in the sidewalk.
11. LIGHT POLES, TENNIS COURTS.  CM Shipman asked about the light poles purchased from the Country Club.  The poles have been powder coated; we are waiting to coordinate with Westar as far as installation at the tennis courts.
12. SIDEWALKS ACROSS FROM WALNUT.  CM Shipman said the sidewalk at the home across from the High School (Griswold’s) needs to be finished from a water valve replacement.  Another area opposite to that (Larkin’s) also needs to be finished.
13. TRASH CONTAINERS DOWNTOWN.  CM Shipman again asked if the trash containers downtown could/would be painted.  He suggested the Gardner take the project on.
14. WEEDS, NORTH EIGHTH STREET.  CM Throm asked if there was any resolution to the weeds on North Eighth (R. Delmare).  It was mentioned that the problem was taken care of over the weekend.
15. CITY COUNCIL, WARD II.  CM Shipman moved to appoint Sean Cohorst to fill the term left by Tim Ackerman in Ward II.  CM Schwindamann seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
APPOINTMENTS:

1. KOESTER MUSEUM BOARD.  CM Schwindamann moved, CM Throm seconded to approve the following appointments for the Koester Museum Board.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
