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Regular Meeting
City Hall, Marysville Kansas-November 9, 2009

Members of the Governing Body of the City of Marysville were called to order in regular session at 7:00 p.m. on the date and place noted above with President of the Council Shipman in the chair.
After the Pledge of Allegiance, roll call was answered by the following council members:  Cohorst, Phillipi, Schwindamann, Phillips, Throm, Shipman, Peschel and Price.  A quorum was present.

Minutes of the October 26th meeting were approved as written after a motion by CM Throm, second by CM Schwindamann and unanimous voice vote.

VISITORS:

1. M-ACT, SIMMONS UPDATE.  Wayne Kruse, M-Act, informed the council their group has contacted Nancy Kaiser-Caplan, organization consultant.  He also spoke of including a timeline of events to get this project ready.  The group wants to make sure they have a infrastructure to support their goal, and that they have sustainability to maintain the building, costs, etc.  Wayne said the big concern is with the original time frame given of ninety (90) days.  Council consensus was for Wayne to report back to the council with a cost as soon as it is known.  Depending on whether that figure is achievable, extend the deadline for another ninety (90) days.  Wayne asked about ownership and grant funding.  CM Price suggested a limited liability partnership or a license agreement.  CA McNish asked Wayne to get with him more information on the grants they are looking into.

2. BETTY BELL, TREE CITY USA SIGNS.  Betty Bell said she and Norma Herrmann will be attending schooling in Wamego, Kansas on behalf of the Garden Club.  She then asked the council to consider placing welcome signs at each entrance into town reading Marysville, Kansas Tree City USA.  CM Cohorst said there are some signs that also include the years of membership.  Council consensus is to allow PWD Mueller to work on this. 

3. GARDEN CLUB ROCK.  Betty Bell informed the council a rock taken was taken from Shibley Knoll and has been placed at the City Park establishing the Marysville Garden Club since 1931.  CM Phillips commented on how nice it looks.  
CONSENT AGENDA. The Consent Agenda was presented for consideration.  CM Schwindamann moved to approve the consent agenda.  CM Throm seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.  The Consent Agenda consisted of the following.
· City Clerk’s Report for October showed $40,699.91 collected in receipts with a like amount being deposited with the City Treasurer.

· Municipal Judge’s Report for October showed $4,290.50 being deposited with the City Treasurer and $370.50 being forwarded to the State Treasurer for Judicial Branch Education, court costs and law enforcement training.

· Revenue/Expenditure Budget Reports through October 2009 showed adjusted accumulated revenues in the General Fund of $2,376,996 or 99% of budget; Water Revenue Fund, $1,969,866 or 83% of budget; Sewage Revenue Fund, $1,079,988 or 92% of budget.  Adjusted statement of expenditures in the General Fund totaled $1,623,202 or 69% of budget; Water Revenue Fund, $1,547,880 or 66% of budget and Sewage Revenue Fund, $611,933 or 58% of budget.

· Reese & Novelly-2009 Audit Services.
· Convention & Tourism-Live Nativity Parade in the amount of $500.

· Change Order-VanKirk (Transmission Main) in the amount of $6,222.21.

· Final Payment-Midwest Products (Cemetery Streets) in the amount of $10,299.26.
· Payment Request-Groundwater Association in the amount of $11,168.99.
· Payment Request-Olsson Associates (Tower) in the amount of $13,375.71.

· Payment Request-Clarke Well Equipment (Tower) in the amount of $38,680.35.

· Payment Request-CB&I (Tower) in the amount $20,304.90.

STAFF REPORTS:

CITY ADMINISTRATOR:

1. BUDGET BALANCES.  Spreadsheets with current ending balances of all funds and specific comparisons are attached.  The General Fund finished with a balance of $751,403 which is slightly higher than the $736,448 balance in October 2008.  The Water Revenue Fund finished the month with a positive cash flow of $9,350.  The Sewer Revenue Fund finished with a negative cash flow of $2,257.  The big expenses were for the new sewer camera and payment for a portion of the Cured In Place Piping (CIPP) Project.  The Sales Tax Fund also finished with a negative cash flow of $69,271.  The large expenditures were payments for the Cemetery Streets and the remainder of the CIPP Project.
2. SALES TAX RECEIPTS.  Sales tax receipts year to date total $701,995 through October.  The October receipts are the third highest historically.  We are down by $64,000 from the same period last year.
3. AIRPORT FINAL INSPECTION.  The final inspection for the airport improvements is scheduled for 10:30 a.m. on Thursday, November 19th.
4. LAKEVIEW BIDS.  Reported one bid for the drainage work for the Red Diamond at Lakeview was from B&W Electric, Hanover.  The bid is in the amount of $14,668.54.  Tony Duever, Cohorst Engineering, prepared the contracts and a copy is attached.  The project is scheduled to be complete by December 18th.  CM Price inquired as to where the funds would be taken to pay for this.  CA Shain said Sales Tax.  CM Price moved to approve the bid with B&W Electric in the amount of $14,668.54 and authorization for the Mayor or President of the Council to sign the contract.  CM Throm seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
5. FENCE.  Informed the council Mr. Greg Haas was in the office to talk about the agreement to erect a fence listed as a requirement to buying the lot adjacent to his building from the city.  He told CA Shain he spoke with Bob Thompson, Thompson Lumber and discovered that the fence located on the property of Westar Energy is only seven (7) foot, and not eight (8) as he is being asked to install.  Greg is asking the council for consideration to change the agreement to a seven (7) foot high fence.  CM Schwindamann moved to approve the seven (7) foot tall fence, and then withdrew his motion.  CM Schwindamann then moved to approve a seven (7) foot fence, giving a deadline of ninety (90) days from the date of the earnest money deposit for purchase of the lot.  CM Price seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.  CA McNish answered questions in regards to nuisance violations.      

PUBLIC WORKS DIRECTOR:
1. HOT PATCH PETE.  Informed the council he has rented a piece of equipment for $100 per month from Washington County.  The machine reconstitutes millings and old asphalt, and is used for patching potholes.  He said the Street Department will be trying to catch up on work from the summer.
2. SALT SHED DOOR EXPANSION.  Received a quote coming from Kansas Coring and Cutting for widening the door to the salt shed.  The bid is in the amount of $1,369.14.  CM Cohorst asked that PWD Mueller get in touch with Diamond Saw & Coring out of Summerfield, Kansas and obtain a second quote. 
3. BLEACHERS AT FELDHAUSEN FIELD.  Mentioned changing the color of the vinyl to Hunter Green versus Kelly Green that was previously chosen.
CITY CLERK:

1. CERTIFICATION.  CA Shain presented CC Price with a plaque from the International Institute of Municipal Clerks awarding Certified Municipal Clerk (CMC) status.  This is effective October 26, 2009 through October 26, 2013.  A round of applause was given.  CC Price thanked the council for their understanding of the importance of education.
2. BUYBACK LOADER FUNDS.   Reported speaking with the auditors in regards to marking the buyback funds from the Loader.  The answer given is that there is nothing that legally restricts the funds from being spent if they are placed in the General Fund.  The money could be placed in the Capital Improvements Fund.  CM Price asked about keeping the current CAT Wheel Loader.  There was lengthy detailed discussion in regards to pricing, maintenance, buyback options, warranty and keeping business local.  Bryndon Meinhardt, Kan Equip also participated in the discussion.  CM Schwindamann moved to keep the existing CAT Wheel Loader.  CM Phillipi called out of order.  CM Schwindamann then moved to reconsider the decision made at the October 26th regular meeting to enter a one year lease purchase agreement for a Wheel Loader from Kan Equip in the amount of $16,000.  CM Phillips seconded.  Motion carried by 7-1 voice vote, CM Cohorst voted no.  CM Schwindamann then moved to keep the existing CAT Wheel Loader.  CM Phillips seconded.  CM Cohorst spoke about leading Kan Equip on and said that is not an appropriate way to do business.  Motion failed with a 4-4 voice vote.  CM Cohorst, CM Phillipi, CM Shipman and CM Peschel all voted no.  CM Cohorst moved to uphold the decision made at the last regular meeting on October 26th to enter a one year lease purchase with Kan Equip.  

At 8:10 p.m., CM Price moved to recess for five (5) minutes to give the council the opportunity to read the lease agreement included in the Agenda packets.  CM Schwindamann seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.  At 8:15 p.m., President Shipman called them meeting back to order.

Lengthy discussion continued between the council and Bryndon Meinhardt, Kan Equip.  Servicing, tires, insurance, terms and maintenance were discussed.  CM Phillipi then moved to second the motion made by CM Cohorst to uphold the decision made at the last regular meeting on October 26th.  Motion carried by 6-2 voice vote, CM Price and CM Phillips voted no.  Bryndon said they are waiting on a quick attachment and will be bringing another Loader for the city to use at no cost.  Consensus was also to authorize the Mayor or President of the Council to sign the lease agreement.  CM Price moved to receipt the buyback funds from the Cat Wheel Loader into the General Fund.  CM Throm seconded.  Motion carried by 7-1 voice vote, with CM Schwindamann voting no.  CM Schwindamann said he feels the money should be receipted into the Funds the equipment was purchased from.

STANDING COMMITTEE REPORTS:

STREET:

1. EMPLOYMENT EXTENSION, MELISSA MUSIL.  PWD Mueller asked council to consider extending employment to Melissa Musil until November 28, 2009.  Melissa will be able to run the street sweeper, which will free other employees to complete other duties.  CM Schwindamann moved, CM Throm seconded to approve the request.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
WATER & WASTEWATER:

1. THIRD WATER PUMP.  CA Shain reported the third water pump should be back by this Thursday.  Repair costs are approximately $8,400; which is below the $10,000 approved at a previous meeting.
APPROPRIATIONS ORDINANCE NO. 3465
1. Claims against the fund of the city were submitted for council consideration as follows:  General Fund, $62,094.89; Water Revenue Fund, $10,681.41; Sewage Revenue, $7,315.22; Airport Revolving, $57,696.64; Special Improvement Fund, $1,328.00; Water Deposit, $2,220.00; Industrial, $362.50; Library Revolving, $4,446.86; Special Law Enforcement, $5,031.89; Special Parks & Recreation, $1,345.13; Koester Block Maintenance, $901.28; Employee Benefit, $10,730.48; Transient Guest Tax, $1,500.00; Sales Tax Improvements, $30,846.48 and Water Utility Reserve, $8,921.00; making a total of $205,421.78.

2. An Appropriations Ordinance was introduced and considered to honor claims against the funds of the City as audited by the Finance Committee.  CM Throm moved, CM Schwindamann seconded to approve the Appropriations Ordinance.  Motion carried by 8-0 roll call vote.  CC Price assigned the Ordinance No. 3465.
ROUNDTABLE DISCUSSION:

1. NORTH STREET.  CM Phillipi commented North Street and the sidewalk at the Santa House looks nice.
2. SEPTIC TANK, NORTH EIGHTH STREET.  CM Schwindamann asked that Ordinances be checked in regards to a property on North Eighth Street.  It was discovered the property has been using a septic tank and not city sewer.  CA Shain said he and CA McNish are doing research on this, and have not had time to report back.  CA Shain said he will get the Water/Sewer Committee together next week.
3. NORTH STREET.  CM Phillips also commented on how wonderful North Street is, and how many comments she has gotten on the Cemetery Street Project.
4. CELLULAR PHONE POLICY.  CM Price said a draft cellular phone policy was given with this week’s agenda packets, and he would like it to be on the agenda for consideration at the next regular meeting.  CA McNish said he would like to make a revision to a disclaimer at the end of the policy.  Council discussed separation of safety employees.  No decisions were made.
5. LEAVES/DUMP HOURS.  CM Throm thanked the departments for removal of the leaves on city properties including the City Park.  Council consensus is to change the dump hours effective immediately to Wednesday, Thursday and Friday 3:30 p.m. to 5:30 p.m. and Saturday and Sunday 1:00 p.m. to 5:00 p.m.   
There being no further business at 8:45 p.m., CM Schwindamann moved, CM Throm seconded to adjourn the meeting.  Motion carried unanimously.  
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
