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 Regular Meeting
City Hall, Marysville Kansas-November 23, 2009

Members of the Governing Body of the City of Marysville were called to order in regular session at 7:00 p.m. on the date and place noted above with Mayor Krug in the chair.
After the Pledge of Allegiance, roll call was answered by the following council members:  Cohorst, Schwindamann, Phillips, Throm, Shipman, Peschel and Price.  A quorum was present.

Minutes of the November 9th meeting were approved as written after a motion by CM Throm, second by CM Shipman and unanimous voice vote.

VISITORS:

1. TONY DUEVER, CES.  Tony informed the council that Steve Cohorst, former owner of Cohorst Engineering & Surveying, has retired.  He and Rob Peschel are the new owners.  Tony said he looks forward to the future, and if there are questions to contact him.
2. JEFF DANKENBRING, DANK’S BROADWAY MARKET.  Jeff said he recently received information in regards to letter of support for the city submitting a funding request to KDOT for improvements to the Brick Streets on 4th and 5th Streets, and the 7th Street Corridor.  Jeff spoke in lengthy detail about the effect the street closing would have on his grocery business.  He employees 28 people, and feels he would see a decrease of 75% in revenues if the street were to be closed.  CM Phillips inquired as to why he wouldn’t want the improvements for drainage and safety reasons.  Jeff spoke about the snow removal process, and that he doesn’t feel it is an issue.  CM Price spoke about dividing the street doing the west portion first, then fixing the east portion.  No decisions were made.   
3. BETTY BELL, TREE BOARD UPDATE.  Betty Bell said she, Norma Herrmann and Karen Johnson attended schooling last Thursday in Wamego, Kansas on behalf of the Garden Club/Tree Board.  She said Kim Bomberger, Forester gave a wonderful program.  The Tree Board will meet next week if anyone is interested in attending. 

CONSENT AGENDA. The Consent Agenda was presented for consideration.  CM Shipman moved to approve the consent agenda.  CM Throm seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.  The Consent Agenda consisted of the following.
· Payment Request-Olsson Associates (Taxiway) in the amount $6,939.39.

STAFF REPORTS:

CITY ADMINISTRATOR:

1. FAA PRELIMINARY PROJECT GRANT OFFER.  Reported the FAA made a preliminary offer to fund construction of the taxiway in FFY 2010 depending upon the availability of discretionary funds.  The estimated total for the project is $1,650,000; of which $974,755 would be discretionary funds.  The city’s cost for this project will be $65,850.  The award will be given in August 2010.  CM Phillips moved to accept the offer for funding.  CM Schwindamann seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
2. TOWNSHIP MAINTENANCE AGREEMENT.  A copy of the old (current) agreement with the township is attached along with a copy of a proposed new agreement for maintenance on the roads bordered by the City and the Township.  Council, along with CA Shain discussed specific locations and the addition of 8th Road.  Consensus of the council is to have the Street Committee along with Street Supervisor Nester and a member of the Township meet to put a plan together.  CM Schwindamann also asked for a map to better understand who will be responsible for what area.
3. CDBG TRAINING.  Mentioned attending a free required training session on Environmental Review for CDBG Administrators in Salina on December 1st from 9:30 a.m. to 3:00 p.m.  This does not count as continuing education.
4. WORKSHOP DATE.  Told the council the next workshop is scheduled for Thursday, December 3rd at 5:00 p.m.                                                                                                    
PUBLIC WORKS DIRECTOR:
1. TREE CITY USA SIGNS.  Reported having three or four Tree City USA signs from years past.  Per a request from Citizen Betty Bell, and after checking with the Kansas Department of Transportation, these signs are most appropriate under the current city limits sign.  Council asked for the opinion of Betty Bell, and consensus was they would work fine.
2. SALT SHED MODIFICATIONS.  A copy of a quote from Kansas Coring and Cutting to modify the salt shed in the amount of $1,369.14 was given to the council.  PWD Mueller said he tried to get in touch with another vendor as recommended by CM Cohorst and they are no longer in business.  CM Peschel moved to approve the quote with Kansas Coring and Cutting for modifying the salt shed in the amount of $1,369.14.  CM Cohorst seconded.  Motion carried by 5-2 voice vote.  CM Price and CM Phillips voted no.
3. CLOSING CITY DUMP FOR SEASON.  The city dump was closed to weekends only on December 8, 2008.  PWD Mueller asked for consensus on when to close it this year.  CM Price said he would like to keep the dump open as long as possible.  Council consensus was to keep the dump open on Saturday and Sunday from 1:00 p.m. to 5:00 p.m.  Dump Caretaker Cooper will need to keep track and close it to one day a week when usage decreases.  
CITY CLERK:
1. CLAUDE HITTLE, WEED ASSESSMENT (1205 CAROLINA).  Mr. Hittle submitted a written request asking to forgive a tax assessment for a weed notice/clean up at 1205 Carolina in the amount of $443.25.  He purchased the home on November 14, 2008 at a Sherriff’s Auction and at the time was told there were no liens.  The billing for the weed notice was dated September 2, 2008 and we allow thirty days to pay.  Because that date was after the end of August, we waited and held the assessment until this year (2009).  CC Price told the council she spoke with County Clerk Sonya Stohs.  She said she will take assessments anytime and she would place them in a folder for the next year.  CA McNish briefed on this being like a mechanics lien, and council spoke about future billings being handled through small claims court.  CM Schwindamann moved to remove the lien for weeds at 1205 Carolina in the amount of $443.25.  CM Peschel seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
2. KEVIN CROME, VACATE 11TH STREET (600 S. 11TH).    Reported Kevin Crome is requesting to have an additional 7ft vacated on 11th Street.  Ordinance No. 1712 vacates only 5ft, and it has been recently discovered that his garage is actually a total of 11ft into the right of way.  PWD Mueller said this is the only access to the railbed area for maintenance and he talked about access to water and sewer lines.  After some discussion, CM Price moved to approve a legal easement allowing the building and ground it sits on in street right of way.  CM Phillips seconded.  Motion carried by 6-1 voice vote, with CM Schwindamann voting no.
3. RECAP AND FOLLOW-UP.  CM Price moved, CM Cohorst seconded to include an agenda item “recap and follow-up” to allow discussion as to who will be following up on what items.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
STANDING COMMITTEE REPORTS:

STREET:
1. SNOW REMOVAL ORDINANCE.  CM Price asked that the snow removal ordinance or odd/even days be discussed at the upcoming work session.  
POLICE AND FIRE:
1. CELLULAR PHONE POLICY.  Police Chief Ackerman asked that the attached cellular phone policy be adopted.  He said the only change is a disclaimer added by CA McNish in the second paragraph.  Several specific questions were asked by council in regards to safety employees, monitoring calls, security, smart phones, reimbursement, etc.  CM Peschel moved to adopt the policy, and later withdrew his motion.  CM Price moved to table this item for more discussion at the upcoming work session.  CM Shipman seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
2. RADIOS FOR WRECKER SERVICE.  Police Chief Ackerman reported having three radios on the shelf that a local wrecker service is interested in using.  PC Ackerman asked to have a memorandum of understanding drafted by CA McNish explaining we can take the radios back if misused.  CM Price moved, CM Peschel seconded to have the agreement drafted.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
CITY ATTORNEY:

1. M-ACT UPDATE.  Reported meeting with M-Act in regards to ownership of Simmons Auditorium for grant applications.  Discussion included providing a long term lease or a Deed to the building.  M-Act will be coming to update the council in the future.
2. SEWER HOOK UP.  Mentioned in relation to a situation on North Eighth Street, if it is feasible citizens are required to hook up to the city sewer if they are currently on a septic tank.
3. LAGOON PROPERTY.  One letter was received in regards to leasing the lagoon property.  It was from the adjoining landowner, Sue Rowland.  Council discussed a long term lease and establishment of grass.  Council consensus was to speak with the County Extension Agent to get some advice, ideas or a master plan where to start with this property.
APPROPRIATIONS ORDINANCE NO. 3466
1. Claims against the fund of the city were submitted for council consideration as follows:  General Fund, $106,842.26; Water Revenue Fund, $117,130.76; Sewage Revenue, $43,945.49; Sewage Replacement, $39,497.82; Library Revolving, $5,033.19; Library, $3,271.04; Library Employee Benefit, $565.93; Special Parks & Recreation, $1,202.92; Koester Block Maintenance, $31,925.63; Employee Benefit, $36,830.22; Transient Guest Tax, $532.77; Sales Tax Improvements, $199,416.06 and Water Utility Reserve, $8,582.00; making a total of $594,776.09.

2. An Appropriations Ordinance was introduced and considered to honor claims against the funds of the City as audited by the Finance Committee.  CM Schwindamann moved, CM Throm seconded to approve the Appropriations Ordinance.  Motion carried by 7-0 roll call vote.  CC Price assigned the Ordinance No. 3466.
ROUNDTABLE DISCUSSION:

1. FENCE, HAAS LOT.  CM Cohorst inquired as to the deadline for Greg Haas to erect a fence on the lot purchased from the city.  CA McNish reported the deposit check being dated August 30, 2009.  Ninety days would be November 30, 2009.  There is a problem trying to locate a contractor to install the fence.
2. OLD SEWER CAMERA.  CM Schwindamann asked if the old sewer camera needs to be declared surplus.  CA Shain said in a previous meeting it was.  Water Supervisor Bargman said he had send correspondence to local cities with no response. CA Shain will send a notice out on the City Managers Listserv.
3. SOUTH 11TH ROAD.  CM Phillips said she would like to address South 11th Road.  It was mentioned at the meeting on October 26, 2009 and no decisions were made.  Council discussed the history with this intersection including the studies, stop lights, curb & gutter, engineering and traffic counts.  Council consensus is for CA Shain to contact KDOT and see if they would assist in development of the intersection.
4. FIRE DEPARTMENT DONATION, PIPELINE.  CC Price reported that a donation in the amount of $250 was received from the Kinder Morton Platte Pipeline.  The funds will be used for fire prevention CD’s for day cares and elementary schools.
5. MARYSVILLE BULLDOGS DAY.  Mayor Krug said he would like to declare December 1, 2009 as Marysville Bulldogs Day.  CM Schwindamann moved, CM Throm seconded to approve the request.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
6. SHAIN ANNUAL OPEN HOUSE.  CA Shain said the Shain Annual Open House will be held on December 11th.
7. RECAP AND FOLLOW UP.  CA McNish verified he would be working on the memorandum of understanding for the radio equipment.
8. STREET LIGHTS, 11TH ROAD.  CM Peschel commented additional street lights are needed on 11th Road.  CM Price said that in the past letters have been sent to property owners in regards to the lights.  No decisions were made.
9. DICKENS ON BROADWAY.  Bob Carlson said that Dickens on Broadway will be held December 5th.  The Koester Museum will be hosting the annual live nativity scene.  He spoke about the stage coach rides and welcome flags.  None of the streets need to be blocked off.
