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Regular Meeting
City Hall, Marysville Kansas-December 14, 2009

Members of the Governing Body of the City of Marysville were called to order in regular session at 7:00 p.m. on the date and place noted above with Mayor Bernie Krug in the chair.
After the Pledge of Allegiance, Mayor Krug presented CM Shipman with a certificate for twenty (20) years of service, and CA Rick Shain with a certificate and watch for ten (10) years of service.  Applause was given to both.

Roll call was answered by the following council members:  Cohorst, Phillipi, Phillips, Shipman, Peschel and Price.  A quorum was present.

Minutes of the November 23rd meeting were approved as written after a motion by CM Shipman, second by CM Peschel and unanimous voice vote.

VISITORS:

1. M-ACT, SIMMONS UPDATE.  Carla Wolfe, Greg Marples and Wayne Kruse, M-Act, addressed the council in regards to a feasibility study for renovation of Simmons Auditorium completed by Architect, Ralph Balaun.  Greg Marples gave specific details on the plans including the entrance, restrooms, stage, landscaping and more.  The estimated cost for renovation is $2,780,000.  Nancy Kaiser-Caplan is still working on the economic study, which will let the group know whether that amount of money can be raised.  Carla said they would like to launch their Capital Campaign on the 85th anniversary of Simmons Auditorium which is May 14, 2010.  Council consensus is to allow the group until the end of March or first of April 2010 to come back and discuss the fundraising process.  At that time ownership of the building can also be discussed.

2. CLAUDE HITTLE, WATER LEAK 701 S. 6TH STREET.  Mr. Hittle said he received a water/sewer bill for a three week period in the amount of $1,929.30.  He doesn’t feel he should have to pay for the water leak, and he thinks the meter that was installed was faulty.  The meter in question was tested by HD Waterworks Company, and the results showed the meter is working properly and is not faulty.  The Water Committee previously recommended waiving half of the sewer portion of the billing.  After further discussion in regards to water line locations, air testing and having proper authority to get into the meter pit, CM Phillipi moved to uphold the recommendation of the Water Committee and waive half of the sewer portion of the billing.  CM Phillips seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.      

CONSENT AGENDA. The Consent Agenda was presented for consideration.  CM Shipman moved to approve the consent agenda.  CM Cohorst seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.  The Consent Agenda consisted of the following.
· City Clerk’s Report for November showed $98,642.88 collected in receipts with a like amount being deposited with the City Treasurer.

· Municipal Judge’s Report for November showed $7,152.50 being deposited with the City Treasurer and $604.50 being forwarded to the State Treasurer for Judicial Branch Education, court costs and law enforcement training.

· Revenue/Expenditure Budget Reports through November 2009 showed adjusted accumulated revenues in the General Fund of $2,491,952 or 104% of budget; Water Revenue Fund, $2,105,405 or 88% of budget; Sewage Revenue Fund, $1,133,221 or 97% of budget.  Adjusted statement of expenditures in the General Fund totaled $1,790,360 or 76% of budget; Water Revenue Fund, $1,675,499 or 72% of budget and Sewage Revenue Fund, $663,193 or 63% of budget.

STAFF REPORTS:

CITY ADMINISTRATOR:

1. DESIGN CONTRACT FOR AIRPORT TAXIWAY PAVING.  The draft engineering agreement with Olsson Associates is attached for review and approval.  The contract covers the design phase and bidding phase for the Taxiway Paving.  Based on the 95%/5% cost share, the city portion of the expense will be $4,670 after reimbursement.  The costs will be paid from the Airport Revolving Fund and the Industrial Fund.  CM Shipman moved, CM Phillipi seconded to authorize the Mayor to sign the agreement.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
2. ELEVENTH (11TH) ROAD IMPROVEMENTS.  Reported discussing possible improvements of the south leg of the 11th Road intersection with business owners, KDOT and city staff.  Tony Duever was asked to submit a scope of services for design, and his proposal is attached.  CM Price moved, CM Phillipi seconded to table this proposal until further information is made available including right of way width and utilities.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.  
3. BUDGET REPORT.  Spreadsheets for the month of November are attached.  The General Fund finished with an ending balance higher than in 2008.  This is tempered by the Cat Loader buyback funds in the amount of $57,000.  The Water Revenue Fund finished with a positive cash flow of $7,920.  The Sewer Revenue Fund also finished the month with a positive cash flow in the amount of $1,972.
4. SALES TAX UPDATE.  Sales tax receipts for November were the second highest since inception.  The monthly average is $70,680.  Year to date expenses are $1,035,912. compared to last year’s total of $1,452,096.
5. SALE OF TAX CREDITS.  Reported Mr. Jeff Whitham from Garden City phoned and is interested in purchasing the city’s tax credits from the Koester Block improvements.  He made an offer of 87% for the 2007 certificate in the amount of $17,347.25.  This would net the city $15,092.11, which would be receipted into the Koester Block Maintenance Fund.  CM Cohorst moved, CM Peschel seconded to approve the sale of the project #0329 certificate.  Motion carried unanimously.
6. LANDOLL PROPERTY.  Mentioned speaking with business owner Don Landoll on the phone in regards to the parking situation on Airport Road, expansion of the parking lot, and the encroachment issues.  Don reported he would have the storage racks moved by Easter.  He also said he would visit with office staff in regards to the other issues, but gave no deadline.  Council discussed violations of the agreements, emergency vehicles, parking and more.  Consensus is to have CA Shain and Mayor Krug visit with Landoll’s in regards to the current agreements with the city; making sure Landoll’s is in compliance within the next thirty (30) days.  It was also consensus of the council to designate Airport Road as no parking.      
PUBLIC WORKS DIRECTOR:
1. STREET SIGNS.  Informed the council two citizens whom were previously in the audience are interested in the street signs getting replaced.  PWD Mueller said we are currently replacing signs a few at a time, which will take a few years to complete.  Council consensus is to continue with the replacement program.  The street signs costs approximately $25 to $30 each.
CITY CLERK:

1. THIRD MEETING, DECEMBER 30TH.  Reported a third meeting being held last year to wrap up payroll and finalize more of the year end expenses.  CC Price asked to hold a third meeting again this year on December 30th.  Council consensus is to hold the meeting December 30th at 12:05 p.m.
2. TRAINING REQUEST, CINDY HOLLE.  A request was submitted from Cindy Holle to attend a LKM-Basic Municipal Finance Training course on January 15th in Holton, KS.  Registration cost is $75.00.  CM Phillipi moved, CM Peschel seconded to approve the request.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
3. ORDINANCE NO. 1751, WATER/SEWER RECONNECT FEES.  An ordinance was presented to the council as follows:  “AN ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTION 15-125 OF THE 1987 CODE OF THE CITY OF MARYSVILLE.”  This ordinance addresses the cost of reconnect fees for delinquent water/sewer bills.  The fees for the first time delinquent is $50.00; second time delinquent, $75.00; third and any other time thereafter, $100.  CM Cohorst moved, CM Phillipi seconded to adopt Ordinance No. 1751.  Motion carried by 6-0 roll call vote.
STANDING COMMITTEE REPORTS:

WATER & WASTEWATER:

1. SALE OF SEWER CAMERA/TRAILER.  CA Shain reported the City of Lyons offered to purchase the old sewer camera and trailer for the asking price of $15,000.  CM Price moved to accept the offer.  CM Phillipi seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
POLICE & FIRE:

1. MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING, RADIO EQUIPMENT.  Police Chief Ackerman reported a memorandum for use of radio equipment was presented for approval.  CM Price moved, CM Shipman seconded to approve the MOU.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
NEW BUSINESS:

1. MICRO-COMM SERVICE CONTRACT.  CA Shain reported that council requested to incorporate the new equipment installed at Well #12 into the agreements with Micro-Comm.  The cost for the new agreement is $9,000.  This covers all the wells and lift stations.  This extends the warranty period from October 31, 2012 to January 1, 2014.  CM Price moved, CM Shipman seconded to approve the agreement.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
2. MUTUAL AID PROGRAM.   An Agreement for Kansas Mutual Aid is attached and was reviewed by the council in a previous work session.  CM Price moved, CM Phillipi seconded to authorize the Mayor to sign the agreement.  Motion carried unanimously.
3. CELLULAR PHONE POLICY.  After review at a previous council meeting and work session, CM Phillipi moved, CM Cohorst seconded to adopt the attached cellular phone policy.  Motion carried by 5-1 voice vote, with CM Price voting no.
4. CELLULAR PHONES, ADMINISTRATION/POLICE.  Police Chief Ackerman asked the council to give him and CA Shain authorization to make the best deal in regards to cellular phones that will be purchased by the city.  The first phone will be for himself, one for CA Shain and three phones which will stay in the police trucks.  Council consensus is for PC Ackerman to obtain price quotes and bring the information back to the council for approval.  He and CA Shain are to have “Smart Phones”.
CITY ATTORNEY:

1. UPDATE, HAAS LOT.  Briefed the council on a letter send to Gregory Haas dated December 8, 2009 in regards to the sale of the adjacent city lot to him.  The letter mentions time expiring for construction of a fence, and that the deposit money has been returned to him and the offer has been rescinded.  The lot will need to be free of vehicles, parts, scrap metal, etc.  no later than January 8, 2010.  The letter also addresses keeping and maintaining of multiple racing pigeons, and that it would violate Ordinance No. 1422.  Council consensus is it was a good letter.
APPROPRIATIONS ORDINANCE NO. 3467
1. Claims against the fund of the city were submitted for council consideration as follows:  General Fund, $87,572.19; Water Revenue Fund, $16,653.31; Sewage Revenue, $11,201.34; Airport Revolving, $6,939.39; Industrial, $13,549.29; Fire Equipment Reserve, $2,663.32; Library Revolving, $4,697.69; Koester Block Maintenance, $4,422.41; Employee Benefit, $11,397.82; Transient Guest Tax, $12.58; and Sales Tax Improvements, $1,532.32; making a total of $160,641.66.

2. An Appropriations Ordinance was introduced and considered to honor claims against the funds of the City as audited by the Finance Committee.  CM Phillipi questioned the property taxes for the Koester Block being taken from the Industrial Fund.  CA Shain reported we it could be changed to take it from the appropriate funds.  CM Phillipi then moved to approve to approve the Appropriations Ordinance with the change.  CM Peschel seconded.  Motion carried by 6-0 roll call vote.  CC Price assigned the Ordinance No. 3467.
ROUNDTABLE DISCUSSION:

1. SNOW REMOVAL.  CM Shipman said the Street Department did a good job with the snow removal considering how much snow fell and how many citizens hadn’t moved their cars.  Mayor Krug agreed.
EXECUTIVE SESSION.  At 8:50 p.m., CM Price moved to meet in executive session for fifteen (15) minutes to discuss personnel with CA Shain, CA McNish and PWD Mueller.  CM Shipman seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.  At 9:05 p.m., council reconvened.  CM Price reported council met in executive session to discuss personnel and during that time no decisions or action was taken.  Council is returning back to open session.  
2. PERSONNEL POLICY CHANGE, HOURS WORKED.  CM Price moved that no city employee in the Street, Water/Sewer or Cemetery Department work more than fourteen (14) hours in a twenty-four (24) hour period.  CM Phillipi seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.  CA McNish reported this change will need to be made by ordinance.
3. HOUSING MEETING.  CA Shain said for those who wish to attend, a housing meeting will be held at City Hall Wednesday, December 16th at 2:00 p.m.
4. KOESTER BLOCK ADVISORY BOARD MEETING.  Mayor Krug confirmed a meeting will be held on Thursday, December 17th at 4:30 p.m.
5. TABLED OR UNRESOLVED ITEMS.  CM Cohorst asked that the snow removal be removed from the tabled or unresolved items on the reverse side of the Agenda.  Council also discussed removing address posting, North Street lights and street light standards.   
There being no further business at 9:10 p.m., CM Peschel moved, CM Phillipi seconded to adjourn the meeting.  Motion carried unanimously.  
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
