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 Regular Meeting
City Hall, Marysville Kansas-December 28, 2009 & December 30th, 2009
Members of the Governing Body of the City of Marysville were called to order in regular session at 7:00 p.m. on the date and place noted above with Mayor Krug in the chair.
After the Pledge of Allegiance, roll call was answered by the following council members:  Cohorst, Phillipi, Schwindamann, Throm, Shipman, Peschel and Price.  Absent: Phillips.  A quorum was present.

Minutes of the December 14th meeting were approved as written after a motion by CM Shipman, second by CM Cohorst and unanimous voice vote.

VISITORS:

1. CAROL ADRIAN, FASTDRAW COMPETITION.  CA Shain reported Carol not being in attendance.  He said she questioned if Simmons would be available for use the first week in May for the annual Fast draw competition.  CA Shain said by giving M-Act until the end of March or first of April, and the Flea Market being a few weeks after that he didn’t see a problem with it.  Mayor Krug concurred.  
2. DON & RICH LANDOLL, LANDOLL COPORATION (PARKING).  Don said Rich spoke with CA Shain and Police Chief Ackerman in regards to employees not parking on Airport Road.  This can create a dangerous situation for emergency vehicles.  Don said now that the crosswind runway is closed at the airport, he is willing to expand his current parking lot on the east side of the main building to the north and east.  He said prior to the runway closing, there were issues with the FAA.  Don said his employees are willing to comply with the request.  CM Schwindamann asked about jigs being placed on the lot north of the building, and the agreement states the area is for finished product.  Don discussed outgrowing the current building, and that being the reason for the multimillion dollar building on Highway 36.  He also invited the council inside for a tour, to confirm the need for additional space.  CM Price and Mayor Krug voiced interest.  During discussion, Don also mentioned his displeasure with an invoice received for water meter pits at the new building for $2,400.
3. DON LANDOLL, BANDSTAND IN CITY PARK.  Don addressed the council and stated that this year the Guise Weber Foundation, Helvering Trust and Landoll Corporation would like to upgrade the Bandstand at the City Park at no cost to the City.  Upgrades would include a roof, and repair of the stairs.  CM Phillipi moved to allow the improvements.  CM Peschel seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
Mayor Krug continued down the Agenda to Staff Reports.  CM Schwindamann asked the Mayor to take up the item Cellular Phones under New Business as there were members in the audience waiting for the results.  Mayor Krug then called for the issue.
4. CELLULAR PHONES.  Three quotes for phone service were received.  The first from Verizon with a start up fee of $329.81 and month fee of $243.89.  The second from Cell Blue with a start up fee of $897.00 and monthly fee of $229.69.  The third and final quote from US Cellular with a start up fee of $329.81 and monthly fee of $209.59.  This is for a total of five phones.  One for CA Shain, PC Ackerman and three for the police trucks.  CM Schwindamann moved to approve the phones with US Cellular.  CM Price seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.        
STAFF REPORTS:

CITY ADMINISTRATOR:

1. TRANSPORTATION ENHANCEMENT APPLICATIONS.  Reported the applications along with Resolutions are attached for review and must be postmarked by December 30th.  The application for the Railbed Improvements is a 51%/49% cost share, with the City paying $724,756.  The application for the Brick Street project is 55%/45%, with the City paying $525,379.  The applications will compete against one another.  Council discussed payment. CA Shain said he would like to issue a four year Temporary Note, which would be paid back by Sales Tax Funds.  CM Phillipi said he feels we are using sales tax funds as a piggy bank, and he would like to have the funds identified.  Council discussed in length Sales Tax Funds, the economy, future projects, and moving forward.  CM Cohorst talked about the 11th Road intersection and the costs associated with it.  Council also discussed at length submitting one application vs. both, and that design for the railbed rehabilitation is already 30% complete.  CM Schwindamann moved to approve submitting both applications and approving both Resolution 2009-09 and 2009-10.  CM Throm seconded.  Motion carried with a 4-3 voice vote.  CM Phillipi, CM Shipman and CM Peschel were opposed.
2. 11th ROAD IMPROVEMENTS.  PWD Mueller and CA Shain met with Tony Duever, CES to try and answer questions in regard to the width of the right-of-way, location of power poles and turning radius needed for semi trucks.  Tony produced a drawing and provided a summary of his findings along with a sketch of what could be done.  Council discussed in length specific placing of the power poles.  Council also discussed the future of Highway 36 being four lanes, and making this intersection work with that.  Council asked Tony to rework a plan, speaking with KDOT in regards to the concerns, giving focus on the turning radius.  He was also asked to contact a professional semi truck driver to get input on how much room is needed for turning.  Council wants to make sure this intersection is engineered properly.  CM Schwindamann asked that Tony include aerial photos.
3. EMERGENCY SNOW ROUTES/PARKING.  CM Schwindamann inquired on how it is known if you are parking in an emergency snow route.  CA Shain and CA McNish discussed the regulations and that the Mayor, Police Chief or Administrator can declare a “snow emergency”.  Mayor Krug then declared a “snow emergency”.  CC Price informed the council she would get notification on the radio.  CM Price then moved that after a 4” snow, the appropriate person authorized declare a snow emergency.  CM Schwindamann seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.    
CITY CLERK:

1. CONSUMPTION REQUEST.  A request for consumption was submitted by Wayne Kruse for MCAC to sponsor an event to be held at the Lee Dam Art Center on December 31, 2009.  The event will begin at 8:00 p.m. and does not include an ending time.  CM Cohorst move to approve the request to close at 2:00 a.m. on January 1, 2010.  CM Peschel seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
2. CHAMBER TICKETS.  Reported the Annual Chamber Banquet will be held on January 9th at 6:30 p.m. at the American Legion.  Tickets are $15.00 each.  
3. JANITORIAL BIDS/SERVICES.  Mentioned the current agreement for the janitorial services at City Hall expires December 31, 2009.  After speaking with Police Chief Ackerman and Police Officer Rockwell, Jim Rosebaugh comes highly recommended.  The bid will remain the same as quoted in 2008, which is $75.00 per visit.  CC Price asked for a three month trial period.  CM Cohorst moved, CM Throm seconded to approve D.R. Cleaning Solutions (Dan Rosebaugh) from January 1, 2010 through March 31, 2010.  Motion carried by 6-1 voice vote, CM Schwindamann voting no.
NEW BUSINESS:

1. ORDINANCE NO. 1752, APPROPRIATING MONEY FOR PAYROLL.  An Ordinance was presented as follows:  “AN ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING MONEY FROM THE VARIOUS FUNDS TO PAY PAYROLL OF THE CITY OF MARYSVILLE, KANSAS, FOR FY2010”.  CM Throm moved, CM Shipman seconded.  Motion carried by 7-0 roll call vote.
2. ORDINANCE NO. 1753, NORMAL WORK HOURS.  An Ordinance was presented as follows:  “AN ORDINANCE AMENDING ARTICLE E-1 (b) OF THE 1998 PERSONNEL POLICIES AND GUIDELINE, AS ADOPTED BY ORDINANCE NO. 1520, AND REPEALING ALL ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT THEREWITH”.  This Ordinance states that employees are not to work more than fourteen (14) hours in a twenty-four (24) hour period.  It also states in the instance of a catastrophic or emergency situation the Department Supervisor and/or Public Works Director will make appropriate decisions necessary to ensure safety of their employees.  CM Price said he does not want any employee working more than 14 hours in a 24 hour period regardless of the situation.  CM Phillipi also questioned the wording.  CM Cohorst moved that city employees are not permitted to work more than sixteen (16) hours in a twenty-four (24) hour period.  CM Price seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.  CC Price said she would re-write the ordinance.
3. RESOLUTIONS 2009-11 THROUGH 2009-17, TRANSFER OF FUNDS.  Several Resolutions were submitted to transfer funds for FY 2010.  CM Price moved, CM Throm seconded to approve Resolutions 2009-11 through 2009-17.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
EXECUTIVE SESSION.  At 8:40 p.m., CM Schwindamann moved to meet in executive session with CA Shain as requested by CA McNish for five (5) minutes to discuss personnel issues.  A five (5) minute break will be taken prior to executive session.  CM Cohorst seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.  At 8:50 p.m., council reconvened.  CA McNish reported council met in executive session including CA Shain to discuss personnel and during that time no decisions or action was taken.  Council is returning back to open session.  
APPROPRIATIONS ORDINANCE NO. 3468
1. Claims against the fund of the city were submitted for council consideration as follows:  General Fund, $55,050.44; Water Revenue Fund, $74,211.55; Sewage Revenue, $40,010.53; Airport Revolving, $2,243.31; Library Revolving, $5,249.29; Special Law Enforcement, $236.00; Koester Block Maintenance, $68.10; Employee Benefit, $90,465.37; Transient Guest Tax, $1,032.13; Sales Tax Improvements, $16,261.62 and Water Utility Reserve, $7,932.00; making a total of $292,760.34.

2. An Appropriations Ordinance was introduced and considered to honor claims against the funds of the City as audited by the Finance Committee.  CM Phillipi questioned two different employees’ reimbursements of cellular phones.  CA Shain reported the plans are most likely different.  CM Throm moved, CM Shipman seconded to approve the Appropriations Ordinance.  Motion carried by 7-0 roll call vote.  CC Price assigned the Ordinance No. 3468.
ROUNDTABLE DISCUSSION:

1. SNOW REMOVAL.  CM Throm said that the Owner from Dixon Tire asked him if there was somewhere they could remove the snow from their lot, as it takes up to many parking spaces.  Council consensus was to talk to him and let them push the snow into the highway for removal by the city when they remove the center piles.
2. SNOW REMOVAL EQUIPMENT.  CM Price asked if anyone was interested in a tractor or front end loaded snow blower.  He said there is one for sale on Craig’s list.  CM Price moved to approve the purchase in the amount of $1,100.  CM Schwindamann seconded.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
3. SNOW BLOWER.  CM Price asked that PWD Mueller obtain pricing for a front mount snow blower for removal of big piles of snow.  Council discussed rocks flying into windows and liability issues.  PWD Mueller will look into this.
4. LANDOLL PARKING LOT.  CA McNish wanted to recap that he is going to make an amendment to the current lease agreement for the parking lot, charging $20.00 more for the additional parking.
5. BLUE CROSS/BLUE SHIELD INSURANCE.  CA Shain reported a meeting will be held on January 6th at 11:00 a.m. in regard to the Health Insurance Plan.
6. FIRE HYDRANTS, SNOW COVERED.  CM Schwindamann reported that some fire hydrants around town have been buried under snow.  CA Shain said the Water Department has been working to dig them out.
7. CELLULAR PHONE REIMBURSEMENT.  CM Cohorst inquired about reimbursement of phone bills vs. the city purchasing the phones.  He said he would like to get a cost on each.  CM Price said this has been discussed before.  
There being no further business at 9:05 p.m., CM Schwindamann moved, CM Peschel seconded to recess the meeting to December 30th at 12:05 p.m.  Motion carried unanimously.
Members of the Governing Body of the City of Marysville were called to order in regular session at 12:05 p.m. on December 30, 2009 with Mayor Krug in the chair.
Roll call was answered by the following council members:  Phillipi, Throm, Shipman, Peschel and Price.  Absent: Cohorst, Schwindamann and Phillips.  A quorum was present.

NEW BUSINESS:

1. RESOLTION 2009-18, KANSAS MUTUAL AID FOR UTILITES.  A Resolution was presented for mutual aid for utilities.  CM Price asked if this has been approved before.  CC Price informed him this Resolution is also required.  CM Price moved, CM Throm seconded to approve the Resolution.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
2. ORDINANCE NO. 1753, NORMAL WORK HOURS.  An Ordinance was presented as follows:  “AN ORDINANCE AMENDING ARTICLE E-1 (b) OF THE 1998 PERSONNEL POLICIES AND GUIDELINE, AS ADOPTED BY ORDINANCE NO. 1520, AND REPEALING ALL ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT THEREWITH”.  This ordinance is for normal work hours and states that city employees are not permitted to work more than sixteen (16) hours in a twenty-four (24) hour period.  CM Price moved, CM Shipman seconded to approve the ordinance.  Motion carried by 4-1 roll call vote, with CM Peschel voting no.
3. SIGN PERMIT, BOLTON MCNISH.  A sign permit was reviewed by Main Street and approved for an awning on the Center Street side of the Bolton McNish building located at 916 Broadway.  CM Shipman moved, CM Throm seconded to approve the sign permit.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
4. KOESTER BLOCK LEASE AGREEMENTS.  CC Price briefed the council on the Koester Block Advisory Board’s direction in increasing the rental fees by 2% in 2010 and establishment of who will be responsible for what maintenance.  The Board will review the rental fees at the end of 2010.  With exception to the Restaurant and the Apartment, all lease agreements are due for renewal.  CM Price moved, CM Shipman seconded to approve the lease agreements.  Motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
APPROPRIATIONS ORDINANCE NO. 3469
1. Claims against the fund of the city were submitted for council consideration as follows:  General Fund, $81,882.40; Water Revenue Fund, $13,476.76; Sewage Revenue, $8,996.93; Library Revolving, $4,070.78; Koester Block Maintenance, $644.26; Employee Benefit, $11,602.13; and Sales Tax Improvements, $142.60; making a total of $120,815.86.

2. An Appropriations Ordinance was introduced and considered to honor claims against the funds of the City as audited by the Finance Committee.  CM Throm inquired about the grapple hooks from Kan Equip.  CA Shain said we need to pay for them.  The pallet forks have been included by Kan Equip.  CM Phillipi inquired about Holiday Pay for Reserve Police Officers.  CC Price stated the Personnel Policy is not clear and does not specify Reserve Officers, only Police Department employees.  CM Price said if they are working the Holiday, he doesn’t see a problem with paying them.  He asked that this issue get resolved in January.  CM Phillipi also inquired on some parts for a police truck not purchased yet.  CA Shain said it is so they can go against the 2009 budget.  CM Shipman moved, CM Peschel seconded to approve the Appropriations Ordinance.  Motion carried by 5-0 roll call vote.  CC Price assigned the Ordinance No. 3469.
There being no further business at 12:16 p.m., Mayor Krug adjourned the meeting.
